Methodology
Data in this brochure come from the bi-annual Occupationa l
Employment Statistics (OES) Wage Survey, which measures
employment and wage rates for workers in non-far m
establishments statewide . This brochure contains the publishabl e
median wages from the Southwest Planning Region, Minnesota ,
and the U .S. from the 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003 second quarter
(wages from 2000, 2001, 2002, and 2003 second quarter ar e
updated to 2003 fourth quarter), and 2003 fourth quarter surve y
rounds combined .

Counties within the Southwest Planning Region include Big Stone,
Blue Earth, Brown, Chippewa, Cottonwood, Faribault, Jackson, La c
Qui Parle, Le Sueur, Lincoln, Lyon, Martin, Murray, Nicollet, Nobles ,
Pipestone, Redwood, Rock, Sibley, Swift, Waseca, Watonwan, an d
Yellow Medicine . The statewide response rate for the four years
combined was 77 .1 percent (20,300 responses out of 26,326
establishments surveyed) . In the Southwest Planning Regio n
alone, 1,777 firms were surveyed about their employment an d
wages .

The semi-annual OES survey is mailed to selected establishments
to obtain data from every Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) an d
the rest (balance) of the state, across all surveyed industries . The
wages were then escalated to the third quarter of 2004 using ECI
factors as published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) . This
escalating procedure is intended to provide a more curren t
representation of the wage .

The survey is conducted by the Minnesota Department o f
Employment and Economic Development's (DEED) Labor Marke t
Information office in cooperation with the U .S. Department of
Labor's Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) . In addition to preparin g
and mailing the surveys, DEED staff makes follow-up phone call s
to request data from non-respondents or to clarify data . Collected
data are then used to calculate national, statewide, MSA, balance
of state, and planning region estimates .
