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- INTRODUCTION

~ The Metropolitan Livable Communities-Act (LCA) requires the Metropolitan Council to
report by February 1 of every year which municipalities elected to participate and which
did not elect to participate in the local housing incentive account (LHIA) program for that
calendar year (Minnesota Statutes 473.254, section 5, subse_ctlon 9).

LCA PARTICIPATION

The LCA supports regional policy which calls for the expansion of the opportunities for
affordable and life-cycle housing throughout the region, creative planning that links jobs,
transportation and housing; and revitalization of the region’s. older cities. Commumtles
within the seven-county area that part1c1pate in the local housing incentives account

program may receive grants or loans from the four funds in the LCA. These funds are the |

tax base revitalization account, livable communities demonstration account, the local
housing incentives account and the inclusionary housing account. Only LCA

- . participating communities may apply for and receive grants from the polluted sites clean—

up program administered by the Minnesota Department of Trade and Economic
Development. In addition, the law says the Council “shall give: consideration to a
municipality’s participation” in the Local Housing Incentlves Account program when
making discretionary fundmg decisions.

Atthe begmmng 0f 2004, 108 communities were partlclpants in the LCA’s local housing
incentives program. Early in the year two cities — Minnetrista and Shorewood — were
unable to verify they had met the previous year's Affordable and Llfe-Cycle Housing
Opportunl‘ues Amount requirement. This is typically accomplished through local
expenditures or contributions toward the development or preservation of affordable or
life-cycle housing. Thus, those communities no longer continue to participate in the
LHIA. Participation for 2005 will involve 106 communities.
