A. Past Spending

Proceeds from the local chapters and banquets of the Minnesota Chapter System of the NWTF are channeled into
what we call the Minnesota Super Fund. This fund is administered by the National Office of the NWTF in
Edgefield, SC. But, the funds within the account are distributed by the Minnesota Chapter of the NWTF’s Board
of Directors. We have an 18 member Board that is comprised of volunteers from around the State. They meet
quarterly to review projects received from around the State consisting of land acquisition, habitat enhancement,
youth activities, women’s activities, and others. Most projects involving land acquisition involve several other
partners; i.e. local sportsman’s clubs, major corporate donors, and individuals. Thereby stretching the dollars
that we raise. Every State Chapter of the NWTF has a Super Fund to be used for their individual State. Lands
purchased are turned over to the DNR to be managed as WMA’s

B. Current and Future Spending

The amount of money spent by the NWTF Super Fund on land acquisition varies from year to year, but is
always an important budgeted item.
