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ARTS: A CREATIVE ASSET TO MINNESOTA

Minnesotans, in every county and community of the state, care about the arts. They recognize
that the arts are valuable in their own lives, their children’s lives, and their communities.

We value the arts because they inspire, enlighten, connect, and challenge us. The arts give us
unique and meaningful experiences, and help us understand and imagine the world from other
points of view.

Beyond this, their essential purpose and benefit, the arts also produce tremendous secondary
benefits that help Minnesota achieve many of its most important public goals.
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Academic Achivement

Research shows that children who study the arts demonstrate stronger overall academic
performance. Arts can be especially helpful to nontraditional learners or at-risk students.
These “problem” students often become high-achievers in arts learning settings; this.
success becomes a bridge to learning in other areas.

Employment / Workforce Development

Creativity will be one of the most important characteristics of the jobs and the workforce
of the future. Arts experiences fuel the imagination and help produce the dynamic,
talented workers and companies our economy needs.

Economic Development

The arts attract businesses and new residents, and encourage consumer spending, all of
which results in increased tax revenues. Cultural offerings enhance the market appeal of
an area, encouraging business relocation and generation of new jobs. The arts are an
important component in cultural heritage tourism, an increasingly important growth
industry for our state.

Stronger Communities

Arts bring people together. Residents of a community understand their new immigrant
neighbors better after seeing a traditional play. A struggling downtown begins to hum
with new energy on the evenings the community arts center offers a concert. Towns
celebrate their heritage through an annual arts festival. Arts participation builds social
capital—the social bonds and civic engagement needed in a healthy, thriving society.

National / International Visibility
The arts bring our state visibility and prestige. They set us apart from other states and
give Minnesota national and international acclaim.
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FY 2010 ... YEAR IN REVIEW

During fiscal year 2010, the State of Minnesota appropriated $30,015,000 to the Minnesota
State Arts Board. The following are brief highlights of how these state funds were used to
stimulate and encourage the creation, performance, and appreciation of the arts in every
county of the state.

Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund

In November 2008, Minnesotans passed the clean water, land and legacy amendment to the
Minnesota Constitution. As a result, for a period of twenty-five years, 3/8 of one percent of the
state’s sales tax will be dedicated as follows:

33 percent to a clean water fund,

33 percent to an outdoor heritage fund,

14.25 percent to a parks and trails fund, and

19.75 percent to an arts and cultural heritage fund

For the two-year period from July 2009 through June 2011, the Minnesota State Legislature
appropriated a significant portion of the arts and cultural heritage fund to the Minnesota State
Arts Board and Minnesota’s regional arts councils. In keeping with the Constitutional intent, the
funds will be used to support arts and arts access, arts education, and arts and cultural heritage
throughout the state.

During the summer of 2009, the board and councils held a series of listening sessions to gather
public input on a strategic framework and on the best uses of the new funds. More than 500
Minnesotans participated in sessions in Duluth, Fergus Falls, Granite Falls, Little Falls, Mankato,
Minneapolis, Mora, Rochester, Saint Cloud, Saint Paul, and Thief River Falls. Additional public
input was provided electronically through an online survey.

In July 2009, the Arts Board and Minnesota’s eleven regional arts councils approved a 25-year
framework for arts and cultural heritage funds that are entrusted to the board and councils.

From August through December 2009, the board and councils worked to develop new grant
programs and services designed to address the priorities and needs identified in planning. In
December, the board approved its investment plan for FY 2010-11; each regional arts council also
submitted a revised biennial plan to the board that outlined how it intended to invest arts and
cultural heritage fund dollars. Those plans were approved by the Arts Board in January 2010.

The Arts Board investment plan for the arts and cultural heritage fund includes ten new grant
programs or services that are designed to make more arts activities available across the state, to
provide activities that will engage Minnesotans who have had fewer opportunities to participate
in the arts, and to provide vital support needed to sustain Minnesota artists and arts
organizations.

Grant making

The board completed a review and realignment of its grant programs, to better match its giving
with the priorities outlined in the Minnesota Constitution. Grants were made in three key
categories:

+ Arts and arts access
The Arts Board used arts and cultural heritage fund dollars to supplement two key,
existing grant categories that have been underfunded in the past—Artist Initiative, which
provides project grants for individual artists, and Institutional Support/Institutional
Presenter Support, which provides operating support for arts producers and presenters. It
also created three new grant programs— Arts Tour, to provide incentives for touring; and
Arts Access and Partners in Arts Participation, which encourage outreach and service to
underserved audiences.

