STATEl\lIENT OF OBJECTIVES: 

To develop trail connections between Minneapolis Shingle Creek Trail and Brooklyn Center. 

RESULTS: 

Paths have been connected at 53rd Avenue North between Shingle Creek Trail and the Brooklyn 
Center trails. A drinking fountain well, information kiosk, rest area, and planting were installed at 
51st Avenue North and Morgan avenue North. Various accessible pedestrian curb ramps at 
intersections, stop signs for bicyclists and path repairs were made along the length of Shingle 
Creek Trails. New accessible tables and grills were added to Webber Park with repaired and 
extended walkways. The edge of Webber Pond was lined with new sand. A pedestrian bridge 
and connecting accessible paths now link the Camden bridge to Shingle Creek Trails and the 
Camden Boat Launch. 

PROJECT RESULTS - USE AND DISSEMINATION: 

The trail and other site improvements have been in use now for 18 months. School children as 
well as the general public use the trails for educational purposes and walking, running, jogging, 
bicycling, picnicking, rollerblading, cross-country skiing and bird watching. Accessibility to the 
Mississippi River has been made at the Camden Bridge area where none existed. Erosion of 
former soil trails has been controlled.

5. Status: Project installation is 100% complete. 

6. Benefits: 
The improvements would provide barrier-free accessible site amenities, path 
connections, enhanced wildlife habitat, and subsequent viewing and educational 
opportunities while encouraging alternate forms of transportation and recreation. 
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V. futaluation: 
After trail improvements are completed, the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board will conduct 
user surveys to determine number of users, destinations and characteristics. The trail will also 
be included in any regional park survey that might be conducted by the Metropolitan Council. 

VI. Context· 

A. Existing paths lack proper connections to Brooklyn Center, awkward street crossings, 
inadequate signage, inaccessible picnic facilities, replacement trees and shrubs are 
needed. 

B. Trail improvements will connect and augment existing paths and site amenities. 

C. The most recent path and landscaping improvements were in 1978. Shingle Creek School 
is a participant and partial recipient of a $780,000 grant from the U.S. Department of 
Education in 1991 to develop an urban environmental education curriculum and utilize 
adjacent park land. Future LCMR funds may be requested for adjacent North Mississippi 
Regional Park.
