An approved 1593/94 flood control project with federal and
gity financing will provide approximately 4/5 of a mile of
trail ip Harrist Island Park beginning-at the Wabasha Straet
bridge and running upstream. The combinaticn of these two
projects will provide trail opportunitiee from Lilydale to
the Wabasha Street bridge in downtown Saint Paul, Future
proposals may Include expanding the trail system in the park,
providing a trail head, wetland restoration and specific
interpretive walks.
