. This project provided funds to acquire 155 acres of land in six state parks (Fort Snelling, Frontenac,
Moose Lake, Nerstrand, Sibley, and Whitewater). These were all critical private in-holdings within
state park boundaries.

This project also provided development funds for a municipal sewer connection at Banning State Park,
design funding for the new visitor center at Forestville- Mystery Cave State Park, and a portion of the
development cost for Itasca Suites at Itasca State Park, replacing the old Nicollet Court lodging.

The appropriation is also significant by
adding a much-needed sewage treatment solution to Banning State Park, and contributing
funding to important new buildings at Itasca State Park and Forestville-Mystery Cave State
Park. ' :
