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HIGHLIGHTS

TRUNK HIGHWAY FUND

NOTE A: Due to new accounting standards, beginning in fiscal year 2003 we were not able to recognize as revenue
the long term receivable for the federal share of advance construction (AC) project expenditures. By the end
of FY 2006 that figure is expected to be approximately $92 million. That amount was deducted from both the
federal aid agreement figure and the unreserved fund balance so that we can report the projected year-end
fund balance at the appropriate level.

NOTE B: State fund revenue took a huge leap in March, with revenue $33.4 million over forecast for the month. Other
Income, which includes money received for shared construction, local government advances, patrol fines,
sales of equipment, etc was $21.8 million over and Motor Fuel Tax revenue was $11.9 million over
estimates for March. Amounts over/(under) forecast, year to date are as listed below:
