Minn. § subd. 2 authorizes Hennepin County, by resolution, to make certain 
expenditures for increased library hours and youth activities and youth and amateur sports 
from excess revenues, if any, from the tax enacted for the new Twins ballpark. The 
same legislation also Hennepin County to make a report by January 15, 2009 and 
every two years describing any such uses of the money.

Report For 2009 and 2010 

The plans for both additional hours and youth and amateur sports are 
to be financially sustainable in order to ensure the stability and longevity of both 

programs. Since the 1.5 percent growth provided for in the legislation is not sufficient to 
cover reasonably anticipated increases in annual operating costs, the plans adopted by the 
Board use some of the funds for a reserve to assure that the programs are financially 
sustainable for at nine years.
