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Executive Summary

The Minnesota State Arts Board serves the Minnesota State Legislature and the public by supporting
a thriving, distinguished arts sector and arts participation for all Minnesotans. Through the arts and
cultural heritage fund and general fund appropriations to the Arts Board, the State of Minnesota
invests in the arts as an asset for all Minnesotans.

During fiscal year 2012, the State of Minnesota appropriated $29,673,000 to the Minnesota State
Arts Board, and the Arts Board’s total revenue was $30,716,598. The Arts Board provided block
grants to all eleven regional arts councils and awarded grants through Arts Board grant programs.

In fiscal year 2012, arts grants were distributed to nearly all Minnesota counties from the Minnesota
State Arts Board and the regional arts councils. The Arts Board and regional arts councils are
uniquely positioned to administer arts funding because this statewide system ensures that the
benefits of Minnesota’s arts investments reach broadly and fairly throughout the state.

The Arts Board and regional arts councils operate with transparent, public processes and utilize
skilled staff, board members, or volunteer advisory panel members with expertise in artistic
excellence, arts education, operations, and community engagement.

In fiscal year 2012, the Arts Board concentrated its grant programs in three core categories that align
with Minnesota Constitution priorities: arts and arts access, arts education, and arts and cultural
heritage. As a result, the Arts Board stimulated the creation, performance, and appreciation of the
arts across the state. This activity, in turn, supports many public goals and benefits such as
community building, educational achievement, and economic development.

This report reflects the Minnesota State Arts Board’s fiscal year 2012 strategic vision, grant making
activities, financial statements, and examples of grants awarded in each program. The report also
identifies the Arts Board members, advisory panel members, and agency staff who advanced the
work of the Arts Board this year.
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Arts: A Creative Asset for All Minnesotans

From Bemidji to Red Wing, Worthington to Grand Marais, and Minneapolis to Morris, the arts are
woven into the fabric of communities all across Minnesota. The arts inspire, enlighten, connect, and
challenge us, and the arts help Minnesota achieve many important public goals.

The arts strengthen Minnesota communities by bringing people together and bridging cultures. Arts
presenters and patrons generate economic activity. Arts experiences develop an innovative
workforce. Arts learning enhances the academic performance of children and engages older adults in
vital, creative activity. The arts in Minnesota bring visibility and acclaim to the state as a national
and international leader with renowned creative resources.

The arts have long been a creative asset for all Minnesotans. The Minnesota State Legislature
recognized the statewide importance of the arts when, in 1903, it established the state arts society,
the precursor to today’s Minnesota State Arts Board. The wide range of high quality learning,
viewing, and participatory arts opportunities available in small towns and big cities throughout
Minnesota has established a broad base of support from the public.

Public and legislative support of the arts across Minnesota can be seen in the passage of the 2008
clean water, land, and legacy amendment and in current legislative appropriations to the Minnesota
State Arts Board and the state’s network of regional arts councils.

The work of the Minnesota State Arts Board and the state’s eleven regional arts councils, based in
grant making authority provided by the legislature and in the confidence of a supportive public,
plays an important role in providing access to a variety of art forms and ensuring that those
opportunities are available to all Minnesotans regardless of their location, education, age, physical
ability, or socioeconomic status.

In fiscal year 2012, the Minnesota State Arts Board continued to build on its strong history of
supporting the arts as a creative asset for all Minnesotans.
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FY 2012 Year in Review

During fiscal year 2012, the State of Minnesota appropriated $29,673,000 to the Minnesota State
Arts Board. The following pages represent highlights of how these state funds were used to stimulate
and encourage the creation, performance, and appreciation of the arts across the state.

Arts and cultural heritage fund

In November 2008, Minnesotans passed the clean water, land, and legacy amendment to the
Minnesota Constitution. As a result, for a period of twenty-five years, 3/8 of
one percent of the state’s sales tax will be dedicated as follows: Vl !r
33 percent to a clean water fund, R
33 percent to an outdoor heritage fund,
14.25 percent to a parks and trails fund, and
19.75 percent to an arts and cultural heritage fund

For the two-year biennium from July 2011 through June 2013, the Minnesota CLEAN
State Legislature appropriated a significant portion of the arts and cultural WATER
heritage fund to the Minnesota State Arts Board and Minnesota’s eleven LAND &
regional arts councils. In keeping with the constitutional intent, the funds were =~ LEGACY
used to support arts and arts access, arts education, and arts and cultural AMENDMEN'
heritage throughout the state.

