The State of Minnesota, Office of Aeronautics, Navigation Systems Section has installed Automated Weather
Observation Systems (AWOS) at the locations listed above. The equipment, installation, and maintenance of state-
owned systems is funded entirely by this office.

From an optimum location on the airport, the AWOS measures and reports wind direction and speed, visibility, sky
condition, temperature, dew point, type of precipitation, lightning strikes and barometric pressure which is
converted into an altimeter setting. Current weather information can be obtained by telephoning the AWOS site. A
computer generated voice relays up-to-the-minute observations.

The AWOS data is visually displayed on a remote computer monitor at the airport, and is simultaneously broadcast
over the local radio navigation aid or a VHF transmitter for in-flight use. Data is gathered in 20-minute intervals from
each AWOS site (ASOS data is gathered hourly with specials) and distributed nationally over an FAA NADIN computer
network, allowing these reports to become available through computer weather systems such as MnWAS.

Where installed, the AWOS or ASOS is an official weather reporting source, and is approved without restriction for
FAR Part 121 and 135 operations. If you have any questions regarding the AWOS, please contact Bob Milton at

Hot Spots

The FAA has turned a spotlight on runway incursions. Any time an
aircraft, person or vehicle gets into the active runway environment
without clearance, there is the possibility of a collision and loss of life.
The FAA has been collecting and analyzing data on runway incursions at
tower-controlled airports. When they identify areas on an airport
where there have been runway incursions or where pilots and vehicle
operators have gotten disoriented, those spots are identified as "Hot
Spots."

The most current information on hot spots can be found in FAA
publications on the airport diagrams in the approach plates and in the
back of the Airport Facility Directory.

Runway incursions occur at non-towered airports and they are just as
dangerous. There is no data for non-towered airports, but we can
apply some of what we have learned about towered airports at
non-towered fields. Runway incursions are more common at complex
intersections where more than two runways or taxiways intersect.
Beware of obstructed intersections where the pilot cannot see the
entire length of the runway they are entering or crossing. Be cautious
when operating at airports with parallel runways.

At both tower-controlled and non-towered airports one of the best
tools for fighting runway incursions is to use an airport diagram. The
airport diagrams in this directory cover all of the Minnesota public
airports. This information was current when we went to press, and as
we become aware of changes we update the diagrams on our website
at: www.mndot.gov/aero.

For airports outside of Minnesota, many airport diagrams can be found
in the Airport Facility Directory or the Instrument Approach Procedures.
Airport diagrams for these airports and many more can also be found
on the Internet. We cannot guarantee the accuracy of the information
found on this or any other website outside of our control.

Due to an abundance of water, water-scooping aircraft and bucket equipped
helicopters are effective initial fire attack tools in our state. When vegetation is dry,
the wildfire agencies contract with primarily Minnesota-based vendors for various
make and model helicopters, air tankers, aerial supervision platforms and detection
planes to augment the handful of government aircraft dedicated to wildfire
missions. This fleet can be reinforced by the MN Army National Guard, State Patrol
and wildfire partner aircraft from other parts of the United States and Canada.
Aircraft allow agencies to reduce the potential for loss of life, property and natural
resources and are used for tasks such as locating fires, dropping water or retardants,
delivering firefighters and supplies, mapping, reconnaissance, intelligence gathering,
medical evacuations, and arsonist apprehension.

On average Minnesota wildfire agencies respond to more than 1,900 wildfires per
year that burn more than 51,000 acres. Please be sure to give wildfires a wide berth;
the chances are high that within the smoke filled air, suppression aircraft are
engaged in the fight.

Excerpt from FDC Notice: FDC 2/5167 Special Notice VFR
Operations in the United States

In the interest of National Security and to the extent practicable,
pilots are advised to avoid the airspace above, or in proximity to,
sites such as nuclear power plants, dams, refineries, industrial
complexes, and other similar facilities. Pilots should not circle as
to loiter in the vicinity of such facilities.

