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About the Cover:

The Mayowood Bridge was closed on December 26, 2006 after structural deterioration was detected. The original 142-
foot long bridge was built in 1934 by Dr. Charles H. Mayo. It featured stone work along a two lane roadway leading to
Mayowood Road. The original bridge was torn down so the County could make necessary upgrades.

On November 21, 2014 the bridge finally reopened to carry traffic and pedestrians over the South Fork of the Zumbro
River.

The new rehabilitated Mayowood Bridge expanded the structure to the downstream side, providing a two-lane road-
way, with 4-foot shoulders and a walking path on one side.

About 590,000 lbs of steel, 3,000 tons of concrete, and 11,000 worker hours went into the rehabilitation project.
Workers also repaired the dam underneath the bridge which provides the foundation for the structure.

The project cost $3.5 million dollars and took 8 years to complete. Funds for the project were secured from several
sources including; Bridge Bonding, 2010 State Flooding Bonding, and local funds

Mission Statement:

Program Goals:

The goals of the state-aid program are to provide users of secondary highways and streets with:
e Safe highways and streets;
¢ Adequate mobility and structural capacity on highways and streets; and
e An integrated transportation network.

Key Program Concepts:

Highways and streets of community interest are those highways and streets that function as an
integrated network and provide more than only local access. Secondary highways and streets
are those routes of community interest that are not on the Trunk Highway system.

A community interest highway or street may be selected for the state-aid system if it:

A. Is projected to carry a relatively heavier traffic volume or is functionally classified
as collector or arterial

B. Connects towns, communities, shipping points, and markets within a county or in
adjacent counties; provides access to rural churches, schools, community meeting halls,
industrial areas, state institutions, and recreational areas; serves as a principal rural mail
route and school bus route; or connects the points of major traffic interest, parks,
parkways, or recreational areas within an urban municipality.

C. Provides an integrated and coordinated highway and street system affording, within
practical limits, a state-aid highway network consistent with projected traffic demands.

The function of a road may change over time requiring periodic revisions to the state-
aid highway and street network.

State-aid funds are the funds collected by the state according to the constitution and law,
distributed from the Highway Users Tax Distribution Fund, apportioned among the counties
and cities, and used by the counties and cities for aid in the construction, improvement and
maintenance of county state-aid highways and municipal state-aid streets.

The Needs component of the distribution formula estimates the relative cost to build county
highways or build and maintain city streets designated as state-aid routes.

The following information is presented as historical data for the 58 years of county state

aid distribution and preliminary data for the 59th year.

Since 1958, the first year of state aid apportionment, county state aid mileage has
increased more than 1,738 miles of which almost 1,222 miles can be attributed to the
turnback law which was enacted in 1965. Since 1958 needs have increased
substantially due to revised design standards, increasing traffic and ever rising

construction costs.

The distribution for 2017 is estimated to be approximately $560 million. The actual
distribution which will be made by the Commissioner in January will reflect any

additional change in income to the County State Aid Highway Fund.

Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 162.07, Subdivision 3 and 4 requires that a two-mill levy on each rural
county, and a one and two-tenths mill levy on each urban county be computed and subtracted from
such county's total estimated construction cost.

The 1971 Legislature amended Laws pertaining to taxation and assessment of property valuations.
Previously, the term "full and true" (1/3 of market value) was interpreted to mean Taxable Value. The
1971 Legislature deleted the term "full and true" and inserted "market" value where applicable. Also, all
adjustments made to market value to arrive at the full and true value were negated. The result of this
change in legislation was an increase in Taxable Value by approximately 300%.

To obviate any conflict, the 1971 Legislature enacted the following:

Chapter 273.1102 RATE OF TAXATION, TERMINOLOGY OF LAWS OF

CHARTERS. The rate of taxation by any political subdivision or of the public
corporation for any purpose for which any law or charter now provides a
maximum tax rate expressed in mills times the assessed value times the full and
true value of taxable property (except any value determined by the state
equalization aid review committee) shall not exceed 33 1/3 percent of such
maximum tax rate until and unless such law or charter is amended to provide a
different maximum tax rate. (1971 C 427 S 24)

We have therefore, reduced the mill rate by the required 33 1/3% to equal a 0.6667 mill levy for rural
counties and a 0.4000 mill levy of urban counties.

