2. Prepare Minnesota’s future workforce with 21st Century skills including creativity, communication, collaboration and
critical thinking. These skills result in a better prepared workforce, thus contributing to a thriving economy that
encourages business growth and employment opportunities. Another outcome that has emerged as Minnesota’s
demographics continue to change, is the positive contribution arts education plays in building strong and stable families
and communities. Feedback from families and community social worker of the Crosswinds community, a school with
greater than 60% students of color and devoted to using arts education as a means to help students achieve, points to
better home environments and family relationships as children lead efforts to help parents integrate into the school and
broader community and conflicts about attendance and discipline are minimized.
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The Perpich Center had a total biennial budget of $22 million. Funds are primarily from general fund appropriations. The Center
also receives an appropriation from the Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund and revenues from student fees and MN Dept of
Education.
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STRATEGIES

To accomplish its mission, the Perpich Center for Arts Education programs incorporate the following strategies:

1. Assuring outreach program impact and sustainability. For 30 years, Perpich Center has been fostering
development of arts education throughout Minnesota schools. We do this through departments that include the Perpich
Arts High School, Crosswinds Arts & Science School, and outreach services. A survey commissioned by Perpich
Center with funds from the Cultural Arts and Heritage Fund, indicated the following benchmarks. i

e 87% of schools have aligned their curriculum with state arts standards
Nearly one-half of all high schools include the arts in School Improvement Plans

o 92% of all schools use licensed arts teachers (full or part-time) as the primary provider of music and visual
arts instruction

o 93% of all schools reported providing student field trips to museums, theaters, musical performances and
exhibitions to engage in artistic experiences

Building upon this solid foundation of arts in Minnesota schools and taking into consideration funding and technological
parameters, Perpich Center developed a plan of progression in arts education services. Outreach programs were
assessed and modified based upon mission, impact, cost, and eliminating duplication of services. Statewide programs
and services are offered through Regional Centers that enable local problem-solving and decision-making with Perpich
specialist support. Arts Integration Networks with school districts in West Central, Southwest, Northeast, and Southeast
Minnesota provide leadership on a variety of special projects and services that continue the growth and support of arts
education, and help address issues of equity and student achievement; ¥

Art area mentorship and curriculum development;

Advocacy for arts education policies and standards;

Consulting/planning services for school district decision-makers;

Advancement of a teacher training center that focuses on cultural competency and the social, emotional and
academic growth of adolescents.

2. Supporting effective schools. Perpich Arts High School — Perpich Arts High School opened its doors in 1989 and
graduated its first class in 1991. It is a statewide, public, residential high school for students in 11th and 12th grades.
Students who wish to attend Perpich Arts High School must go through a competitive application and review process.
Those accepted have shown artistic promise and a strong commitment to rigorous study in the arts and academics.
The school is entering its third year of intensive teacher professional development to align teaching and learning with
standards, establish defined student outcomes, and provide for effective teacher support and evaluation. Goals of the
school include 100% graduation and 100% college placement. Crosswinds Arts & Science School — Crosswinds is
a new venture for the Perpich Center. Formerly part of the East Metro Integration District (EMID), the school was built
with state bonds to serve as a school of voluntary integration. Conveyed to Perpich Center by the state legislature two
years ago, Crosswinds serves students in grades six through ten by fostering equity and achievement by teaching and
through the arts.

3. Balancing financial and human resources. As a state agency, Perpich Center operates under a plan of continuous
improvement in order to balance financial and human resources as dictated by revenues approved by the legislature.
The agency is governed by a 15-member board appointed by the Governor and chosen for their expertise and
experience in serving statewide initiatives.

Recommendation:

The Governor recommends additional funding of $207,000 for the biennium to maintain the current level of service delivery at
the Perpich Center for Arts Education.

Rationale/Background:

Each year, employer-paid health care contributions, pension contributions, FICA and Medicare, along with other salary and
compensation-related costs increase. Other operating costs, like rent and lease, fuel and utilities, and IT and legal services also
grow. This cost growth puts pressure on agency operating budgets that remain flat from year to year.

