Since its inception in 2005, MN Community Measurement 
(MNCM) has been a leader in health care quality mea-
surement and public reporting. Minnesota has long been 
known for its culture of collaboration in health care, and 
quality measurement is no exception. By bringing together 
stakeholders to work collaboratively on measurement, 
data collection, and reporting, MNCM is able to catalyze 
improvement in ways that would not otherwise be pos-
sible.

With an increasing focus both in Minnesota and nation-
ally on improving health care affordability and value, the 
role of health care quality measurement and reporting is 
becoming even more important. More than ever, we must 
be mindful of the need to balance competing needs and 
interests. For example:

•	 As a community, we seek alignment in the measures 
that are being used across programs, but we also 
recognize the need for continued innovation to make 
sure that the measures we have are relevant, evi-
dence-based, and meaningful.

•	 Similarly, we seek a balance between the burden of 
data collection and measurement and the value of the 
information we get. There are many measures that are 
easy to calculate but that are not necessarily useful 
for driving improvement; conversely, some measures 
that are more difficult to collect are uniquely valuable.

•	 We recognize the need to appropriately account for 
variations across providers in the complexity and 
other characteristics of the patients they serve, while 
also making sure that providers are accountable for 
the care they provide.

In the past few years, MNCM has worked in several ways 
to make sure that the quality measures we collect and 
report are aligned with other measurement efforts. Ex-
amples include modifying measure definitions and data 
collection cycles to align with national programs, retiring 
measures where appropriate, and working to have MNCM 
measures included in national programs such as Medi-
care’s Quality Payment Program (QPP). 

One new effort that we are particularly excited about will 
provide new options for streamlined data submission, 
reducing the amount of effort that providers currently 
expend for data submission and validation, and making it 
possible to provide feedback and comparisons in a more 
timely way. In addition, we are exploring the possibility of 
streamlining provider data feedback reports across payers, 

building on MNCM’s strong foundation of collaboration 
across stakeholders to make data more meaningful and 
actionable.

The changes described above are excellent examples of 
how MNCM’s model of multi-stakeholder collaboration 
helps us to be aware of and respond to challenges and 
concerns from the community, while ensuring that we 
continue to balance competing needs and uses for data 
and measurement.

We would like to thank the over 130 volunteers who par-
ticipate on MNCM’s board, committees, and workgroups 
for their contributions to our work, as well as countless 
others who work every day to improve health outcomes in 
our state.

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Executive Summary
While Minnesota has some of the best health indicators in the country, there is a pattern of wide variation in health 
care quality. Many Minnesotans receive high quality health care that helps to maintain or restore their health and 
ability to function, but significant opportunities for improvement remain. MN Community Measurement’s (MNCM’s) 
2017 Health Care Quality Report summarizes overall health care quality results for the year and over time, and brings 
the power of data, measurement and transparency to the problem of health care quality variation. Measuring and 
reporting this information contributes to driving improvement in the quality and experience of care. Although quality 
variation continues, there are several measures showing considerable improvement over time.

This is MNCM’s 14th annual Health Care Quality Report. It shows what is happening in terms of health care quality 
and patient experience on a statewide level and within individual medical groups/clinics. The measures in this report 
were recommended by MNCM’s Measurement and Reporting Committee (MARC) and are reviewed annually for 
continuation or retirement. 

Quality Measure Improvement Over Time

 Figure ES1 highlights several quality measures that showed substantial improvement from 2016 to 2017 or that have 
improved considerably over time. 

The statewide rate for Pediatric Preventive Care: Adolescent Mental Health and/or Depression Screening 
increased nine percentage points since 2016. Since 2015, the rate has improved over 33 percentage points 
representing over 45,000 more adolescents receiving mental health and/or depression screening.

FIGURE ES1: HIGHLIGHTS OF QUALITY MEASURE IMPROVEMENT OVER TIME
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The statewide rate for PHQ-9 Follow-Up at 12 Months increased four percentage points between 2016 and 2017. 
This means that almost 1,300 more adult patients with depression received follow-up and completed the PHQ-9 
questionnaire every 12 months to track treatment progress. This measure is part of a depression measure suite which 
also includes Depression Response at 12 Months (i.e., improved symptoms) and Depression Remission at 12 Months 
(i.e., few or zero symptoms). In addition to the follow-up measure, both of these outcome-based measures showed 
increases.

