THIS AMENDMENT No.~ to Lease No. 11 943-A is made by and between the State of Minnesota, 
Department of Military Affairs, hereinafter referred to as Landlord (previously known as Lessor), and 
the State of Minnesota, Department of Administration , hereinafter referred to as Tenant (previously 
known as Lessee) , acting for the benefit of the Department of Public Safety; Homeland Security & 
Emergency Management (HSEM) and Minnesota State Patrol (MSP). 

WHEREAS, Landlord and Tenant entered into Lease No. 11943-A, dated October 18, 2012, involving 
the lease of approximately one thousand four hundred eighty (1,480) usable square feet of training 
and office space in the bui lding known as Emergency Management Training Center ("Building") 
located at Camp Ripley, 15000 Hwy 115, Little Falls, MN 56345 ("Leased Premises"); 

WHEREAS, Landlord and Tenant parties deem certain amendments and additional terms and 
conditions mutually beneficial for the effective continuation of said Lease; 

NOW THEREFORE, Landlord and Tenant agree to substitution and/or addition of the following terms 
and conditions, which shall become a part of Lease No. 11943-A, effective as of the date set forth 
hereinafter.
