21, vehicle titles per M.S. 168A.29, 
and drivers' licenses per M.S. 171.06. These surcharge fees were $1.75 from 7/1/2008 through 6/30/2012, and $1.00 from 7/1/2012 through 6/30/2016. Starting in FY 2017, a $1.50 surcharge on filing fees for 

vehicle registration renewals and other motor vehicle transactions, processed by the Department per M.S. 168.33, is projected to bring in $1.9M each year.

3. Laws of 2019, 1st 55, Ch 3, Art 2, re-established the technology fee for various vehicle transactions. FY 2020 records the current estimated revenue, transfers, expenses and encumbrances as of the date 

of the reports used to prepare this document. It does not include all the spending requirements of FY 2020 as there will be more expenditures needed as the year progresses. MNIT purchases and contracts most services, 

pays the vendor, then bills DPS/MN LARS. 

In Rscal 2019, all fees were collected from Vehcle Services.
