The Minnesota Environmental Quality Board (EQB) is pleased to deliver our 2024 update on completed, planned, 
and in-progress rulemakings, pursuant to Minn. Stat § 14.116, subd. (a). 
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No rulemakings were completed in 2023. 

At this time, EQB does not have specific rules on our docket. However, in the coming year, EQB will be 
considering whether there are necessary housekeeping rules needed to revise and update our rules (Minn. R. 
4405, Minn. R. 4410, and Minn. R. 4420) and to remove rules identified in our obsolete rules report. More 
substantive rule changes may also be identified in the future. In 2024, EQB is only beginning to gather 
information and host stakeholder conversations to ascertain the scope of any necessary changes.  

EQB anticipates the upcoming Mandatory Categories Report to outline potential rule changes for the 
environmental review program. That report will be published and submitted to the legislature in December
