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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

About the Board

The Board was created in 1921 to regulate the
practice of architecture, professional engineering
and land surveying. In 1975, the practice of
landscape architecture was added to the Board’s
jurisdiction. The title act for Certified Interior
Design was added in 1990, and the practice of
geology in 1995.

Mission

The Board regulates the professions and enforces
the statutes and rules in order to protect the
health, safety and welfare of the public. We
ensure that individuals meet the education,
examination and experience standards for
licensure or certification and maintain their
records in good standing. We take disciplinary
action against those who violate the statutes,
rules and standards governing the practice of the
professions.

Board Membership

The full Board consists of 21 members appointed
by the Governor to four-year terms.

Each member serves on one of the following
committees:

e Credentialing Committee: Licensure/
certification and examination issues,
continuing education, outreach

e Complaint Committee: Enforcement of
statutes and rules

e Rules Committee: Amendments to rules

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Examinations and
In-Training Certifications

The Board evaluates the credentials of applicants
for examination by identifying those who meet
the requirements set forth in statute and rule.
Additionally, it evaluates applications for Engineer-
in-Training (EIT) certification. In the biennium, the
Board evaluated 797 such applications.

Applicants for the Fundamentals of Engineering
(FE) exam who hold an EAC-ABET accredited
degree apply directly to the national organization
NCEES to register for the exam, returning to the
Board after successful completion of that exam
to apply for their EIT certificate. Applicants for
the FE with degrees that must be evaluated

for equivalency to an EAC-ABET accredited
degree apply to the Board for the FE exam, after
successful completion of which, if they have
provided proof of qualifying education, they
receive their EIT certificate.

All applicants for the Principles and Practice of
Engineering exam and licensure apply to the
Board.

All applicants for the land survey and geology
fundamentals and professional exams apply to the
Board.

Beginning in December 2023, applicants for the
Fundamentals of Soil Science examination apply
direct to the national organization CSSE to sit,
returning to the Board to apply for their Soil-
Scientist-in-Training (SSIT) certification. Applicants
for the professional soil science exam and
licensure apply to the Board.

Applicants for architect, landscape architecture,
and certified interior design examinations apply
to the respective national councils for approval
to take their exams. Those individuals apply to
the Board for licensure or certification following
successful completion of the examination.

Licensure,

The combined licenses and
certificates issued by these
methods plus those issued after
successful examination totaled
2,440.

All licenses and CID certificates

expire on June 30 of even-numbered years. In
April through June of 2024, the Board renewed
18,558 licenses and certificates for the period
ending June 30, 2026.

Continuing Education and

Audits

Licensees and certificate holders are required

to complete and report 24 hours of continuing
education (CE) every two years, including two
hours in professional ethics. Individuals complete
an affidavit with their application for license/
certificate renewal or reinstatement affirming
completion of the continuing education. The
Board conducts random audits and requires
selected individuals to substantiate the number of
hours they reported by submitting documentation
of their courses and activities. Disciplinary action

may be taken against those found to have falsely
reported continuing education. The Board audited
the continuing education of a percentage of
licensees and certificate holders. Seven licenses
were reprimanded for failure to complete

CE requirements and making material false
statements on a renewal application related to CE.

Verifications of
Examination and Licensure

The Board staff processed 4,269 verification
requests from examinees, licensees and certificate
holders during the biennium. The verifications
include examination results, licensure history and
disciplinary action. They are sent to other states
or the national councils on behalf of the individual
requesting verification.

OQutreach

Board members and staff provide educational
outreach to citizens, legislators, building officials,
fire marshals, other state agencies, professional
organizations, schools and national councils.
Topics include licensure, enforcement, continuing
education, and statute and rule updates. Board
members and staff gave presentations to
interested parties.

The Board publishes an email bulletin which alerts
subscribers to rulemaking activities, renewal
information and other issues pertinent to the
public and the professions. The Board is also
present on several social media sites.

The Board’s website hosts information about

the Board and its activities. Individuals may
download applications for examination, licensure
and certification, view disciplinary actions, file
complaints, renew licenses and certificates and
search for licensees and CID certificate holders.

Online Applications
Initiative

The Board launched its first online applications for
examination, certification, and licensure during
the previous biennium. With the addition of
landscape architecture initial licensure and soil-
science-in-training certification, six applications
are now submitted via this system. Two more
applications are in final testing and will launch
early in the next biennium:

e Fundamentals of Geology (FG) Exam/
Geologist-in-Training Classification

e Fundamentals of Surveying (FS) Exam/
Land-Surveyor-in-Training Classification

Together, these application types represent 85% of
all applications received by the Board. At the end
of the biennium, more than 67% of all applications
received were online applications.

Rule and Statute Changes

The Board adopted a rule package, effective
December 4, 2023, that made clarifications and
improvements throughout Minnesota Rules,
Chapter 1800. Some significant changes:

e Applications for licensure by comity were
reduced to $75.

e Additional education options for licensure as a
landscape architect were created.

e Foreign degree evaluation options were added
for those professions that did not already have
any in rule.

