GENERAL SUMMARY

ALL UNITS OF GOVERNMENT COMBINED

The financial data for all governmental units in
Minnesota covered by this report have been combined
in Tables 1 through 9, together with appropriate
graphs and charts to show the total governmental
revenue and expenditures as well as to show the total
amount of revenue from each source and the total
cost of each function. The gross revenue and
expenditures of each governmental unit shown in the
detailed tables includes grants, shared taxes, and
service charges paid by one unit to another. These
inter-governmental transactions have been eliminated
in Tables 4 and 5 leaving net revenue and
expenditures in Tables 1 and 2.

THE DECADE 1962 - 1971
REVENUE

The combined net revenue of all governmental
units for each of the last ten years is presented in
Table 1. This provides data whereby comparisons of
the amount and percentage of revenue from each
source during this period can be made.

Governmental revenue in this decade rose from
$1,318 million to $3,670 million, an increase of
$2,352 million or 178%. While revenue from all
sources rose during this period, the increase was not
at a uniform rate and as a result the percentage of
revenue from each source changed from 1962 to
1971.

Taxes, which is the largest source of revenue,
increased $1,351 million or 149.7% during this
decade but the percentage of the total revenue
dropped from 68.5% in 1962 to 61.4% in 1971.
Intergovernmental revenue, which is entirely Federal
grants, has the largest percentage of increase in
revenue which increased $538 million or 304% and
rose from 10.6% of the total revenue in 1962 to
18.5% in 1971.

EXPENDITURES

The combined net expenditures for all units of
government, classified by function for the last ten
years, is presented in Table 2.

During this period, total net expenditures rose
from $1,295 million to $3,604 million, an increase of
182.9%. The largesl increase in expenditures was
$1.014 million or 192% for education which ac-
counted for 42.1% of the tolal expenditures in
1971 compared with 40.7% in 1962. Expenditures
for highways increased from $239 million 1o $466
million or 94.7% hul the pereentage of  lolal
expendilures dropped from 18.5% to 12.0%.

Expenditures for welfare increased from $118
million in 1962 to $386 million in 1971. The
percentage of expenditures for this purpose increased
to 10.5% in 1971 compared with 9.2% in 1962.

Unallocated expenditures rose from $74 million
in 1962 to $376 million in 1971 an increase of $302
million or 407%. Over $175 million of this increasé
occured in the last two years. Included in the
unallocated expenditures category are payments for
public employee pensions, airport operation and
construction, urban redevelopment, and metro transit
operations.

The graphs in Figures 1 through 4 show the
changes in the financial operations of all
governmental units over the last 20 years.

INDEBTEDNESS

All tables in which outstanding indebtedness is
presented have been changed this year. In former years
the indebtedness was classified by purpose of issue. It
was determined that a classification of indebtedness
by type of bonds would be of greater interest and
value. The five types are general obligation, which are
bonds payable from a general tax levy: special
assessment, which are payable wholly or in part from
special assessments; revenue bonds, which are payable
from revenue of public service enterprises; refunding
bonds; and *“other” which consists primarily of bonds
payable from Municipal State-aid Street Allocations.

Table 3, which shows outstanding indebtedness
for 10 years was necessarily reclassified for the prior
years. The “all other” category could not be restated
for cities and villages, and therefore the year 1971
should not be compared to prior years in this
category.

THE STATE
OPERATIONS

This report covers the financial operations of the
State for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1972.

In addition to carrying on various functions and
activities, the State provides financial assistance to
local governmental units in the form of grants and
shared taxes. The tables and c¢harts have been
designed to show these aids separately from
expenditures for State functions.

REVENUE

The revenue receipls of the State in the current
year tolaled $1,969 million. This was $309 million or
15.7% higher than in the preceding year and $479
million or 24.3% higher than two years previously.



Taxes of various types, most of which are
collected exclusively by the State, totaled $1,348
million or 68.5% of the total revenue. Income taxes,
including bank excise, amounted to nearly $595
million and the various sales taxes totaled $499
million. The relatively small amount received from
property taxes represents collections of delinquent
taxes only as the State has not levied this tax since
1967.

Intergovernmental revenue which consists
entirely of Federal grants totaled $475 million or
24.1% of the total revenue. This was $77.6 million or
19.5% higher than in the preceding year. Grants for
welfare rose $52.9 million and education $3.5
million, while grants for highways dropped $1.3
million.

