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PREFACE

The annual report of the State Auditor on revenues, expenditures,
and debt of the cities in Minnesota for the fiscal year ended December
31, 1989, includes taxable tax capacities, net tax levies and the
financial operations of municipalities. Populations were taken from
"Minnesota Populations, 1988" from the Office of the State Demographer.
The data have been collected, published and distributed pursuant to
Minnesota Statutes, Sections 6.74 and 6.75.

In this report as in the 1981 through 1988 reports, all enter-
prise funds are reported separately from the governmental funds, in
accordance with current accounting and reporting practices. Caution
is necessary when comparing recent reports to those published in years
prior to 1981, since separate reporting of enterprise and governmental
funds was not uniform until 1981,

The Office of the State Auditor has generated this report using
dBASE IV and IBM AT personal computers. Anyone who wishes to analyze
the data further should contact this office for assistance.

My staff and I want to express our appreciation to the clerks
and municipal finance officers whose helpful cooperation contributed to

the preparation of this report.

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TAXABLE TAX CAPACITY

For tax collection Kears 1988 and prior,
taxable valuation was calculated based on a
forasula applied to market value. This resulted
in an assessed valuation which was used as a base
to spread the annual tax levies.

Beginninq with propert{ taxes payable in
1989, the State of Hinnesota legislated a change
in this formula. The previous system of assessed
values has been replaced with a set of tax
capacity rates.

Interest earnings on investments, the third
largest revenue source for cities in 1989,
increased 836.4 million fros 1988.  Interest
earnings accounted for 9.1% of total revenue
compared with 7.9¢ in 1988.

Special assessments totaled $183.0 million
and accounted for 8.2% of total revenue compared
vith  6198.5 million or 9.5% in 1988. The
gercenta e of total revenue from this source varied

rom 2.84 in the over 100,000 population class to
12.5% in the 2,500 to 10,000 population class.

Charges for services, which totaled £145.4
pillion, were 821.2 million or 17.1% more than in
1988. Charges for services represented 7.8% of
total revenue in the over 100,00 gopulation class
compared to an average of 6.2% in the other
population classes.

Transfers from public service enterprises
totaled 857.8 million. These transfers, which are
shown as "Other Financing Sources,” are an im-
portant financing source for the under 2,500 pop-
ulation class where they account for 810 million.

EXPERDITURES

Expenditures for governmental functions b
all cities  in 1989 totaled 82.4
billion. This should not be directly compared to
years before 1981 due to the accounting changes
mentioned on page 1.

Beginning in 1985, grincipal payments in debt
service funds have been included in expenditures;
and, effective in 1987, principal paid on special
assessment bonds have also been included to wmore
nearlg confora to accounting standards. Total
expenditures (including principal) should not be
cougared to years prior to 1987, or distortions
will result.

Public safety was the costliest governnental
function in 1989, Totaling #486.3 million, expend-
itures increased $31.3 million or 6.9% more than
19688. Approximately 6290.4 million or 59.7%
was for police.

Expenditures for streets and highways, the
second largest expenditure for 1989, was $480.8
aillion or 21.6%8 of total expenditures. This
includes 59.1% or 8264.4 aillion in exgenditures
for equipsent and contruction. Overall spending
increased 834.2 eillion or 7.7% from 1988.

Expenditures for gemeral government were u
825.6 million or 11.4% in 1989, Total genera
government expenditures were $250.3 million and
accounted for 11.28 of the total expenditures
conpared with 8224.7 eillion or 10.4% in 1988,

Interest and fiscal charges, which totaled
8228.5 million, increased 813.3 eillion or 6.2%
from 1988. These expenditures represent 10,2% of
ggsgl expenditures in 1989 compared to 9.9% during

HRA and economic development expenditures
totaling 6224 million decreased 13.9% over the
preceding year. This accounted for 10.0% of the
total expenditures compared with $260.3 million or
12.0% in 19868,

Figures 1 and 2 depict the percentage of
total revenues or expenditures that each govern-
mental function provides. Figure 3 shows the
change in the total amount of ?overniental
revenues and expenditures in the last 10 years,

OPERATIOR OF PUBLIC SERVICE EWTERPRISES

Hunicipalities in Hinnesota operate many
types of public service enterprises. Hine are
presented on separate tables and others are
combined in one table as "Other Service
Enterprises.” In this report electric utilities
that operate generation and distribution sgsteus
are cosbined with those operating distribution
systeas only.

When possible, the financial operations of
these enterprises are presented on the accrual
basis rather tham cash basis. The basis of
accounting is disclosed in footnotes in Tables 10
through 19.
