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Supporting Our Children 

I am pleased to present our annual performance report on Minnesota's child supp011 
enforcement program. The 2001 Performance Report details our work in the past 
state fiscal year. We led the nation by collecting an average $2,162 per open case. 
This translates to over half a billion dollars disbursed to families. 

These results represent the joint efforts of our state office, our 87 counties, and a 
range of community partners. Together, we ensure that our children receive the 
support of both their fathers and mothers. 

In addition to collecting support, child support professionals completed Minnesota's 
pass-through transition. This means that families receiving public assistance now 
receive all their current support as it is paid. This child support is a critical factor in 
helping low-income families become self-sufficient. Nearly 40 percent of the 
families leaving MFIP in 2000 received court-ordered child support from a non­
custodial parent. 

We have also completed the planning process for our statewide Performance 
Management Project (PERM). PERM will create a performance management 
system to support counties in delivering program services to meet statewide 
performance standards. (The federal incentive measures and our results are at the 
back of this report.) As the project begins, we are focusing on getting performance 
data to state and county staff in a usable format and on a regular, timely basis. By 
measuring and communicating outcomes, we will share accountability for the 
services we provide. 

Thank you for helping make this a successful year for many Minnesota families. 
Please take the time to review this report which documents Minnesota's work in 
supporting children.