+ Arts education
The Arts Board made grants through three existing programs this year—IK-12 Arts
Challenge, AIE Organizational Support, and AIE School Support. It created two new
grant programs—Aurts Learning, a broad program to support lifelong learning in the arts,
and Community Arts Schools and Conservatories that helps make arts education more
accessible to Minnesotans of all ages and artistic abilities.

+ Arts and cultural heritage
The Arts Board created two new grant programs that use the arts to build bridges
between Minnesotans of all backgrounds. Folk and Tradition Arts celebrates the artists
and art work of diverse racial, ethnic, and cultural traditions. Minnesota Festival Support
encourages community-building and showecases artists from all arts traditions.

Regional arts councils _

The Minnesota State Arts Board acts as fiscal agent for Minnesota’s eleven regional arts councils.
Together, the board and regional arts councils serve every county of the state. Minnesota’s two-
tiered structure for providing programs and services for the arts is a model that other states and
other agencies in the public sector have emulated.

During FY 2010, $8,714,000 was awarded to the eleven regional arts councils in the form of
block grants. Regional arts councils design and provide services specifically tailored to meet the
needs of their geographic regions.

A list of the eleven councils, the counties they serve, the amount of their block grants, and a
snapshot of their grant making for FY 2010 can be found on pages 13-16 of this report.
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American Reinvestment and Recovery Act

The Arts Board received $316,200 from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009,
through the National Endowment for the Arts. Funds were used to create or preserve jobs in the
arts. The board developed a special grant program and solicited proposals; it received 150
applications and was able to provide funding for 18 organizations. Through the ARRA/
Minnesota Arts Jobs grant program the positions of more than 180 artists and arts professionals
were sustained in arts organizations and communities throughout the state.

Partnerships

The Arts Board expands its capacity and extends its reach by working collaboratively with other
agencies that share similar goals. The following are key partnerships that were in place in
FY 2010:

¥ Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund Framework
During the 2009 legislative session, the Minnesota Legislature directed the Minnesota
State Arts Board, the Minnesota Historical Society, and the Minnesota Humanities Center
to form a planning committee to develop...

...a ten-year plan and a 25-year framework for use of the funding that includes
goals and measurable outcomes and includes a vision for Minnesotans of what
arts, history, and cultural heritage will look like in 25 years. [They] shall report to
the legislature by January 15, 2010, on the results of the collaborative project.

[Minnesota 2009 session laws, chapter 172, article 4, section 8]

The three agencies formed a planning committee that included 13 representatives of
interested communities and organizations, as designated in law. With the help of WJS
Consulting Group, the planning committee conducted six listening sessions in Fergus Falls,
Hibbing, Marshall, Minneapolis, Rochester, and Saint Paul and solicited comments
through a dedicated Web site.

The three agencies delivered the plan to the legislature on January 15, 2010.

+ Cultural Heritage Tourism
The Minnesota State Arts Board continued to collaborate with Explore Minnesota
Tourism, the Minnesota Historical Society, and other state agencies to promote cultural
tourism throughout our state.

During FY 2010, the partners hosted a series of regional training sessions designed to share
best practices and develop partnerships among regional organizations to promote cultural
tourism. Workshops were held in Thief River Falls, Two Harbors, Saint Paul, New Ulm,
and Paynesville.
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Art of Recovery

For the sixth year, the Minnesota State Arts Board worked with the Minnesota
Department of Public Safety Office of Justice Programs to present Art of Recovery. This
annual arts exhibition helps create awareness for crime victims’ rights and resources
available to victims. It features art work by Minnesotans who have been victims of crime
and have used art as a means to respond, explore, express, or heal.

In the fall of 2009, the Art of
Recovery exhibition traveled

and was on display in Duluth

and Marshall.

Seventh Annual

Twenty-three individuals
were selected to participate in
Art of Recovery 2010. The
exhibition opened in April
and was on display in the Arts
Board gallery until June 30,
2010. Michael Campion, commissioner of the Minnesota Department of Public Safety,
participated in an opening event on April 16. Participating literary artists gave a public
reading on April 25, during the Saint Paul Art Crawl.