The Arts Board, under the leadership and direction of a statewide citizen board appointed by the
governor and approved by the senate, has approached the responsibility for sound stewardship and
conscientious fiscal management of arts and cultural heritage funds from the legacy amendment with
great attention to producing results for Minnesotans statewide. The Arts Board investment plan for
the arts and cultural heritage fund includes supplemental support for core grant programs and seven
new grant programs or services (established in 2009) that are designed to make more arts activities
available across the state, to provide activities that will engage Minnesotans who have had fewer
opportunities to participate in the arts, and to provide support to sustain Minnesota artists and arts
organizations.

The board’s grant making decisions are based on the public input, vision, guiding principles, goals,
strategies, and results outlined on the following pages.
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Grant making

The Minnesota State Arts Board’s grant programs are aligned with the priorities outlined in the
Minnesota Constitution. In fiscal year 2012, the Arts Board made grants in three key categories: arts
and arts access, arts education, and arts and cultural heritage.

+* Arts and arts access

Grants in this category advance the Arts Board’s goals to engage full participation in the arts
and ensure that the arts thrive in Minnesota. Artist Initiative provides project grants for
individual artists at all career stages, and Operating Support provides support for arts
producers and presenters, including established arts organizations, nonprofits that serve
artists, and arts learning organizations. Arts Tour Minnesota supports touring arts programs
throughout the state. Arts Access and Partners in Arts Participation support projects that
reduce barriers for underserved participants and broaden arts participation. Cultural
Community Partnership enhances the career development of artists of color by supporting
collaborative projects with other artists or organizations.

Elizabeth Abbott (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Artist Initiative grant to complete a
memoir about her experience as a female Army reservist serving in Iraq and training Iraqi
soldiers and to offer writing workshops at her local VFW and the Minnesota Veterans
Hospital.

Paul Lambrecht (Lanesboro) received a FY 2012 Artist Initiative grant to create a carved
wood sculpture for the new National Trout Learning Center in Preston.

Craig Carnahan (Saint Louis Park) received a FY 2012 Artist Initiative grant to compose a
music-theater work based on the poetry and writings of Walt Whitman and to use this to
market his work to opera companies and music festivals.

Guillermo Cuellar (Shafer) received a FY 2012 Artist Initiative grant to build a propane-fired
soda glaze kiln, new burners, and kiln shelves and to exhibit new work in soda glaze.

Heid Erdrich (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Artist Initiative grant to collaborate with
Ojibwe filmmakers on video poems to be screened in the metro area and in greater
Minnesota, to renew her performance skills, and to give a public reading in rural Minnesota
and offer a weekend workshop to an indigenous writers group at the Loft Literary Center.
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Vance Gellert (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012
Artist Initiative grant to produce a photographic
exhibition about the 35W bridge collapse, develop a
related book of photographs, and exhibit his photos
at the Minnesota History Center and in other
Minnesota locations as part of the fifth anniversary
commemoration.

Cantus (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Arts Tour
Minnesota grant to perform its inspirational
program, On the Shoulders of Giants, to the
Marshall and Willmar communities and provide
forums on working as a collaborative ensemble.

Duluth Superior Symphony Orchestra (Duluth)
received a FY 2012 Arts Tour Minnesota grant to
widen the net of symphonic listeners by touring
symphonic programs to the communities of Two
Harbors, Cloquet, Virginia, and Hibbing.

James Sewell Ballet (Minneapolis) received a
FY 2012 Arts Tour Minnesota grant to bring its
Le Dance Off 2: Dance North America tour and
residency activities to participants in Grand
Rapids, Red Wing, and Detroit Lakes.

VocalEssence (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012
Arts Access grant to bring Choral Pathways to
five assisted living sites in the Twin Cities,
providing quality arts programming for older
adults who have little access, and transporting
participants to concerts in the 2012-2013 season.

Minnetonka Center for the Arts (Wayzata) received a FY 2012 Arts Access grant to remove
barriers and provide high-quality art instruction through ten community partnerships for an
estimated 500 at-risk children or youth and 500 senior or challenged adults.

New York Mills Regional Cultural Center (New York Mills) received a FY 2012 Arts Access
grant to provide free and accessible performing arts and arts learning projects to 3,000 low-
income residents of rural Minnesota, through the East Otter Tail County Fair and the
Wadena County Fair, in July of 2012.