Seaplane pilots should check for dams and power plants in
proximity to the waters where they intend to operate.



SEAPLANE OPERATIONS

1. State of Minnesota

A. Minnesota Rules 8800.2600 Compliance with Marine Traffic Rules: All seaplanes must
comply with marine traffic rules to the extent that such rules do not interfere with the safe
operations of aircraft.

B. Minnesota Rules 8800.2700 Approaches and Takeoffs: All approaches to and takeoffs from
the water area shall be made in such a manner as to clear all structures on the land by at least
100 feet, and wherever the area of the body of water will permit, such landing and takeoffs shall
be made at a distance of not less than 300 feet, both laterally and vertically, from any boat or
person on the surface of the water, or as near to 300 feet as the area of the water will permit.

C. Seven-County Metro Area Operations: Department of Transportation, Office of Aeronautics
Minnesota Rules 8800.2800; Seaplane operations are permitted only on the following public
waters within the seven-county metro area.

8800.2800 Subp. 3. Prohibited operations. Seaplane operations are prohibited on all public
waters within the seven-county metro area not listed in subpart 2; also see subpart 5.

DNR-Migratory Waterfowl Sanctuary Order Number 30

It has been determined in the best interests of proper game management to have waters set
aside for migratory waterfowl feeding and resting areas. Therefore, the Department of Natural
Resources prescribes the following regulations relating thereto:

Waterfowl Hunting Regulations
Motors prohibited on migratory waterfowl feeding and resting areas.

Annually a list of waters is designated by Commissioner's Order and by posting as migratory
waterfowl feeding and resting areas during the open waterfowl season. No persons other than
agents of the Commissioner in the performance of their duties may use any kind of motor
propelled watercraft or aircraft on the listed waters during the open migratory waterfowl season.

Sanctuary Order Number 30, call the Department of Natural Resources at 651-296-6517 or 888-
646-6367.

2. Federal

A. Regulations regarding flights over charted National Park Service Areas, U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service areas, and U.S. Forest Service Areas.

The landing of aircraft is prohibited on lands or waters administered by the National Park
Service, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, or the U.S. Forest Service without authorization from
the respective agency. Exceptions include 1) when forced to land due to an emergency beyond
the control of the operator, 2) at officially designated landing sites, and 3) on approved official
business of the United States Government.

All aircraft are requested to maintain a minimum altitude of 2000 feet above the terrain of the
following: National Parks, Monuments, Seashores, Lakeshores, Recreation Areas and Scenic
Riverways administered by the National Park Service, National Wildlife Refuges, Big Game
Refuges, Game Ranges, and Wildlife Ranges administered by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service,
and Wilderness and Primitive Areas administered by the U.S. Forest Service.

Invasive Species Alert for Seaplane Pilots

Seaplane pilots are asked to be aware of the presence of invasive and exotic species in many
bodies of water within and adjacent to the State of Minnesota. These include: Eurasian water
milfoil, zebra mussels, and the spiny water flea to name a few. The Department of Natural
Resources appreciates any efforts seaplane pilots can provide in preventing the spread of these
damaging species. Pilots can help prevent the spread of these species via seaplanes by scrub-
bing the hull of the plane or floats while still in the water of the infected lake, especially impor-
tant if the aircraft has been moored on an infested lake for more than a few hours. The removal
of water from float compartments prior to departure is encouraged to further limit the possibility
of transporting these species which could infect other bodies of water. If possible, just prior to
takeoff raise and lower your water rudders a number of times to help clear any aquatic hitchhik-
ers. After takeoff at a safe altitude, if conditions permit, raise and lower your water rudders a
number of times while still over the waters that you departed to clear aquatic plants from the
water rudders and cables.

For the most current and complete list of lakes that harbor invasive species and how to do your
part to prevent transporting them by seaplane, please visit the Minnesota Department of Natural
Resources website at www.dnr.state.mn.us/invasives/index.html for guidance. Remember, it is
against Minnesota law to transport aquatic species from one body of water to another.