THE 1985 LEGISLATURE REVISED THE DEFINITION OF URBAN COUNTIES FROM

THOSE HAVING A POPULATION OF 200,000 OR MORE TO THOSE HAVING A

POPULATION OF 175,000 OR MORE. THIS LEGISLATION GIVES URBAN COUNTY

STATUS TO ANOKA AND DAKOTA COUNTIES IN ADDITION TO HENNEPIN, RAMSEY AND ST.
LOUIS WHICH WERE CONSIDERED URBAN COUNTIES PRIOR TO 1985.

Action at the 1989 Legislative session resulted in the elimination of references to "Mill Rates". In order
to continue the Mill Levy Deduction procedure the Legislature enacted the following:

Chapter 277, Article 4 MILL RATE Conversions, Section 12 & 13 converts Mill Rate
Levy limits based on the old assessed value system to an equivalent percentage
of taxable market value limit in order to conform with the new tax capacity
system.

(Rural counties - 0.01596%, Urban counties - 0.00967%)

The following listed figures comply with the above requirements of computation.

The enactment of the “Homestead Exclusion” (MS 273.13, subd. 35) by the 2011 Legislature will be
effective for the CSAH distribution in 2013. The effect will be to reduce the taxable market values
provided to you be the Dept. of Revenue to compute the mill levy deduction and thus the mill levy
deduction itself from what they would have otherwise been before the enactment of the homestead
exclusion. The reduction will be relatively greater in those largely rural counties with lower home
values than it will be for the urbanized counties with higher home values.

Minimum County Apportionments

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 162.07, Subdivision 1b

An amount equal to 50 percent of the apportionment sum shall be apportioned
among the several counties so that each county shall receive of such amount the
percentage that its money needs bears to the sum of the money needs of all of the
individual counties; provided, that the percentage of such amount that each county is
to receive shall be adjusted so that each county shall receive in 1958 a total
apportionment at least 10 percent greater than the total 1956 apportionments from
the State Road and Bridge Fund; and provided further, that those counties whose
money needs are thus adjusted shall never receive a percentage of the
apportionment sum less than the percentage that such county received in 1958.

In complying with this statute and resolution, the below listed counties whose money needs
were thus adjusted shall henceforth receive not less than the percentage of the apportionment
sum as listed until such time as the statute or resolution is changed.

Criteria Necessary For County State Aid Highway Designation
Fall 2016

In the past, there has been considerable speculation as to which requirements a road must meet in order
to qualify for designation as a County State Aid Highway. The following section of the Minnesota
Department of Transportation Rules which was updated in July, 1991, definitely sets forth what criteria
are necessary.

Portion of Minnesota Rules For State Aid Operations
State Aid Routes shall be selected on the basis of the following criteria:
Subp. 2. A county state-aid highway may be selected if it:
(A) is projected to carry a relatively heavier traffic volume or is functionally classified as

collector or arterial as identified on the county's functional classification plans as
approved by the county board;

(B) connects towns, communities, shipping points, and markets within a county or in
adjacent counties; provides access to rural churches, schools, community meeting
halls, industrial areas, state institutions, and recreational areas; or serves as
principal rural mail route and school bus route; and

(C) provides an integrated and coordinated highway system affording, within practical
limits, a state-aid highway network consistent with projected traffic demands.