Agencies face challenging decisions to manage these costs within existing budgets, while yet maintaining the services
Minnesotans expect. From year to year, agencies find ways to become more efficient with existing resources. However, cost
growth typically outstrips efficiencies, and without additional resources added to agency budgets, service delivery erodes.

Without this additional funding for the Perpich Center for Arts Education, services including outreach to greater Minnesota
students and teachers, will be eroded.

Proposal:

The Governor recommends increasing agency operating budgets to maintain the delivery of current services. For the Perpich
Center for Arts Education this funding will cover expected and anticipated employee compensation growth, including anticipated
compensation increases and employer-paid pension costs.

Results:
This proposal is intended to allow agencies to continue to provide current levels of service and information to the public.

Recommendation:

The Governor recommends investing in the critical need for campus-wide technology at the Perpich Center for Arts Education.
In collaboration with MN.IT, technology improvements are needed to protect, enhance or support the following areas:

e Infrastructure / Operational
e Instructional — school and outreach
o Safety

Rationale/Background:

As the state’s agency for arts education, technology is essential for Perpich Center’s ability to support a statewide mission of
providing all students the opportunity to develop and integrate their artistic and academic abilities to their highest potential.
Investment in technology is needed for the following reasons:

o Unlike school districts, Perpich Center cannot levy for technology.

e The Minnesota Legislature has been making great strides in promoting education that produces the “World’s Best
Workforce.” Technology is the backbone in effective curricular programs in arts education. This investment will bring us
up-to-date with Minnesota schools, colleges, and the global marketplace.

e The Center's mission calls for providing services to students, teachers, teaching artists, and administrators throughout
Minnesota. Limited financial and personnel resources can be better utilized with reliable technology that can be used
for distance learning, accessing library materials, holding off-campus classes, and publishing online curricular
materials.

e Students of the Arts High are creative and focused on using their skills in the creative economy. Technology is used in
all arts disciplines, which include dance, music, theater, literary, visual and media. Aside from better instructional
abilities, access to functioning and up-to-date technology ensures compatibility with colleges and universities for which
our students are accepted.

e Used as a learning tool in arts education, technology can advance achievement for students and teachers. Innovation,
creativity, and problem-solving skills are challenged and advanced when technology — hardware and software — is
incorporated into such learning activities as design engineering, technical writing, film production, photography,
choreography, and music composition.

e The Perpich Center campus is not secure. In the past few years, most Minnesota schools have used technology to
improve school safety. Our campus is vulnerable and our statewide mission brings 10,000 people on campus each
year. Enhancements need to be made to secure entrances and exits, monitor for unusual behavior on campus,
improve communication among emergency systems, and provide for a systematic approach to stakeholder emergency
communication.

State of Minnesota 8 2018-19 Biennial Budget
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Proposal:

Perpich Center has been frugal and deliberate in working with all stakeholders to determine how best to leverage
limited IT capabilities. Below are categories and examples of how this technology will be incorporated into the
educational delivery system.

1. Enhance or develop new infrastructure and operational systems
e Expand and implement a campus-wide wireless network system.

o Perpich supports four detached buildings, including a dormitory, classroom and performance/exhibition
spaces, outreach/conference services, and maintenance facility.

o Dorm students have inconsistent access which poses problems in a 24/7 operation that requires contact with
home, accessibility for homework, and communication with student medical facilities.

o The proposal calls for addition of a support one FTE to help manage daily operations of the agency’s
computer hardware and software systems. Both Mac and PC systems are supported for educational purposes
and operational programs. Two FTE information officers are not adequate to handle the large volume of work
created by school, library and outreach services.

o Funds are needed to establish ongoing training of faculty and staff. The proposal addresses training delivered
through a variety of methods, including online, on- and off- access, web-based materials, and conference
attendance.

o Currently, when outreach staff sponsor an on-campus conference that requires use of existing hardware or
software, student access to computers is denied or reduced due to inadequate supply. Hence, conferences
have been curtailed and/or moved to off-site locations.