The statewide rate for Immunizations for Adolescents (Combo 1) increased 33 percentage points since 2012 
representing over 9,400 more children receiving one dose of meningococcal vaccine and one tetanus, diphtheria 
toxoids and acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap) by their thirteenth birthday. In 2018, MNCM will report Combo 2 which 
will add the Human Papilloma virus (HPV) vaccine.

The statewide rate for Controlling High Blood Pressure increased two percentage points since 2015 representing 
over 4,000 more patients who had their blood pressure under control, according to the appropriate guidelines.

The statewide rate for Colorectal Cancer Screening increased nine percentage points since 2011 representing over 
116,000 more patients who were screened for colorectal cancer.

New Quality Measures

For the first time, Health Related Quality of Life (HRQoL) measures were included for three orthopedic measures – Total 
Knee Replacement, Lumbar Spine Fusion Surgery and Lumbar Spine Discectomy/Laminotomy. One process measure 
and two outcome-based quality of life measures (physical health and mental health) were reported for each of the 
three orthopedic surgeries.

The Childhood Immunization Status measure has changed compared to previous years. The new Combo 10 measure 
adds rotavirus, Hepatitis A and the influenza vaccine.

Statewide and Medical Group Summary by Measure

Table ES1 provides an overview of the statewide rates by measure for primary care. It also includes the percentage 
point changes in the rates from 2016 to 2017, and over time for applicable measures.

Twenty-four of twenty-five measures had performance rates that could be compared to last year.  Of those 24 
measures, 16 measures had an increase in the statewide rate. The measure with the largest statewide increase was 
Pediatric Preventive Care: Adolescent Mental Health and/or Depression Screening. One measure had a moderate 
increase in its statewide rate:  PHQ-9 Follow-up at 12 Months.  Eight measures had a decrease in their statewide 
rates.

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The 2017 Health Care Quality Report features information on all three elements necessary to reach optimal health care 
performance: quality, patient experience and cost. MNCM also publishes an annual cost report with addtional details 
data at the medical group level.

The Quality section features information on 40 measures. There are 9 new ambulatory care measures. Additionally, 
there was one measures with measure specification changes: Childhood Immunization Status Combo 10. The 
ambulatory care quality measures are organized into the following categories: 

•	Community/Population Health

•	Effective Clinical Care

•	Efficiency and Cost Reduction

Two types of measures are included in this section: Direct Data Submission (DDS) measures and HEDIS measures. 
DDS measures use data collected directly from medical groups. DDS measures can be reportable at both the 
clinic and/or medical group levels. These measures relied on data specifications published in the 2017 Direct Data 
Submission Guides for each applicable measure. These measures are aligned with clinical guidelines. This report 
includes 30 DDS measures.

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HEDIS measures use data collected from health plan claims data. Health plan data collection uses either the 
administrative method (claims only) or hybrid method (claims plus chart review). Measures using health plan data 
relied on National Committee for Quality Assurance’s (NCQA) HEDIS specifications, which are also aligned with clinical 
guidelines. HEDIS is a national set of standardized performance measures originally designed for the managed care 
industry. The measures have been adopted for use by MNCM to evaluate the performance of medical groups. 
MNCM reports on 10 HEDIS measures.

The Patient Experience section features information on clinic patient experience and utilizes the CG-CAHPS 6-month 
survey.

See the Methods appendix for more information on the methodology for each measure. In the Results by Measure 
section, results are listed with a description of the measure; charts, tables and figures describing the results; and a 
listing of performance highlights for that measure.

The medical group and clinic ratings are based on risk adjusted results where applicable. The results for the following 
measures are risk adjusted using the Actual to Expected methodology (see Appendix 6).

DTaP, three IPV, one MMR, three H influenza type B, three Hepatitis B, one VZV, four pneumococcal conjugate, one 
hepatitis A, two or three rotavirus, and two influenza vaccines within the HEDIS specified time period and by their 
second birthday.

•	 Cervical Cancer Screening –  Measures the percentage of women ages 21-64 who were screened for cervical 
cancer during the measurement year.

•	 Chlamydia Screening in Women – Measures the percentage of women ages 16-24 who were sexually active and 
tested for chlamydia during the measurement year.

•	 Colorectal Cancer Screening – Measures the percentage of adult ages 51-75 who were up to date with 
appropriate colorectal cancer screening exams. Appropriate exams include colonoscopy, sigmoidoscopy, CT 
colonography, or fecal blood tests.