A change made by the Legislature, effective
August 1, 2024, to Statute 326.02, subd. 5, allows
well installation by a licensed well contractor
without a land surveyor first verifying boundaries.
Supervision by a professional engineer or
architect is not required so long as the scope of
practice does not fall within that of professional
engineering or architecture.
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Budget

Application and licensure fees are set by the
Legislature to cover the Board’s direct and indirect
costs. The Board collects these fees and deposits
them into the state’s General Fund. The biennial
budget is comprised of legislative appropriations
from the General Fund.

National Councils

The National Councils are organizations made up
of member boards from each jurisdiction. Each
Council develops, administers and scores the
examinations used for licensure in the United
States. Each examination question is developed
and tested over several exam administrations

to create valid and reliable, psychometrically
defensible examinations. The Councils facilitate
professional mobility and promote uniformity of
the U.S. licensure processes and help protect the
public health, safety and welfare by leading the
regulation of the various professions.

Therefore, so as not to under report actual work
undertaken, all statistics reflect a snapshot of the
task (“cases opened,” “licenses issued,” “exams
taken,” “applications received”) specifically during
the biennium, regardless of whether all preceding or
following tasks occurred in the same the biennium.

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Fee Reductions

e The comity application fee in part 1800.0500,

to $75. This change applies to all licensed
professions.

4, for late renewals and reinstatements has
been reduced from a maximum of $60 to a
maximum of $30.

e Note this change has no impact on discipline
taken for unlicensed practice. Individuals are
reminded to keep their license/certificate
current and avoid any late fee if they intend
to practice or hold out as licensed/certified in
Minnesota.

Additional Changes

e All professions now have a path for acceptance
of foreign degrees. See each profession for
specifics.

* The Board removed obsolete and so
potentially confusing rule items throughout
the chapter. These mainly involved items
written as if the Board proctored examinations
it no longer proctors.

* The Board made “plain language” changes to
various sections, including the certifications
statements on license applications and
renewals.

EXAMINATION

The Board evaluates the education and experience
of applicants for admission to examinations
required for licensure. The Board proctors the
professional soil science exam as well as the
state-specific Minnesota Land Surveying Exam.
These paper-and-pencil exams are offered twice
per year. All other examinations are proctored by
the various National Councils to applicants who
have completed the required education and/or
experience requirements. All are computer-based,
with those having the highest demand being
offered year round.

It is, however,
a signal to employers that a
job applicant or employee is
serious about pursuing a career
in professional engineering
and has already passed one
knowledge test required for
eventual licensure: the FE
exam.

Principles and Practice of
Engineering Examination

The second examination on the path to licensure
as a professional engineer is the Principles and
Practice of Engineering (PE) exam. The Board
preapproves applicants to sit for the exam, which
is proctored by the National Council of Examiners
for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES). Scores are
transferred to the Board for retention and release
to applicants. Several disciplines, including Civil,
were converted from seasonal administration to
year-round administration over the last 2-3 years,
with a resultant shift in the distribution of results
shown in the chart on page 21.

In spring 2024, the exam modules comprising the
Structural discipline expanded from two to four:
Lateral Forces: Depth and Breadth and Vertical
Forces: Depth and Breadth. Lateral/Lateral: Depth
and Vertical/Vertical Depth are offered seasonally
in the spring and fall. Lateral Breadth and Vertical
Breadth are offered year round.

Applicants may elect to sit for the examination
prior to earning all the experience that will be
required for licensure. Those that elect this option
must present all required experience to the Board
within three years of their application date or be
required to reapply using the “EEE” option of the
Comity/EEE PE Application (see page 24) in order
to be approved for licensure.

Licenses are issued only after exam applicants
pass the exam, provide evidence of meeting the
experience requirements, and pay the license fee.

LANDSCAPE ARCHITECTURE

Landscape Architect Initial Licensure

Applicants for licensure as a landscape architect first apply directly to the Council of Landscape
Architectural Registration Boards (CLARB) for admission to the Landscape Architect Registration Exam
(LARE). The LARE is made up of four sections and is offered three times per year over a two-week
period in April, August and December. After an individual has successfully passed all four sections of the
examination, they may apply to the Board for initial licensure.

With rule changes in late 2023, new paths to licensure were open to landscape architect applicants, in
keep with minimum required competencies standards and reference to model law developed by CLARB, in

consultation with its member Boards.

The Fundamentals of Soil
Science (FSS) examination is the
first on the path to licensure as a
professional soil scientist (PSS).
Since a rule change in late 2023,
applicants apply direct with
Council of Soil Science Examiners
(CSSE) to sit for the exam. Once
they pass, they can apply to the
Board and submit a transcript
showing qualifying experience.
The Board will then issue a

Soil Scientist-In-Training (SSIT)
number. This credential does not
expire; the fee is $25.

Individuals who wish to use the title must first apply to the Council for Interior Design Qualification (CIDQ)
for admission to the National Council for Interior Design Qualification (NCIDQ) examination. The three-
section exam is offered two times per year in April and September/October. After passing, the individual
may apply to the Board for certification.

CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

e Graduation from a Council for Interior Design accredited bachelor’s or master’s program including 60
semester credits in interior design;

e Passing score on all three sections of the NCIDQ exam; and

e Completion of two to four years of qualifying professional experience (depending on education) under
the direct supervision of a CID, NCIDQ certificate holder or architect.

Architects licensed in Minnesota are deemed to have met these requirements and may apply for
certification.