Charges for services which totaled $80.9 million
were up $5.6 million 7.9% over the preceding year.
Other sources of revenue together totaled $64.7
million or 3.3% of the total revenue.

EXPENDITURES

State expenditures, including payment of grants
and shared taxes to local governments, totaled
$2,003.8 million in the current year. This was $§207.7
million or 11.6% above the total a year earlier. Grants
and aids, which totaled $1,276.8 million, accounted
for 63.7% of the State expenditures. Grants and
shared taxes increased $147.3 million from the
amount paid in the year ended June 30, 1971.

Expenditures for State purposes totaled $727.0
million or 36.3% of the total expenditures. This was
$60.5 million or 9.1% higher than in the preceding
year.

The relative cost of major functions divided
between State purposes and grants to local units of
government is presented in the following table.

Education accounts for the largest percentage of
expenditures both in grants and in gross expenditures,
and the second highest for State purposes which
includes State and Junior Colleges. In addition,
school districts receive a proportionate share of some
of the shared taxes. Highways account for the highest
percentage of expenditures for State purposes. This
decreased to 11.4% from 11.8% in the preceding year
but expenditures increased $14.1 million.

INDEBTEDNESS

During the current fiscal year the State issued
bonds totaling $60.8 million for building
construction. Bonds totaling $21.3 million were
retired resulting in an increase of $39.5 million in
bonds outstanding.

THE COUNTIES
OPERATION

In addition to its governmental functions,
counties serve as agents for other governmental units
in the collection and distribution of taxes and grants.
Such funds are classified as agency transactions in the
classification of receipts and disbursements in this
report. The governmental operations are reflected in
the revenue receipts and expenditures for current
expense and capital outlay. County hospitals and
nursing homes are considered public service
enterprises and their financial operations are
presented in separate tables.

REVENUE

The two main sources of county income are
property taxes and intergovernmental revenue which
together accounted for 94.9% of total revenue in
1971. Over the past five years the percentage of
revenue from taxes has dropped from 46.0% to
33.6%, and intergovernmental revenue has risen from
49.1% to 61.3%. During this period, the amount of
taxes received increased $46.4 million and
intergovernmental revenue increased $207.7 million.
The later is attributed largely to State grants for
welfare which rose $145.3 million and State shared
taxes which rose $45.8 million. State grants to
counties for education dropped $5.5 million as a
result of the consolidation of ungraded schools with
graded and secondary schools, which consolidation
eliminated county payments to school districts for
tuition and transportation.

EXPENDITURES

Expenditures by counties for governmental
function in 1971 totaled $614.5 million which
represents an increase of $264.3 million or 75.5% in
the past five years. Most of this increase came from
highway expenditures which rose $34.9 million and
welfare which rose $192 million.

Welfare is the largest county function
accounting for 59.2% of the total expendituresin 1971.
Current expense for each type of welfare in 1970 and
1971 is presented in the following table.

Aid to the disabled has the largest dollar increase
in 1971 with $25.1 million or 118% over the
preceding year.

OPERATIONS OF PUBLIC SERVICE ENTERPRISES

The financial operations of county hospitals and
nursing homes are presented in Tables 23 and 24.

The 17 county hospitals had operating revenue
of $42.5 million and operating expense of $54.2
million resulting in a net operating loss of $11.7
million. Most of this loss is attributable to Hennepin
County General and Saint Paul-Ramsey hospitals
which are supported in part by tax levies.

Rest and nursing homes had operating revenue
of $8.7 million and operating expense of $9.2 million
resulting in a net operating loss of $417 thousand.
This loss is attributable to the operating loss of $766
thousand at the three homes in St. Louis County.

INDEBTEDNESS

In 1971, counties issued bonds totaling $21.8
million and retired bonds totaling $7.8 million,
leaving $112.4 million outstanding at December 31,
1971.

CITIES AND VILLAGES
GOVERNMENTAL OPERATIONS

A separate report on the revenue, expenditures
and debt of cities and villages is published by this
department. Summaries from that report are
incorporated herein. Governmental operations are
presented in a summary by population groups and in
total for each of the last five years.