Poetry Out Loud

2010 was the fifth year that the Arts Board coordinated Poetry Out Loud in Minnesota.
Through Poetry Out Loud, high school students learn about great poetry through
memorization, performance, and competition.

Fifty Minnesota schools participated in Poefry Out Loudin 2010. Students who won
their school competitions advanced to one of nine regional contests. Eighteen students
went on to compete for the title of Minnesota's poetry recitation champion at the 2010
Poetry Out Loud state competition on Monday, March 8 at The Fitzgerald Theater in
Saint Paul. Six winners were selected from among the elghteen state contestants
Charles Collyard — Great River School,
Saint Paul (first place)
Jamee Snyder — Milaca High School,
Milaca (second place)
Thomas McPhee — Morris Area High
School, Morris (third place)
Andrew Troska — Centennial High
School, Circle Pines (fourth place)
Luke Smit — Wabasha-Kellogg High
School , Wabasha (fifth place)
Melanie Hill — Champlin Park High
School, Champlin (sixth place)

Representative Betty McCollum and Charles Collyard
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Charles Collyard went on to compete against fifty-two students for the national title in
Washington on April 25-27, 2010,

Poetry Out Loud is a national program, cosponsored by the National Endowment
for the Arts and The Poetry Foundation. Nationwide, hundreds of thousands of students
compete in Poetry Out Loud each year.

+ Percent for Art in Public Places
Under legislation enacted in 1984, up to one percent of the total appropriation may be
added to the construction budget of new or renovated state buildings to purchase or
commission works of art. The Percent for Art in Public Places program is under the
auspices of the Minnesota Department of Administration, but the program is managed by
the Arts Board through a delegation of authority.

Services

+ Professional development
One of the Arts Board’s strategic goals is that the arts thrive in Minnesota. One strategy
to help achieve that goal, is to ensure sufficient resources to sustain the arts and artists.
During fiscal year 2010, the Arts Board awarded two partnership grants to help provide
new resources for artists throughout the state.

The first grant, to Springboard for the Arts (a Twin Cities service organization that
connects artists with the skills, contacts, information and services they need to make a
living and a life) provided a rigorous series of professional development workshops in
every region of the state, and also will identify and train artists in each region that can be
locally-based Springboard for the Arts liaisons.

The second grant, to the Forum of Regional Arts Councils, was used to invite Creative
Capital, a New York-based professional development agency that supports the nations’
most innovative and adventurous artists through funding, counsel, and career
development services, to come to Minnesota and present a series of professional
development workshops. Workshops were held in Bemidji, Fergus Falls, Grand Rapids,
Little Falls, Minneapolis, Rochester, Saint Paul, and Willmar. Topics included: strategic
planning, fundraising, promotion, and Internet skills for artists.

+ Promoting accessibility
In 2007, the Minnesota State Arts Board received a $30,000 grant from the National
Endowment for the Arts (NEA) and the National Assembly of State Arts Agencies
(NASAA) to broaden accessibility in the arts throughout Minnesota.
The Arts Board implemented a two-phase project to help meet a need that has been
identified in our state—the need for trained audio describers, audio description
equipment, and LED captioning equipment—to make the arts more accessible to persons
with vision and hearing disabilities:

16]
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e Phase One included training audio describers in communities where a need for audio
description had been identified. These trainings took place in Duluth, Fergus Falls,
Minneapolis, and Rochester in fiscal year 2009.

e Phase Two was completed during fiscal year 2010. The Arts Board invited qualified
organizations to request partnership grants to purchase audio description and
captioning equipment to use in their own programming, and make available to
others. Four organizations were selected to receive funds to purchase audio
description equipment, and one organization was selected to receive funds to
purchase LED captioning equipment.

+ Technical assistance / outreach
The Arts Board offered workshops, information sessions, and one-on-one technical
assistance to help individuals and organizations take advantage of the grant programs and
services the board has to offer.