ArtOrg (Northfield) received a FY 2012 Arts Access grant to travel to fifteen Latino
community venues across Minnesota and partner with Latino artists to engage approximately
2,500 kids and adults to create prints using a small steamroller.
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The Reif Center (Grand Rapids), American Composers Forum (Saint Paul), Ragamala Dance
(Minneapolis), Sheldon Theatre (Red Wing), North House Folk School (Grand Marais), A
Center for the Arts (Fergus Falls), Rourke Art Gallery Museum (Moorhead), and Mankato
Symphony Orchestra Association (Mankato) are just a few of the organizations that received
Operating Support grants in FY 2012.

Big Brothers Big Sisters of the Greater Twin Cities (Saint Paul) received a FY 2012 Partners in
Arts Participation grant to collaborate with Harmony Theatre Company and School to
develop three acting workshops for youth and their adult mentors.

Duluth Area Family YMCA (Duluth) received a FY 2012 Partners in Arts Participation grant
to collaborate with the Duluth Superior Symphony Orchestra to present a new Orff-
Schulwerk program, Sing, Say, Dance, Play!, for students enrolled in out-of-school time
programming.

Lake Region Healthcare Cancer
Care and Research Center
(Fergus Falls) received a

FY 2012 Partners in Arts
Participation grant for the
Healing Through the Arts
Initiative, which inspires
creative methods of coping
with illness by removing
barriers and increasing
opportunities for people with
cancer to participate in the
arts.

RESOURCE, Inc. (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Partners in Arts Participation grant to
initiate a program for welfare mothers attending parenting classes to learn to intellectually
stimulate their children and prepare for work and family stabilization.

Lourdes Cue (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Cultural Community Partnership grant to
work with Franconia Sculpture Park to create an environmental earthwork exploring the
theme of migration through an intercultural dialogue with the land.

Papa Diop (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Cultural Community Partnership grant to teach
Saabar and Djembe drumming to support community strength and health for adults and
youth in the low income housing program of the Emerge Village.

Marciano Silva dos Santos (Shoreview) received a FY 2012 Cultural Community Partnership
grant to work with Timothy Bery to create a contemporary Afro-Brazilian dance solo and
original percussion composition and to perform the work at the Ritz Theater in Minneapolis.
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+ Arts education
Grants in this category invest in lifelong learning in the arts. Arts Learning supports projects
that build understanding of and skills in the arts for lifelong learners, and Community Arts
Schools and Conservatories supports organizations that make arts education more accessible
to Minnesotans of all ages and artistic abilities.

Clear Waters Life Center (Clearbrook) received a FY 2012 Arts Learning grant to develop
Create It! Community Art Studios that feature three specialized studios with art teachers and
art mentors every Monday and an open studio the rest of the week.

Saint Paul Parks and Recreation (Saint Paul) received a FY 2012 Arts Learning grant for the
Community Youth Arts Project, which engages 1,560 at-risk youth in arts learning
opportunities at eighteen recreation centers during out-of-school time hours.

Kevin Strauss (Rochester) received a FY 2012 Arts Learning grant for the Rural Storytelling
Academy, which offers live and online storytelling workshops and a new online library of
video stories to help participants develop their storytelling skills.

The Headwaters School of Music and Arts (Bemidji), Center for Irish Music (Saint Paul), and
Itasca Orchestra and Strings Program (Grand Rapids) received Community Arts Schools and
Conservatories grants in FY 2012.
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+ Arts and cultural heritage
Grants in this category build bridges between Minnesotans of all backgrounds. Folk and
Traditional Arts celebrates the artists and art work of diverse racial, ethnic, and cultural
traditions. Minnesota Festival Support encourages community building and showcases artists
from all arts traditions.

Ka Joog (Minneapolis) received a FY 2012 Folk and
Traditional Arts grant to work with The Cedar and
with local Somali-run organizations, and engage local,
national, and international Somali artists to create,
teach, present, and document the Somali oral traditions
of poetry, storytelling, and music.

Minnesota Discovery Center (Chisholm) received a
FY 2012 Folk and Traditional Arts grant to present an
exhibition with the Range Fiber Arts Guild on the rug
weaving process, weaving's influence on regional art,
and its significance to regional history and culture.

Douglas Limén (White Bear Lake) received a FY 2012
Folk and Traditional Arts grant for the Bandolier Bag
Project, which revitalizes an endangered Native
American tradition by bringing family and community
together to carry on the tradition of the bandolier bag
with appliqué and loom beadwork.