Legislation passed in 2009 amended Minnesota Statutes 1986, section 162.06, subdivision
5, to read as follows:

Subd. 5. (STATE PARK ROAD ACCOUNT.) After deducting for administrative costs
and for the disaster account and research account as heretofore provided from the
remainder of the total sum provided for in subdivision 1, there shall be deducted a sum
equal to the three-quarters of one percent of the remainder. The sum so deducted shall
be set aside in a separate account and shall be used for (1) the establishment, location,
relocation, construction, reconstruction, and improvement of those roads included in the
county state-aid highway system under Minnesota Statutes 1961, section 162.02,
subdivision 6 which border and provide substantial access to an outdoor recreation unit
as defined in section 86A.04 or which provide access to the headquarters of or the
principal parking lot located within such a unit, and (2) the reconstruction, improvement,
repair, and maintenance of county roads, city streets, and town roads that provide
access to public lakes, rivers, state parks, and state campgrounds. Roads described in
clause (2) are not required to meet county state-aid highway standards. At the request
of the commissioner of natural resources the counties wherein such roads are located
shall do such work as requested in the same manner as on any county state-aid
highway and shall be reimbursed for such construction, reconstruction or improvements
from the amount set aside by this subdivision. Before requesting a county to do work
on a county state-aid highway as provided in this subdivision, the commissioner of
natural resources must obtain approval for the project from the county state-aid
screening board. The screening board, before giving its approval, must obtain a written
comment on the project from the county engineer of the county requested to undertake
the project. Before requesting a county to do work on a county road, city street, or a
town road that provides access to a public lake, a river, a state park, or a state
campground, the commissioner of natural resources shall obtain a written comment on
the project from the county engineer of the county requested to undertake the project.
Any balance of the amount so set aside, at the end of each year shall be transferred to
the county state-aid highway fund.

Under Minnesota Statute, 162.08, Subd. 9, it allows the use of State Aid bond money to be used for the
construction of maintenance facilities.

State Aid Rules 8820.1500, Subp. 11. County or municipal bond account. With regard to a county or municipal bond
account, a county or urban municipality that resolves to issue bonds payable from the appropriate state-aid fund in accordance
with law for the purpose of establishing, locating, relocating, constructing, reconstructing, or improving state-aid streets or
highways and, for a county only, constructing buildings and other facilities for maintaining a county state-aid highway under its
jurisdiction, shall certify to the commissioner within 30 days following issuance of the bond, the amount of the total obligation and
the amount of principal and interest that will be required annually to liquidate the bonded debt. The commissioner shall set up a
bond account, itemizing the total amount of principal and interest involved and shall annually certify to the commissioner of
finance the amount needed from the appropriate state-aid construction fund to pay the principal due on the obligation, and the
amount needed from the appropriate state-aid maintenance fund to pay the current interest. The total maximum annual
repayment of funds loaned from the transportation revolving loan fund and state-aid bond funds that may be paid with state-aid
funds is limited to 50 percent of the amount of the county's or urban municipality's last annual construction allotment preceding
the bond issue. Proceeds from bond sales are to be expended only on approved state-aid projects and for items determined to
be eligible for state-aid reimbursement. A county or urban municipality that intends to expend bond funds on a specific state-aid
project shall notify the commissioner of this intent without delay upon awarding a contract or executing a force account
agreement. Upon completion of each such project, a statement of final construction costs must be furnished to the commissioner
by the county or the urban municipality. Counties may only fund the portion of maintenance buildings and structures
related to state-aid transportation maintenance operations. If a building or structure or any portion of it is used for other
than state-aid maintenance purposes during its useful life, the commissioner may determine an amount the county shall pay
back to the county's maintenance account.

State Aid Rules 8820.1800 TRANSFER FOR HARDSHIP CONDITION OR LOCAL OTHER USE.

Subpart 1. Hardship. When the county board or governing body of an urban municipality desires
to use a part of its state-aid allocation off an approved state-aid system, it shall certify to the
commissioner that it is experiencing a hardship condition in regard to financing its local roads or
streets while holding its current road and bridge levy or budget equal to or greater than the levy or
budget for previous years. Approval may be granted only if the county board or governing body of
an urban municipality demonstrates to the commissioner that the request is made for good cause. If
the requested transfer is approved, the commissioner, without requiring progress reports and within
30 days, shall authorize either immediate payment of at least 50 percent of the total amount
authorized, with the balance to be paid within 90 days, or schedule immediate payment of the entire
amount authorized on determining that sufficient funds are available.