2. Improve the delivery of instructional education
e Limited access and antiquated equipment hinder the ability of teachers to teach and students to learn. This has and will
continue to affect enrollment as students learn that technology in their home school far exceeds offerings at perpich
Center.
o Each art area supported by Perpich Center for school and outreach services has unique hardware and
software applications that need ongoing support and enhancements to stay current in the industry.
o Enrollment in some art areas in the Perpich Arts High School has been capped or decreased, due to lack of
adequate hardware.
o Lack of access to substitute teachers is problematic throughout the state, particularly for rural school districts.
The investment will provide for online learning and video conferencing, using Perpich Center and our regional
centers in rural Minnesota as host sites.
o The Library needs to begin digitization of its collection for wider distribution to outstate Minnesota. New
technology will enable us to being this process.

3. Provide for a safe campus
o The front entry to the school is not secure; video technology is antiquated and dysfunctional; hardware and
software technology for locking and unlocking classroom and building doors needs to be installed for the
safety of our 24/7 operation.

Equity and Inclusion:

o Use of technology will help ensure statewide access to arts education for Minnesota students. We will increase
capacity to identify and bring resources to more rural schools and more poverty school districts whose students lack
access to the arts.

e Bringing technology up-to-date will enable Minnesota students seeking post-secondary education in the arts to be
competitive with graduates from other high schools who are applying at the same institutions.

IT Related Proposals:

Insofar as this is an IT request overall, the projected cost would be $573,000 for FY 22 and $573,000 for FY 23. These costs
are based upon establishment of a replacement cycle (hardware), maintaining servers (infrastructure), and the purchase and
maintenance of related software.

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Results:

With these appropriations the Center is confident that a seamless long range plan with demonstrable benchmarks to prove
increased student engagement, improved communication and ability to grasp educational standards can be tracked. This
proposal will update infrastructure, allow access to communication, increase production and presentation capabilities and offer
educational opportunities that come with placing a device in every student’s hands. The Center is currently in a holding pattern
in providing appropriate technological support to its students, teachers, and stakeholders. Provision of electronics has been
limited to lab settings and the most tech-intensive art areas. Classrooms whose students have ubiquitous access to technology
demonstrate increased understanding and mastery of their academic and art-area tasks.

Benchmark #2 — Advocacy for Minnesota Arts Education: Research continues to come forward demonstrating the impact of
arts education in schools. Many organizations conduct national studies to determine accessibility to arts education and examine
policy actions taken by individual states. In December 2015, passage of ESSA by congress includes language for
implementation of arts education as meeting a “well-rounded education”. The Center works with the Minnesota Department of
Education, the Governor, and the Minnesota Legislature to maintain appropriate laws and policies as a means to support arts
education in Minnesota schools.

This innovative, statewide school attracts students from all over the state who represent all aspects of Minnesota'’s
demographics, including ethnic diversity, at-risk-youth, and families suffering economic hardship. We support a learning
environment that students and parents suggest is free of bullying and sharply focused on student artistic growth, personal
leadership, and academic achievement.

The arts high school sponsors an internal college fair each fall where students are able to meet with college representatives
from around the country, presenting their portfolio and transcript information. Many are granted immediate acceptance and
scholarships from these visits, benchmarking our success in preparing students for college and for careers. Feedback from
college admissions counselors suggest that arts high alums do well because they participate in their education, accept
responsibility, and thrive on learning. A survey of alums conducted by the Perpich Foundation, revealed that 75% of
respondents received advanced degrees following their undergraduate studies.