•	 Immunizations for Adolescents – Measures the percentage of 13 year olds who had received one dose of 
meningococcal conjugate vaccine and one tetanus, diphtheria toxoids and acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap) by 
their 13th birthday.

•	 Pediatric Preventive Care: Adolescent Mental Health and/or Depression Screening – Measures the 
percentage of pediatric patients ages 12-17 who had a documented mental health and/or depression screening at 
a well-child visit.

•	 Pediatric Preventive Care: Overweight Counseling – Measures the percentage of pediatric patients ages 3-17 
who had an overweight or obesity assessment at a well-child visit and if the BMI percentile is greater than or equal 
to 85, had appropriate documentation of counseling for physical activity and nutrition.
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Breast Cancer Screening

Breast cancer is the second leading cause of cancer death in women, regardless of race or ethnicity. Screening can 
help improve outcomes and reduce costs. The US Preventive Services Task Force recommends screening for breast 
cancer in women aged 50 to 74 years.

This measure reflects the percentage of women ages 50–74 who received a mammogram during the prior two years
(the measurement year or prior year).

The statewide rate for Breast Cancer Screening is 77 percent. Table 5 displays the details of this statewide rate.  Figure 
1 shows the average rate for this measure over time. 

Data collected for this measure are from health plan claims.

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Childhood Immunization Status (Combo 10)

Infants and toddlers are especially vulnerable to 
infectious diseases, due to their developing immune 
systems. Vaccines can help prevent many diseases and 
their serious side effects. Immunization of infants and 
toddlers is recommended by the American Academy 
of Pediatrics (AAP).

This measure reflects the percentage of two year old 
children who received all of the following vaccines by 
their second birthday:

•	Four diphtheria, tetanus and acellular pertussis 
(DTaP)

•	Three polio (IPV)
•	One measles, mumps and rubella (MMR)
•	Three H influenza type B

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Cervical Cancer Screening

Cervical cancer was once the leading cause of cancer death for women. Screening reduces the risk of death and 
increases quality of life in women. Screening for cervical cancer or screening plus human papillomavirus co-testing in 
women is recommended by the US Preventive Services Task Force.

This measure reflects the percentage of women ages 21-64 who were screened for cervical cancer during the 
measurement year using either of two criteria: women age 21-64 who had a cervical cytology performed every three 
years or women age 30-64 who had cervical cytology/human papillomavirus co-testing performed every five years.  

The statewide rate for Cervical Cancer Screening is 74 percent. Table 7 displays the details of this statewide rate. 
Figure 2 displays the statewide rate over time. The statewide rate increased by three percentage points from 2016.

Chlamydia is the most common sexually transmitted disease in the US and can lead to serious health problems, 
including infertility in women. Chlamydia most often has no symptoms, and if symptoms do appear, it may be several 
weeks after being infected. Screening for chlamydia is recommended by the US Preventive Services Task Force.

This measure reflects the percentage of sexually active women ages 16-24 who had at least one test for chlamydia 
during the measurement year. 

The statewide rate for Chlamydia Screening is 50 percent. Table 8 displays the details of the 2017 rate. Figure 3 
displays the statewide rates over time. The rate decreased by one percentage point from 2016 to 2017.

Of cancers that affect both men and women, colorectal cancer is the second leading cause of cancer-related deaths in 
the United States and the third most common cancer in men and women. Colorectal cancer affects men and women 
of all racial and ethnic groups and is found most often in people aged 50 years or older. Screening helps find colorectal 
cancer at an early state, when treatment often leads to a cure.

This measure reflects the percentage of adults ages 51-75 who are up-to-date with the appropriate screening for 
colorectal cancer. Appropriate screenings for purposes of this measure include one of the following:

•	Colonoscopy during the measurement year or the nine years prior, or

•	Flexible sigmoidoscopy during the measurement year or the four years prior, or

•	CT colonography during the measurement year or the four years prior, or

•	Fecal immunochemical test (FIT)-DNA during the measurement year or the two years prior, or

•	Guaiac-based fecal occult blood test (gFOBT) or FIT during the measurement year.

The statewide rate for Colorectal Cancer Screening is 73 percent. Table 9 displays the details of this statewide rate.  
Figure 4 shows the statewide rate over time.  The rate has increased steadily since 2011.

Data collected for this measure are submitted directly to MNCM by medical groups/clinics from electronic health records or 
paper-based medical charts.