REVENUE

Revenue receipts totaled $479.9 million in the
current year. This is $64.2 million or 15.5% higher
than in 1970, and $205 million or 74.6% higher than
in 1967.

During this five-year period taxes have increased
$47.9 million or 36.8%, but the percentage of
revenue from this source has dropped from 47.4% to
37.1%. This came about largely through the increase
in intergovernmental revenue mainly state shared
taxes and aids which rose $91.7 million or 266.1%
and accounted for 26.3% of the total revenue in 1971
compared with 12.5% in 1967. Revenue from special
assessments increased $19.9 million but the
percentage of revenue from this source dropped from
15.6% to 13.1%. Revenue from all other sources also
increased during this period, with licenses and permits
and also fines and forfeits showing the smallest gains.

EXPENDITURES

Expenditures by all municipalities for
governmental functions in 1971 totaled $542.7
million. This was $74 million or 15.8% higher than in
1970 and $232.4 million or 74.9% higher than in
1967.

Expenditures for highways totaled $106.5
million, up $10.3 million over the preceding year and
up $31 million over 1967. Public safety expenditures
totaled $102.5 million, which was $12 million higher
than in 1970 and $44.6 million above 1967.
Sanitation totaled $112.2 million which was $49
million over the total in 1967.

The increase in the amount of interest paid
reflects the increase in bonds outstanding as well as
higher interest rates on bonds issued during the last
few years.

OPERATIONS OF PUBLIC SERVICE ENTERPRISES

Municipalities in Minnesota operate 12 types of
public service enterprises. When possible, the financial
operations are presented on the accrual basis rather
than the cash basis.

The summary of the operations for the years
1970 and 1971 are presented in Table 28.

Operating revenue and expense were both higher
for all types of enterprises in 1971. However, the
increase in operating expense exceeded the increase in
operating revenue for all but water and gas utilities
and nursing homes which resulted in lower income or
greater loss from operations of the electric and heat
utilities, hospitals, and other enterprises. The large
increase in both operating revenue and expense in
other service enterprises is attributed to the Duluth
Transit Authority which was included for the first
time in 1971.

Municipal liquor store sales were up $4.5
million, cost of sales were up $3.2 million and gross
profit was up $1.3 million. However, operating
expense rose $1.5 million resulting in a decrease in
net income of over $200 thousand. Contribltions to
governmental funds totaled $9.8 mﬂhon compared
with $9.9 million in 1970.

INDEBTEDNESS

The outstanding bonded indebtedness of cities
and villages rose $88.2 million in 1971 reaching a
total of $928.5 million at the end of that year.

TOWNS
OPERATIONS

Towns in Minnesota have been exempt from the
legal requirement that financial reports or statements



be submitted to this department by governmental
subdivisions. The 1973 legislature eliminated this
exemption and towns will be required to submit
financial statements for the year 1973. In order to
present a report on the financial operations of all
governmental units in the State it is necessary to
estimate the financial operations of towns from data
available through records and reports of the State and
counties.

REVENUE

As nearly all town revenue is received from
counties in the form of taxes, assessments, and grants,
data pertaining to town revenue are obtained from
county financial statements. Also considered is the
distribution of cigarette, liquor, and sales taxes,
homestead credit payments and reimbursements for
exempt personal property by the State.

A five year summary of town revenue and
expenditures is presented in Table 29. Grants and aids
have become the principal source of revenue for
towns accounting for 52.5% of the total revenue in
the current year.

EXPENDITURES

The classification of town expenditures is
estimated, based on the purpose for which taxes are
levied and bonds are issued, as well as a few State
Auditors (Public Examiner’s) audit reports and a few
annual town financial statements which are made
available. It is impossible to distinguish between
current expense and capital outlay with the
information available. The relatively large amount
classified as miscellaneous is due to expenditures of
towns which are urban in character that carry on
functions not common to most towns.

INDEBTEDNESS

Relatively few towns have any bonded
indebtedness and of these seven towns which were
urban in character account for $21.7 million or
93.8% of the $23.1 million outstanding at December
31,1971.

SCHOOLS
OPERATIONS

Schools operate on a June 30 fiscal year, the
current year in this report being that which ended
June 30, 1972,

Although all districts maintaining ungraded
schools were to be consolidated with districts
maintaining graded and secondary schools by the
school year which began July 1, 1971, three were
not. These districts are presented separately from the
districts maintaining graded and secondary schools
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which are presented in summary at the end of Tables

34 and 35.