+ Statewide arts information
During FY 2010, the Arts Board continued to use electronic communication as the
centerpiece of its communications efforts. The Arts Board’s Web site
[http://www.arts.state.mn.us] is its principal communication tool. It is designed to be a
user-friendly, comprehensive source of information about the Arts Board and about the
arts, in general. The following is a summary of the information a visitor can find on the
site:
¢ Detailed information about each Arts Board grant program, and application forms

and instructions that can be downloaded

¢ A calendar of grant deadlines and grant review meetings

¢ Lists of grantees for the current year and previous years

¢ Detailed information about the state’s Percent for Art in Public Places program

¢ Online application forms and instructions; artists apply online to be included in the
Percent artist registry

¢ An interactive map of public art that the State of Minnesota has acquired through the
Percent for Art program with information about the artists and artworks

¢ The Arts in Education Roster of Teaching Artists

¢ An interactive state map that links visitors to each of the eleven regional arts councils

¢ Alist of links to Minnesota arts organizations’ Web sites

¢ Links to ADA information and resources

¢ Links to national and state arts research and policy information

¢ Facts about the importance of the arts in Minnesota

Funding from Minnesota’s new arts and cultural heritage fund allowed the Arts Board to
create new programs and new opportunities for constituents that the board hadn’t been
able to serve previously. To ensure that these constituents knew about the new
opportunities, the board used direct mail and outreach to human and social service
organizations, city and county administrators, tribal governments, and other nonprofit
organizations throughout the state.

Decisions that the Minnesota State Arts Board and Minnesota’s regional arts councils
make about how best to use funds entrusted to them will be grounded in the following
guiding principles:

Statewide approach — The needs and interests of the entire state will be considered
when determining how best to allocate funds.

Demographic and geographic fairness — Minnesotans of all types, and in every
community, will recognize and experience the tangible results of the arts and cultural
heritage fund.

Comprehensive — The full spectrum of arts providers and arts disciplines will be
considered when determining how best to serve Minnesotans with these funds.

Sustainable — Some arts activities are meant to be one-time or short term; others are
meant to exist and thrive over time. All are valuable and will be eligible for support.
In the latter case, funds will be allocated strategically so that the activity or
organization funded can be successful into the future, beyond the life of the arts and
cultural heritage fund. Funds also will be used to create a sustainable climate in which
artists can live and work.

Anticipatory and flexible — Decisions about how best to allocate the funds will be
reassessed on a regular basis and will adapt as needs and opportunities change.

Transparency and public involvement — Broad public input and engagement in
decision making will be vital to produce the outcomes that Minnesotans’ expect.

Accountability and stewardship — Public funds belong to Minnesotans. The Arts Board
and regional arts councils will use them in the most effective manner possible and will
routinely report the outcomes achieved through the uses of the funds.

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RULES CHANGES

The Minnesota State Arts Board did not propose any new rules, or make amendments to its
existing administrative rules (Minnesota Rules, chapter 1900) in fiscal year 2010.

COMPLAINTS / CONCERNS

In September 2009, an applicant appealed a decision the Arts Board had made in its American
Recovery and Reinvestment grant program. The organization’s application had been declared
ineligible because it did not provide all the required materials, outlined in the program
guidelines.

The Arts Board’s appeal process, outlined in Minnesota Rules chapter 1900.1110, states that
“There is no right of appeal for disputes of decision with respect to interpretation of review
criteria. An appeal may be made only if it is asserted that the board did not follow its policies
and procedures as provided by this chapter.”

The board considered the appeal at its October 2009 meeting. After careful consideration the
board denied the appeal because the applicant did not show sufficient cause for an appeal in that
it did not demonstrate how the board had failed to follow its policies and procedures.

In June 2010, an applicant appealed a decision that the Arts Board had made in its Arts Learning
grant program. The organization’s application had been declared ineligible, because it was not
submitted by or before the announced program deadline.

The Arts Board’s appeal process, outlined in Minnesota Rules chapter 1900.1110, states that
“There is no right of appeal for disputes of decision with respect to interpretation of review
criteria. An appeal may be made only if it is asserted that the board did not follow its policies
and procedures as provided by this chapter.”

The board had not, yet, considered the appeal by the end of the fiscal year; the matter was
carried over, to be resolved in fiscal year 2011.
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MINNESOTA STATE ARTS BOARD MEMBERS

State Arts Board. Board members represent the state’s eight congressional districts or the state at
large. The board meets bimonthly to establish policies, monitor agency programs, and act upon
grant recommendations.