Lady Slipper Scenic Byway (Blackduck) received a FY 2012 Minnesota Festival Support grant
for the Lady Slipper Festival, which celebrates Minnesota's state flower, the Showy Lady
Slipper. Held in the city of Blackduck and on the Leech Lake Reservation, the festival features
art, music, and information about the flower and the scenic byway along which it grows.

CulturFest (Owatonna) received a FY 2012 Minnesota Festival Support grant for an
interdisciplinary arts festival that celebrates the cultural diversity of the Owatonna area
through music, dance, and folk art performances and demonstrations.

Twin Cities Jazz Festival (Saint Paul) received a FY 2012 Minnesota Festival Support grant to
showcase 250 Minnesota jazz artists and 100 youth, high school, and college performers in
downtown Saint Paul’s Mears Park in June.
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Regional arts councils

The Minnesota State Arts Board acts as fiscal agent for Minnesota’s eleven regional arts councils.
Together, the board and regional arts councils serve each of the state’s eighty-seven counties.
Minnesota’s two-tiered structure for providing programs and services for the arts is a model that
other states and other agencies in the public sector have emulated.

During fiscal year 2012, $8,544,600 was awarded to the eleven regional arts councils in the form of
block grants. Regional arts councils design and provide services specifically tailored to meet the
needs of their geographic regions.

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Partnerships

The Arts Board expands its capacity and extends its reach by working collaboratively with other
agencies and organizations that share similar goals. The following are key partnerships that were in
place during fiscal year 2012.

Poetry Out Loud

2012 was the seventh year that the Arts Board coordinated Poetry Out Loud in Minnesota.

Through Poetry Out Loud, high school students learn about great poetry through
memorization, recitation, performance, and competition.

Fifty Minnesota schools participated in Poetry Out Loud in 2012. Students who won their
school competitions advanced to one of nine regional contests. Eighteen students, two from
each region, went on to compete for the title of Minnesota's poetry recitation champion at
the 2012 Poetry Out Loud state competition on Monday, March 19 at the Fitzgerald Theater

in Saint Paul. Six winners were selected from among the eighteen state contestants:

Poetry Out Loud is a
national program
cosponsored by the
National Endowment for
the Arts and The Poetry
Foundation. In 2012,
365,000 students
representing all 50 states
and several territories
competed in Poetry Out
Loud.

Art of Recovery

In 2012, the Arts Board and the Minnesota Office of Justice Programs cosponsored the
eighth annual Art of Recovery, an exhibition of visual and literary art that commemorates

Minnesota Crime Victims’ Rights Week. This exhibition helps raise awareness and
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understanding about crime victims, survivors, and their rights. It features work by
Minnesotans who have been victims of crime and have used art as a means to respond,
explore, express, and heal.

The Art of Recovery exhibition was displayed at the Arts Board office from April to June
2012 before touring to Rochester Community and Technical College and St. Cloud State
University.

+ Percent for Art in Public Places
Under legislation enacted in 1984, up to one percent of the total appropriation may be
added to the construction budget of new or renovated state buildings to purchase or
commission works of art. The Percent for Art in Public Places program is under the auspices
of the Minnesota Department of Administration, but the program is managed by the Arts
Board through a delegation of authority.

Services and professional development

One of the Arts Board’s strategic goals is that the arts thrive in Minnesota. Strategies to help achieve
that goal include ensuring sufficient resources to sustain the arts and artists, promoting accessibility to
the arts, providing technical assistance, and communicating arts opportunities.

+ Arts and Aging Minnesota Professional Development Initiative
Recognizing the rapid growth of the -
senior population and the
opportunity to produce vital,
creative opportunities for seniors, the
Minnesota State Arts Board made a
fiscal year 2012 grant to ARTSAGE
(formerly the Minnesota Creative
Arts and Aging Network) to produce
a professional development
curriculum to raise the capacity of
artists and arts organizations to serve
this rapidly growing demographic
group.

The Arts and Aging Minnesota Professional Development Initiative is a “train the trainer”
program for a group of sixty Minnesota professional teaching artists and/or arts
administrators. Participants attend a three-day conference with local and national experts in
aging and arts education and work with mentors over a period of months.

This is the first time that a comprehensive training of this type is being offered in Minnesota
or even in the Midwest. This initiative will enable artists and arts organizations to learn from
experts in the arts and aging field and develop teaching skills to help older adults lead vital,
creative lives.
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+ Conference sponsorship
The Arts Board provided support to enable twelve greater Minnesota museum professionals
to attend the American Association of Museums annual meeting in the Twin Cities from April
29 to May 2, 2012. The Arts Board provided support to enable ten Minnesota choral leaders
to attend Chorus America’s annual conference in June 2012 in Minnesota.