State Aid Advances

M.S. 162.08, Subd 5, 6 and 7 provide for counties to make advances from future year’s
allocations for the purpose of expediting construction. This process not only helps reduce the
construction cash balance, but also allows counties to fund projects that may have been delayed
due to funding shortages.

The formula used to determine if advances will be available is based on the current construction
cash balance, expenditure trends, repayments and a $50,000,000 recommended threshold in
CSAH Regular and Municipal construction. The threshold can be administratively adjusted by
the Chief Financial Officer and reported to the Screening Board at the next Screening Board
meeting.

The process used for advancing is dependent on the code levels which are listed below. Code
levels for the current year can be obtained from the SAF website -
http://www.dot.state.mn.us/safinance/advances/advances.html.

State Aid Advance Code Levels
Guidelines for advances are determined by the following codes.

Code RED - SEVERE — Construction cash balance too low. NO MORE
ADVANCES - NO EXCEPTIONS

GUARDED (ofelo R4 =| M MOV VENEINVARIBISD, — Construction cash balance low; balances
reviewed monthly. Advancing money may not meet the anticipated needs.

If a County requests an advance on future allotments they need to submit an Advance Resolution
authorizing the advance by the board. This will “earmark” the funding for that County, but it
will NOT hold the funds. Advanced funds will be paid out on a first come first serve basis as the
regular construction accounts are spent down to zero. The correct resolution must be used for
each advance type and there is a sample resolution for each on the State Aid Finance webpage.
Requests are good only for the year requested (cannot be summited for multiple years) and
void at 12/31 of that year.

Advances are not limited to the projects listed on the resolution. Project payments are processed
in the order received by SAF until the maximum advance amount is reached. Advances are
repaid from next year’s allocation until fully repaid.

Advance funding is not guaranteed. If the County finds they need a guarantee that the funds will
be held specifically for them they can submit a “Request to Reserve Funds” to ensure funds will
be available for their project. Once approved, a signed copy will be returned to the County.
Requests are good only for the year requested (cannot be summited for multiple years) and
void at 12/31 of that year.

Priority System

A Priority System will be required if the construction cash balance drops below an acceptable
level which is Code Yellow. This process starts in early October proceeding the advance year.
Each county will be required to submit projects to their DSAE for prioritization within the
district. The DSAE will submit the prioritized list to SALT for final prioritization.

Requests should include a negative impact statement if project had to be delayed or advance
funding was not available. In addition, include the significance of the project.

Priority projects include, but are not limited to projects where agreements have mandated the
county's participation, or projects with advanced federal aid. Small over-runs and funding
shortfalls may be funded, but require State Aid approval.

Approval of Screening Board Minutes

Chairman Greenwood requested a motion to approve minutes of the October
2015 Screening Board meeting. Motion by Jim Foldesi, St. Louis County,
seconded by Jim Grube, Hennepin County to approve the October 2015
Screening Board minutes. The motion passed unanimously.

Election of Screening Board Vice Chair

Chairman Greenwood asked if there were any nominations for Vice Chair of
the Screening Board. Joe Triplett, Chisago County nominated Kaye Bieniek,
Olmsted County Engineer. Hearing no other nominations, Chairman
Greenwood, then called for a vote to approve Kaye Bieniek as Vice Chair of
the Screening Board. Kaye was elected unanimously.

Screening Board Book

Chairman Greenwood called upon Kim Del.aRosa, State Aid Needs Manager,
to go over the spring screening board book. First, Kim pointed out that the
only action today on the book is to approve the unit prices recommended by
the general subcommittee, which is the reason we are meeting today. The unit
prices will be used in the computation for the 2017 distribution of Highway
User Tax Distribution Fund.