Compelling research shows that study in the arts results in better student preparation for college or workforce readiness, opens
opportunities for employment in creative industries, provides essential 21st Century work skills, prepares students to be better
learners and to perform academically, and is linked to better academic ratings and graduation rates.* As a result, school
districts are seeking greater involvement and assistance from Center staff. In 2014, 84% of all school districts, representing 85%
of all Minnesota students, requested assistance from the Center. 2

Changing community demographics is also a factor in districts seeking assistance in arts education.® The Center's Outreach
specialists support ongoing research and development, documentation and implementation of a repository of effective practices
and culturally and artistically diverse resources that can be used in a variety of learning contexts across the state of Minnesota.

Benchmark #1 — Leverage resources to enhance arts education for rural schools

Four school districts with long-term relationships with the Perpich Center are serving as regional centers and charged with
bringing opportunities in arts education to districts in their surrounding area. Studies show that students involved in arts
education learn how to communicate effectively, practice constructive criticism, listen better and apply their skills directly to
employment opportunities. Another study showed that students who participate in arts education as youth stay in their local
communities as adults and contribute to economic and civic growth.*

Performance Measure:

o The four regional centers expanded their geographic reach to include school districts within a 60- mile radius of their
school district. Results include expanded participation in workshops and the use of surveys to determine topic of local
interest or need. Examples follow.

- In FY16, the Northeast regional center, with coordinators from Duluth Public Schools, assisted 60 music and
visual arts teachers representing 19 districts with professional development, peer mentoring, and classroom
work with students.

- The Central regional center, with its coordinator from Elk River Public Schools, served 75 attendees during
their three-day Arts Camp for educators and teaching artists. Its reach expanded, with participants from
Central Lakes College to St. Paul schools to Lac Qui Parle Valley.

- InFY16, the Central regional center sponsored six workshops and events on topics determined from survey
results of the region’s educators.

- In FY16, the Southwest regional center, with its coordinator from Westbrook-Walnut Grove Public Schools,
held three workshops, attracting teachers from Red Rock, Ruthton, Tracy, Westbrook-Walnut Grove, and
Comfrey.

- Inasurvey of fine arts instructors, the Southwest regional center received feedback that the following topics
are of concern to their area teachers: art as a career, advocacy for arts in schools, and isolation of instructors.
Future programming will take these local issues into consideration.

- InFY16, the Southeast regional center, with its coordinator from Albert Lea Public Schools, used some of
their funds to support new music teachers in attending the Minnesota Music Educators Association statewide
conference.

e  Sixty-one arts educators participated in a workshop sponsored by Perpich Center as part of the State Policy Pilot
Program of the American for the Arts for which Perpich was selected to participate.

¢ Inresponse to current trends among school districts for assigning theater responsibility to teachers with no or little
theater background or education, Perpich Center education specialists forged a joint venture with Hennepin Theater
Trust to establish an educational workshop that concluded with mentorship opportunities among teachers. Thirty
educators participated in the inaugural program in July, 2016. Another program is being planned for 2017.

o Direct services for visual and media arts teachers were provided to schools in 20 districts in FY16, compared to 22
school districts in FY15. Additional school districts received support through statewide or regional conferences in which
Perpich visual-media arts specialist(s) sponsored presentations.

It is anticipated that the reimbursement through MDE for each program will remain steady at FY17 levels.

In addition, Minnesota, through the Perpich Center, received a pilot grant from the National Endowment for the Arts, along with two
other locations nationally, for a program called The Songwriting Challenge. The Songwriting Challenge is an opportunity for any

high school student from the three metropolitan areas to showcase their songwriting talents, and compete for the opportunity to be
one of three to six local winners traveling to New York City to:

Learn more about songwriting, and sharpen their songwriting skills;
Engage with professional musicians, singers, songwriters and producers through an intensive songwriting workshop;
Experience their original song performed by professional musicians and singers;
Participate in a final competition with judges from the musical theater industry.

This Cooperative Agreement supports the outreach to students in the identified areas and implementation of the Songwriting
Challenge competition. The Mentorship/Finalist Competition component will be supported outside of this Cooperative Agreement. In

addition, the Cooperator may be invited to participate in an evaluation of this pilot.

Perpich Center is prepared to apply for a second year grant opportunity when there is a future announcement from NEA.