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Immunizations for Adolescents

Adolescents are at risk for vaccine-preventable diseases. These diseases carry serious side effects, including long-term dis-
ability and even death. Vaccines for adolescents are recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and 
the American Academy of Pediatrics.

This measure reflects the percentage of 13 year olds who had received one dose of meningococcal vaccine and one tetanus, 
diphtheria toxoids and acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap) by their thirteenth birthday. 

The statewide rate for Immunizations for Adolescents is 86 percent. Table 10 displays the details of this statewide rate. 
Figure 5 shows the average rate for this measure over time. The statewide rate has increased by 33 percentage points since 
2012. A one percentage point increase was seen between 2016 and 2017. 

Data for this measure are collected from health plan claims, the Minnesota Immunization Information Connection registry (MIIC) 
and medical record review.

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Pediatric Preventive Care: Overweight Counseling

The rapidly increasing prevalence of obesity among children is one of the most challenging dilemmas currently facing 
pediatricians. Body mass index (BMI) is a useful screening tool for assessing and tracking the degree of obesity among 
children and adolescents.

This measure assesses the percentage of pediatric patients ages 3-17 who had an overweight or obesity assessment at 
a well-child visit.  If the BMI percentile was greater than or equal to 85, the patient had appropriate documentation of 
counseling for physical activity and nutrition. 

The statewide rate for this measure is 90 percent. Table 12 displays the details of this statewide rate. Figure 7 displays 
the statewide rate over time. The statewide rate increased by one percentage point from 2016. 

Data collected for this measure are submitted directly to MNCM by medical groups from electronic health records or paper-
based medical charts.

Clinic results showed an average of 90 percent of pediatric patients ages 3-17 had appropriate documentation 
of counseling for physical activity and nutrition if their BMI percentile from an overweight or obesity assessment 
was greater than or equal to 85. There were 77 clinics that set the benchmark of 100 percent. There were 
232 of 532 clinics with rates and confidence interval fully above the statewide average.  The high performing 
clinics are listed below in alphabetical order under their medical group name.

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Controlling High Blood Pressure

Hypertension, or high blood pressure, is associated with serious health effects, such as coronary heart disease, stroke, 
and retinopathy. Control of high blood pressure can substantially reduce the chance of complications and reduce the 
risk of developing other conditions.

This measure reflects the percentage of patients ages 18-85 with a diagnosis of hypertension whose blood pressure 
was adequately controlled based on the following criteria:

•	Patients ages 18-59 whose blood pressure was less than 140/90 mmHg
•	Patients ages 60-85 with a diagnosis of diabetes whose blood pressure was less than 140/90 mmHg
•	Patients ages 60-85 without a diagnosis of diabetes whose blood pressure was less than 150/90 mmHg

The representative blood pressure is the most recent blood pressure reading during the measurement year (as long as 
the blood pressure reading occurred following the hypertension diagnosis). 

The statewide rate for Controlling High Blood Pressure was 78 percent. Table 13 displays the details of the 2017 rate. 
Figure 8 displays the statewide rate over time.  The statewide rate has increased by nearly two percentage points 
since 2016.

Depression is a serious mental illness and affects over five percent of adult Americans on any given day. Depression 
is commonly associated with difficulty with performing daily activities. Treatment can help improve the symptoms of 
depression.

Depression Remission at Six Months is defined as the percentage of patients with major depression or dysthymia and an 
initial PHQ-9 score greater than nine whose PHQ-9 score at six months was less than five. The statewide rate for Depression 
Remission at Six Months is eight percent. Table 14 displays the details of the statewide rate. Figure 9 displays the 
statewide rates over time. The rate remained stable from 2016 to 2017.

Depression Response at Six Months is defined as the percentage of patients whose PHQ-9 score at six months decreased by 
at least 50 percent from their initial PHQ-9 score. The statewide rate for Depression Response at Six Months is 14 percent. 
Table 14 displays the details of the statewide rate. Figure 9 displays the statewide rates over time. The rate increased by one 
percentage point from 2016 to 2017.

PHQ-9 Follow-up at Six Months is defined as the percentage of patients with a diagnosis of major depression or dysthymia 
and a PHQ-9 score at the index contact greater than nine who have a follow-up PHQ-9 test at six months from the index 
contact date.  The statewide rate for PHQ-9 Follow-up at Six Months is 34 percent.  Table 14 displays the details of the 
statewide rate. Figure 9 displays the statewide rates over time. The rate increased by two percentage points from 2016 to 
2017.