Area vocational schools are shown separately for
the first time and are listed on the last page of Tables
34 and 35.

REVENUE

The total revenue of all school districts in
Minnesota exceeded $1.17 billion for the year ended
June 30, 1972. Such revenue was above the total in
the preceding year and $519.0 million or 78.9%
higher than in fiscal 1968. During this period taxes
have risen $188.6 million or 62.4% and state aids
$284 million or 117.2%. This resulted in taxes
dropping from 46.0% of the total revenue to 41.7%
and state aids increasing from 38.9% to 45.9%.
County aids, which are largely for tuition and
transportation of pupils in ungraded districts,
dropped from $18 million in fiscal 1968 to $11
million in the year ended June 30, 1972, as ungraded
districts were eliminated by consolidation.

EXPENDITURES

Total expenditures, like revenue, exceeded
$1.17 billion in the current year having increased
$85.5 million over the preceding year. Current
expense accounted for 86.6% and capital outlay
13.4% of total expenditures.

Total current expense per pupil in the graded
and secondary schools in the last five years is
presented in the following table.

The cost per pupil has increased over $407
during this period. The expenditure increase has been
much greater in the last two years of this period,
and the increase in enrollment has been less.

INDEBTEDNESS

School districts issued bonds totaling $87
million and paid $47 million in 1971 leaving a
balance of $1,121 million outstanding at the end of
that year.

OTHER AGENCIES
OPERATIONS
The governmental agencies included in this

section of the report have been created to perform
certain functions in areas which are generally not




coterminous with existing governmental units. They
are supported by revenue derived from sources similar
to those of other governmental units and their
expenditures cover nearly every type of function, as
shown in Table 7.

REVENUE

The Other Agencies had revenue totaling $688
million in 1971. Over $339.4 million was received

from intergovernmental revenue and $192.6 million
from charges for services.

EXPENDITURES

Expenditures of the Other Agencies totaled $621
million of which $284.8 million was by the
University of Minnesota, $105.9 million was housing
authorities and urban renewal, $56.8 million by
retirement associations and $23.4 million by airports.

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EXPLANATION OF CLASSIFICATIONS USED

The data reported by the governmental units
included receipts of all types and disbursements for all
purposes. As the intent of this report is to provide
information relating to the finances of the State and its
local governmental units in comparable form, a
uniform classification of receipts and disbursements
was developed.

Receipts were first classified as to revenue and
nonrevenue, and disbursements were classified as to
expenditures, and disbursements not chargeable as
expenditures. Nonrevenue receipts, and disbursements
which are not chargeable as expenditures, neither add
to nor detract from the net assets of the government.
Examples of nonrevenue receipts are (1) borrowing,
(2) sale of investments, (3) refunds, and (4) interfund
transfers. Examples of disbursements not chargeable
as expenditures are (1) debt redemption, (2) trust and
agency payments, (3) purchase of investments, (4)
refunds paid out, and (5) inter-fund transfers.

Revenue receipts are classified as to source,
expenditures by activities. The classification used
closely follows the standard classification developed by
the  National Committee on  Governmental
Accounting. A uniform classification of revenue by
source permits accurate comparisons between
governmental units, and the analysis of financing
methods. A uniform classification of expenditures by
activities reveals operating costs, and enables an
accurate comparison between governmental units, as
similar activities are common to most units.

In most communities the following activities are
regarded as self-supporting public service enterprises:

Water utility
Electric utility
Heat utility
Gas utility
Liquor store
Hospital
Nursing homes

Because of the basic differences between the
characteristics of governmental funds, and funds for
the operation of these enterprises, the receipts and
disbursements of the governmental and public service
enterprise funds are shown separately.

The classification used herein is detailed below.
GOVERNMENTAL REVENUE RECEIPTS

1. General Property Taxes - Includes all receipts
from the direct ad valorem tax on real and
personal property. Includes penalties and interest
on delinquent taxes. Includes power and light
tax, mortgage registry tax, and bank excise tax in
the case of cities, villages, towns, and school
districts.

2. Other Taxes
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Mortgage Registry tax - apportioned 1/6 to
the 'State; 1/6 to the county; 1/3 to the city,
village or town; 1/3 to the school district.