+ Technical assistance / outreach
The Arts Board offered information sessions and one-on-one technical assistance to help
individuals and arts organizations take advantage of the grant programs and services the
board has to offer.

Statewide arts information
The Arts Board continued to use electronic communication as the centerpiece of its
communications efforts. The Arts Board’s Web site (arts.state.mn.us) is its principal
communication tool. The site is designed to be a user-friendly, comprehensive source of
information about the Arts Board and about the arts in general.

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Guiding principles

Decisions that the Minnesota State Arts Board and Minnesota’s regional arts councils make about
how best to use funds entrusted to them will be grounded in the following guiding principles:

Statewide approach — The needs and interests of the entire state will be considered when
determining how best to allocate funds.

Demographic and geographic fairness — Minnesotans of all types, and in every
community, will recognize and experience the tangible results of the arts and cultural
heritage fund.

Comprehensive — The full spectrum of arts providers and arts disciplines will be
considered when determining how best to serve Minnesotans with these funds.

Sustainable — Some arts activities are meant to be one-time or short term; others are
meant to exist and thrive over time. All are valuable and will be eligible for support. In
the latter case, funds will be allocated strategically so that the activity or organization
funded can be successful into the future, beyond the life of the arts and cultural heritage
fund. Funds also will be used to create a sustainable climate in which artists can live and
work.

Anticipatory and flexible — Decisions about how best to allocate the funds will be
reassessed on a regular basis and will adapt as needs and opportunities change.

Transparency and public involvement — Broad public input and engagement in decision
making will be vital to produce the outcomes that Minnesotans expect.

Accountability and stewardship — Public funds belong to Minnesotans. The Arts Board
and regional arts councils will use them in the most effective manner possible and will
routinely report the outcomes achieved through the uses of the funds.

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Rules Changes

The Minnesota State Arts Board did not propose any new rules, or make amendments to its existing
administrative rules (Minnesota Rules, chapter 1900) in fiscal year 2012.

Complaints / Concerns

The Arts Board’s appeals process is published in Minnesota Rules, chapter 1900, section 1110. The
process states, “ There is no right of appeal for disputes of decisions with respect to interpretation of
review criteria. An appeal may be made only if it is asserted that the board did not follow its
policies and procedures as provided by this chapter.”

In fiscal year 2012, the Minnesota State Arts Board received three appeals regarding decisions it had
made in its grant programs. The board denied each of the appeals. In two cases, applicants
continued to dispute the board’s decision and the matters had not been resolved at fiscal year end.

¢ Ordway Center for the Performing Arts, Saint Paul
Submitted a letter of appeal to the Minnesota State Arts Board on November 30, 2011,
because it had been deemed ineligible to apply for a FY 2012 Arts Learning grant.

The board considered the appeal at its December 7, 2011, meeting. The organization had
been declared ineligible because it had an overdue final report on the date of the Arts
Learning grant application deadline. Program guidelines state that organizations or
individuals with outstanding reports are not eligible to apply.

The board determined that the applicant did not show sufficient cause for an appeal and
denied the appeal.

¢ Minnesota Museum of American Art, Saint Paul
Submitted a letter of appeal to the Minnesota State Arts Board on May 11, 2012, because it
had been deemed ineligible to receive funding from the FY 2013 Operating Support grant
program.

The board considered the appeal at its June 6, 2012, meeting. The organization had been
declared ineligible because it had failed to submit required application materials by the
application deadline. Program guidelines state that late applications are not accepted. The
board determined that the applicant did not show sufficient cause for an appeal and denied
the appeal.

The applicant continued to dispute the board’s decision; the matter had not been resolved at
fiscal year end.
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¢ Hennepin Theatre Trust, Minneapolis
Submitted a letter of appeal to the Minnesota State Arts Board on May 14, 2012, because it
had been deemed ineligible to receive funding from the FY 2013 Operating Support grant
program.

The board considered the appeal at its June 6, 2012, meeting. The organization had been
declared ineligible because it had failed to submit required application materials by the
application deadline. Program guidelines state that late applications are not accepted. The
board determined that the applicant did not show sufficient cause for an appeal and denied
the appeal.

The applicant continued to dispute the board’s decision; the matter had not been resolved at
fiscal year end.
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Minnesota State Arts Board Members