The General Subcommittee was changed to a five member subcommittee at
last fall’s Screening Board meeting. The five subcommittee members are Lon
Aune, Marshall County; Jim Tolaas, Ramsey County; Anita Benson, Steele
County; Mark Krebsbach, Dakota County; and Brian Giese, Pope County.
The General Subcommittee met May 4, 2016 and the minutes are shown on
Pages 2-3 in the book. A table of the subcommittee’s proposed new unit
prices for 2016 is shown on page 4.



The proposed unit prices for RR X-ing protection items and surfacing came
from the Office of Freight and Commercial Vehicle Operations. The
recommendation from the general subcommittee is to use the 2015 unit price
for traffic signals of $56,250 for each leg of a signalized intersection or
$225,000 for a fully signalized intersection. This cost should be used until
awarded bid prices exceed the current cost.

The unit prices for bridges are divided into two categories, bridges less than
150’ and bridges over 150°. The average bridge costs are taken from a 5-yr
average of actual bridge costs prepared by the State Aid Bridge Office. This
year the costs used for bridges will be $141 per lin. ft. for bridges under 150-ft
and $144 per lin. ft. for bridges over 150-ft.

The Needs Task Force changed the way culvert costs are calculated last year.
Culvert unit costs add the pipe and end section costs and divided by the
volume of the structure to get a cubic foot unit price. The volume of the
culvert is calculated by multiplying the the end area of the culvert by the
length of the structure to get cubic foot unit price. The subcommittee’s
proposed unit price for culverts is $14.83 per cu. ft. for 2016.

Gravel base unit price is calculated as a statewide cost. The unit cost
proposed for gravel base is to remain $9.90 /Ton for 2016.

Kim talked about using Steve Brown’s, MnDOT Bridge Office, culvert cost
reports in the future to get needed information on structure costs, as opposed
to the needs unit gathering data form awarded bids. Steve gathers all the costs
statewide and then Kim removes all the structures that do not apply to state
aid. The districts supported using Steve’s data going forward and continuing a
five year average unit cost.

Upon completion of Kim’s discussion on unit prices, Chairman Greenwood
asked if there was a motion to approved the unit prices as proposed by the
General Subcommittee. Motion by Rich Sanders, Polk County to approve the
unit prices as proposed. Second by Bruce Cochran, Mille Lacs County. The
Motion passed unanimously.

Those in attendance were reminded that banked mileage earns no needs and
no mileage apportionment. If anyone has an issue with the banked mileage
shown on page 23 they should call the SA Needs Office to discuss the issue.
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The State Park Road Account was discussed. The question is, “Why aren’t
our projects being chosen for funding from the State Park Road Account?”
And, “Who is selecting the projects and what criteria are they using to make
their project selections?” The Minnesota Statute governing the state park road
account fund is shown on page 26. Under the statute, the screening board
must approve a project on the CSAH System requesting state park funds
before the DNR will grant the project funds. However, no screening board
approval is required for any other state park road projects on non-CSAH or
any other local roads. We currently have a couple of CSAH projects that
were approved by Screening Board, however, the DNR has not yet granted
those projects any State Park Road funds. Ted Shoenecker, Assistant State
Aid Engineer stated that all the DSAEs have discussed this problem and they
have decided that we need to invite Dave Sobania, the DNR Engineer that
manages the State Park Road funds within the DNR to our Fall Screening
Board meeting to discuss what it is the DNR wants from us so that good
projects are selected and funded through the State Park Road fund. Ted
Stated that we need to be ready to discuss what it is we expect from the State
Park Road Account going forward and how we feel the fund should be
managed.

Re-segmenting the CSAH system was discussed. One issue is that the lengths
on segments all across the state are not accurate when compared to what
actually exists in the field. Another issue is that logical termini are not being
used. Most segments in the system are based on old construction limits.
Without the use of several maps it is difficult to know where you are on a
route without logical termini. Kim recommends hiring student workers to
work on a statewide re-segmenting of all CSAH routes so that logical termini
are used and centerline mile lengths are accurate. Logical termini would
mean changing segments at corporate limits, intersections or when there is a
design change. The result in length could be positive or negative for any
given county but there would be no banking of mileage or using banked miles
to reconcile.