Inheritance, estate and gift taxes to the
State. Twenty per cent of inheritance and
estate taxes apportioned to the county in
which the decedent resided.

Motor Vehicle gasoline tax - to the State -
apportioned after refunds and collection
costs, 62% to state trunk highways, 29% to
counties for state-aid highways and 9% to
municipalities over 5,000 population for
state-aid streets.

Aviation fuel tax - transferred to the State

Airports Fund.
Income tax - to the State.

Motor vehicle tax - to State - apportioned
the same as Motor Vehicle gasoline tax.

Gross earnings tax - to the State.

Liquor tax - to the State, which apportions
30 per cent to local units.

Iron ore occupational tax - to the State.

Iron ore royalty tax - to the State.

Insurance premiums tax - to the State, which
apportions to municipalities maintaining fire
departments.

Bushel tax - to county.

Vessel tonnage tax - to the State, (20%), and
county, (80%).

Air carriers’ flight property tax - to the
State.

Aircraft license tax - to the State.

Cigarette tax - to the State, which

apportions 18% to local units.
Tobacco products tax - to the State.

Mobilé homes tax - 10% to State, 10% to
County, 30% to municipality, 50% to School
District.

Oleomargarine tax - to the State.

Bank excise - to the State - transmitted to
counties for distribution.

Documents tax - to the State.

3. Special Assessments - Includes receipts from
benefited property owners for street, sidewalk,
ditch, sewer, and other construction or
improvement costs.

4. Licenses and Permits - Includes receipts from
licenses and permits for street use, from
businesses and occupations, non-business licenses,
and permits for building, plumbing, etc.

5. Fines, Forfeits, and Penalties - Includes receipts
exacted as penalties for law violation, penalties
for non-observance of contracts, forfeited
deposits, etc.

6. Intergovenmental Revenue - Includes grants and
shared taxes from other governmental units.

7. Department Service Charges - Includes charges,
fees, rentals, and minor sales of the various
departments such as, police, fire, parks, ete.

8. Miscellaneous Revenue - Includes receipts from
sale of property, interest on investments or
deposits, rental of nondepartmental property and
donations.

9. Contributions from Public Service Enterprise
Funds - Permanent transfers or contributions
from public service enterprises to governmental
funds, such as payments in lieu of taxes, or flat
sum coniributions.

GOVERNMENTAL NONREVENUE RECEIPTS

1. Borrowing - Includes receipts from sale of bonds,
certificates of indebtedness, tax anticipation
certificates, except public service enterprise
borrowing.

2. Agency Receipts - Includes all moneys collected
for other civil divisions.

3. Trust Receipts - Includes all moneys received
which are to be held in trust for the benefit of the
public or of individuals, the principal of which
adds nothing to the assets of the government.

4. Sale of Investments - Includes sale of securities or
other property held as investments.

5. Other Nonrevenue Receipts - Includes refunds,
reimbursements, receipts in error, and revolving
and working capital funds.

DISBURSEMENTS

Disbursements of the various units include
current expense (the annual recurring cost of

maintaining  governmental  functions including
interest); capital outlay (expenditures for permanent
improvements and equipment); debt redemption; trust
fund payments; agency payments; purchase of
investments.

Refunds and reimbursements have been deducted
from receipts of a similar nature and off-set.
Disbursements are classified under two board headings.

1. Expenditures
2. Disbursements not Chargeable as
Expenditures

GOVENMENTAL EXPENDITURES
Current Expenses

1. General Government - Includes all payments for
the current expenses of general governmental
officers, executive, legislative and judicial; boards
and commissions; elections; general government
buildings; and all general administrative expense
payments.

2. Public Safety - Includes payments on account of
the current expense of police and fire
departments; protective inspection; National
Guard and armory expense; protection to
animals; coroner’s expense; morgues; civil
defense; flood control and correction.

3. Conservation of Natural Resources - Includes
payments on account of county agents; county
fairs; lake and stream improvements; ditches;
contributions to agricultural societies; protection
and propagation of game and fish; State Forests.

4. Highways - Includes maintenance and operation
payments for roads, streets, bridges, alleys,
sidewalks. Includes payments for lighting, snow
removal and traffic control.