Jim Foldesi, St. Louis County stated that we should be able to use the pave
tech van data that has already been collected to help get this task completed.
Lyndon Robjent, Carver County stated that we should all understand that we
do not want something that requires an enormous amount of work. We
should be able to undertake this re-segmenting project using data that has
already been collected or is already available without undertaking a complete
GIS approach to getting this data set.



Upon completion of Lyndon’s comments, Chairman Seth Greenwood said
that it appears that Kim has her direction from the screening board and that
the re-segmenting of our CSAH system statewide should commence.

Adjourn

In closing, Chairman Greenwood announced that this year’s fall screening
board meeting will be held at Breezy Point Resort on October 26 & 27, 2016.
Chairman Greenwood then asked for a motion to adjourn the spring screening
board meeting. Motion to adjourn was offered by Doug Fischer, Anoka
County and seconded by Joe Triplett, Chisago County. The motion passed
unanimously.

BE IT RESOLVED:

ADMINISTRATIVE

Improper Needs Report

That the Office of State Aid be requested to recommend an adjustment in the needs reporting
whenever there is reason to believe that said reports 1) have deviated from accepted standards or 2)
have not been submitted on schedule. The Office of State Aid will submit their recommendations to
the Screening Board with a copy to the county engineer involved.

Type of Needs Study

That the Screening Board shall, from time to time, make recommendations to the Commissioner of
Transportation as to the extent and type of needs study to be subsequently made on the County
State Aid Highway System consistent with the requirements of law.

Appearance at Screening Board

That any individual or delegation having items of concern regarding the study of State Aid Needs or
State Aid Apportionment Amounts, and wishing to have consideration given to these items, shall, in a
written report, communicate with the Commissioner of Transportation through proper channels. The
Commissioner shall determine which requests are to be referred to the Screening Board for their
consideration. This resolution does not abrogate the right of the Screening Board to call any person
or persons to appear before the Screening Board for discussion purposes.

Construction Cut Off Date

That for the purpose of measuring the needs of the County State Aid Highway System, the annual
cut off date for recording construction accomplishments based upon the project award date shall be
December 31.

Screening Board Vice-chair

That at the first County Screening Board meeting held each year, a Vice-chair shall be elected and
shall serve in that capacity until the following year when the Vice-chair shall succeed to the Chair.

Screening Board Meeting Dates and Locations

That the Screening Board Chair, with the assistance of State Aid personnel, determines the dates
and the locations for that year's Screening Board meetings.



Screening Board Secretary

That, annually, the Commissioner of Transportation may be requested to appoint a secretary, upon
recommendation of the Minnesota County Engineers Association, as a hon-voting member of the
County Screening Board for the purpose of recording all Screening Board actions.

Research Account

That the Screening Board will annually consider setting aside a reasonable amount of County State
Aid Highway Funds for the Research Account to continue local road research activity.

Annual District Meeting

That the District State Aid Engineer will call a minimum of one district meeting annually at the request
of the District Screening Board Representative to review needs for consistency of reporting.

General Subcommittee

That the Screening Board Chair appoints a Subcommittee to:

Annually study all unit prices and variations.

Annually study all money needs adjustments and restrictions.
Propose changes to the Needs system.

Propose Resolutions.

The Subcommittee will make recommendations to the Screening Board.

The Subcommittee will consist of five members. Three members with initial terms of one, two and
three years, and representing the North (Districts 1, 2, 3 and 4), the South (Districts 6, 7 and 8) and
the Metro area of the state. Two additional at-large members shall be appointed by the Screening
Board Chair. An effort shall be made to appoint members that balances representation across the
state geographically as well as the various sizes and population densities of the counties. Initially,
the two at-large members of the subcommittee will consist of past members of the Needs Task Force
for a full 3 year term. All subsequent terms will be for three years.