5. Sanitation and Waste Removal - Includes all
expense payments for sanitary sewers; storm
sewers; sewage disposal plants; garbage and refuse
collection and disposal; weed cutting; public rest
rooms; street cleaning and dust prevention.

6. Conservation of Health - Includes payments for
current expense of health departments; health
inspection;  vital  statistics;  control of
communicable diseases; child health service.

7. Hospitals - Includes payments for operation of
State hospitals. County and municipal hospitals
are considered public service enterprises in this
report.

8. Welfare - Includes all payments for the support or
assistance of the poor, the aged, the blind,
dependent children; contributions to charitable
organizations; veteran’s aid; administration costs
of the various programs.
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9. Education Includes payments for current
expenses of all institutions of learning; books;
school libraries; supplies furnished to pupils;
school administration; transportation of pupils.

10. Libraries - Includes payments for current
expenses of all libraries intended for the use of
the public; and all payments to other units for
Library servites.

11. Recreation - Includes the payments for operation
and maintenance of recreational activities,
buildings and supervision; parks, musical
entertainments; celebrations.

12. Miscellaneous Includes contributions to
employees pension funds; insurance premiums
not unallocated to a specific function; operation
and maintenance of port authorities, public
markets, municipal airports, housing and
redevelopment authorities, and other unallocable
current expense.

13. Contributions to Public Service Enterprise Funds -
Includes permanent transfer made to these
funds except payments for services.

14. Interest - Includes payment of interest on all
classes of public debt, with the exception of
interest on debt of municipally owned public
service enterprises.

Capital Outlay

Includes all payments for construction and
improvements of governmental property, exclusive of
property belonging to a government owned public
service enterprise. Includes purchase of real property
and major equipment. In general, payments which
create or enhance the value of governmental tangible
assets are capital outlay.

GOVERNMENTAL DISBURSEMENTS NOT
CHARGEABLE AS EXPENDITURES

Debt Redemption - Includes principal payments
on all classes of public debt, such as bonds, certificates,
except public service enterprise debt.

Agency Payments - Includes all payments to other
civil divisions of money which has been collected on
behalf of other civil divisions, for example: collections
of taxes by the county for other units.

Trust Payments - Includes payments on account
of private trust funds, i.e., funds which are in the
custody of the government, but which add nothing to
1ts assets.

Purchase of Investments - Includes payments for
the purchase of investments, except purchases of
investments by public service enterprise funds.

Other Disbursements - Includes refunds, rebates,
revolving and working capital funds.

REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE ADJUSTMENTS

In the tables showing net revenues (Tables 4 and
6), the grants and aids received from the State by the
counties, cities, villages, towns, school districts, and
other agencies are eliminated in a column provided for
that purpose. Grants and aids received from the
counties by the cities, villages, towns, and other
agencies are adjusted in the same manner. Elimination
of grants from other units, e.g., the City of Saint Paul’s
contribution to the Ramsey County Welfare Board, is
made in the same way. The amount of
inter-governmental departmental service charges, i.e.,
reimbursement by one unit of government for services
performed by another unit, were totaled for each type
of governmental subdivision and the adjustment to
eliminate duplication was made in the elimination
column. Thus the inter-governmental transactions,
insofar as they affect the revenue picture, have been
eliminated and the net totals presented in the
aforementioned tables represent the net revenues
received by all levels of government reporting for the
years covered by this report.

To arrive at the total net expenditures, shown in
Table 5, for each governmental function (public safety,
highways, etc.), each functional category, for each
type of unit, was adjusted downward by the amounts
paid to other governmental subdivisions, whether the
payments were in the form of grants and aids or for
services rendered. Through the use of this method of
adjustment it is possible to show the total net
expenditures on an gver-all basis and indicate, as well,
the gross expenditures for each class of government.

PUBLIC SERVICE ENTERPRISES

Tables are included in this report where operating
revenue and expenses, and nonoperating revenue and
expenses are shown for the purpose of arriving at the
net income for each type of public service enterprise.
In addition, columns are provided in these tables to
show (1) net contributions to or from governmental
funds, (2) borrowing, (3) capital outlay, (4) debt
service (bonds and interest paid).

The classifications used for the public service
enterprises closely follow those used by the Federal
Bureau of the Census and, in general, include the types
of revenue and expenses that are used in similar
enterprises in private industry.
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