Mileage Subcommittee

That the Screening Board Chair will appoint a Subcommittee to review all additional mileage
requests submitted and to make recommendations on these requests to the County Screening
Board. The Subcommittee will consist of three members with initial terms of one, two and three
years and representing the metro, the north (Districts 1, 2, 3 and 4) and the south area (Districts 6, 7
and 8) of the state respectively. Subsequent terms will be for three years and appointments will be
made after each year's Fall Screening Board Meeting. Mileage requests must be in the District State
Aid Engineer's Office by April 1 to be considered at the spring meeting and by August 1 to be
considered at the fall meeting.
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NEEDS ADJUSTMENTS

Restriction of 25-Year Construction Needs

That the CSAH construction needs change in any one county from the previous year's restricted
CSAH needs to the current year's basic 25-year CSAH construction needs shall be restricted to 10
percentage points greater than or 10 percentage points less than the statewide average percent
change from the previous year's restricted CSAH needs to the current year's 25-year CSAH
construction needs.

County State Aid Construction Fund Balances

That, for the determination of County State Aid Highway needs, the amount of the unencumbered
construction fund balance as of December 31 of the current year; not including the last two years
regular account construction apportionment and not including the last three years of municipal
account construction apportionment or $500,000 whichever is greater; shall be deducted from the
25-year construction needs of each individual county. Except, that when a County Board Resolution
justifying said construction fund balance in excess of said limits is provided to and approved by the
State Aid Office by December 15; no deduction shall be made.

Minimum County Adjustment

That an adjustment be made to the money needs within the Apportionment Sum in order to ensure a
minimum apportionment sum allocation percentage be provided to Koochiching, Lake of the Woods,
Red Lake, Mahnomen, and Big Stone Counties as defined by Minnesota Statute.

Further, that an adjustment be made to the money needs such that no county receives a total
distribution less than 0.55% of the statewide total distribution, notwithstanding the minimum
apportionment percentages established for specific counties by MN Statute.

Said adjustments shall be made to both the apportionment sum and excess sum money needs

distribution, based on a prorated share of each sum as well as a prorated share of each county’s
money needs distribution of the apportionment sum and excess sum, respectfully.

Money Needs Adjustment

That an adjustment be made to the money needs such that no county receives a percentage
increase in money needs allotment less than 25% of any percentage increase in the statewide
money needs distribution from the prior year; and

Further, that no county receives a percentage decrease in money needs allotment greater than 125%
of any percentage decrease in the statewide money needs distribution from the prior year; and

Said adjustments shall be made to both the apportionment sum and excess sum money needs
distribution, based on a prorated share of each sum as well as a prorated share of each county’s
money needs distribution of the apportionment sum and excess sum, respectfully.

The money needs adjustments shall be applied after all other restrictions and adjustments. Those
county’s whose distribution percentage is at the minimum distribution percentage shall not be further
reduced by this adjustment.



MILEAGE

CSAH Mileage Limitations

That the existing mileage on the CSAH system shall be determined as the actual horizontal length of
each CSAH segment. Non-existing and banked CSAH mileage shall not draw needs in the needs
calculation system.

Initially, the mileage used for each segment shall be carried over from the mileage on record for the
segments in the Legacy System.

Actual horizontal mileage for an entire CSAH system in a County may be verified. This shall replace
any errors in mileage previously reported in the Legacy System.

Incidental changes (increases or decreases) in mileage due to construction that do not require a
Commissioner’s Order, such as realignment of curves or existing intersections, shall be updated
within the Needs Calculation System and shall not impact banked mileage.

Any revocation of CSAH mileage resulting in the reduction of existing CSAH mileage shall be
reflected by the reduction of the same mileage within the appropriate traffic category in the Needs
Calculation System. These revoked miles shall be deposited into a mileage bank and may be
designated elsewhere.

Any revisions to the CSAH system that result in an increase in mileage, shall require Screening
Board approval. Mileage approved by the Screening Board through a mileage request shall not be
transferable or revoked and added to a county’s banked mileage, without approval of the Screening
Board.

Revocation of Trunk Highway Turnback mileage shall not be transferable or revoked and added to a
county’s banked mileage, without approval of the Screening Board.

Former Municipal State Aid Street mileage located within municipalities that fall below the 5000
population requirements for being a State Aid City shall be eligible for CSAH mileage within that
municipality, but shall not be transferable or revoked and added to a county’s banked mileage,
without approval of the Screening Board.

CSAH Mileage requests for the Spring Screening Board meeting must be received by the State Aid
Office by April 1 of each year and requests for the Fall Screening Board meeting must be received by
August 1. Requests after that date shall carry over to the next meeting.

TRAFFIC

Traffic Projection Factors

That new Traffic Projection Factors for the needs study be established for each county using a "least
squares" projection of the vehicle miles from the last four traffic counts and in the case of the seven
county metro area from the number of latest traffic counts which fall in a minimum of a twelve year
period. This normal factor can never fall below 1.0. Also, new traffic factors will be computed
whenever an approved traffic count is made. These normal factors may, however, be changed by
the county engineer for any specific segments where a traffic count or a traffic study warrant a
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change, with the approval of the District State Aid Engineer.
Also, the adjustment to traffic projection factors shall be limited to a 0.3 point decrease per traffic
count interval.

ROAD NEEDS

Method of Study

That, except as otherwise specifically provided, the “Instructions for Annual CSAH Needs Update”
shall provide the format for estimating needs on the County State Aid Highway System.

Storm Sewer

That storm sewer mains may be located off the County State Aid Highway if, in so doing, it will
satisfactorily accommodate the drainage problem of the County State Aid Highway.

Construction Accomplishments

That the final project costs for eligible items of a construction project shall be used in the reporting of
construction accomplishments for the specified reporting year. Needs reporting shall be based on
the awarded bid prices for projects that are not been completed prior to the time of the Needs
reporting.

For projects that are “phased” over a series of years (Example: grading and aggregate in one project
and paving in a second project in a later year), the needs reporting shall take place based on the
award year of the last phase for a multiple year “phased” construction project.

Subsequent accomplishments in any projects, if any, will be updated in the following years of Needs
reporting.

Additional Interchange Needs

That additional needs be calculated and added to those CSAH segments that contain an Interchange
when the construction or reconstruction of an Interchange results in an annual county cost
(calculated by taking the actual county share of total project costs divided by 60) in excess of the
sum total of the calculated annual construction, right-of-way, structure, RR crossing, and signal
needs (if applicable) for that same segment length of CSAH involved in the Interchange project.

The additional Annual Interchange/TH/RR/City/Twp Bridge Needs as calculated above shall be
multiplied by 25 to obtain the 25 year Needs, consistent with the other Needs components.

The additional Interchange Needs shall be added for a period of 60 years from the date of
construction or until reconstruction of said infrastructure, whichever is sooner.

Additional RR bridge over highway, MNDOT bridge, and Municipal bridge Needs

That additional needs be calculated and added to those CSAH segments that contain a TH Bridge,
RR Bridge, City or Township Bridge when:



1) The construction or reconstruction of a TH Bridge that carries a CSAH route results in an
annual county cost (calculated by taking the county share of the total project costs divided by
85) in excess of the sum total of the calculated annual construction, right-of-way, structure,
RR crossing, and signal needs (if applicable) for that same segment length of CSAH involved
in the TH Bridge project.

2) The construction or reconstruction of a Bridge that spans a CSAH route results in an annual
county cost (calculated by taking the county share of the total project costs divided by 85). In
this case, the segment length shall be treated as a node and no reduction in the actual county
costs shall be made by the calculated segment needs.

The additional Annual Interchange/TH/RR/City/Twp Bridge Needs as calculated above shall be
multiplied by 25 to obtain the 25 year Needs, consistent with the other Needs components.

The additional Interchange/TH/RR/City/Twp Bridge Needs shall be added for a period of 85 years
from the date of construction or until reconstruction of said infrastructure, whichever is sooner.

Note: The Additional Bridge Needs shall be calculated the same as Additional
Interchange Needs with respect to life cycle until such time the needs calculation system
is capable of separating the calculations.
