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The Norway Pine (Pinus resinosa)- Minnesota's State Tree 

The Norway pine is a native of Minnesota and its range extends 
throughout the coniferous forest area of the state. It grows 
to a height of 60 - 140 feet with a diameter reaching four and 
one-half feet, and an age upwards of 300 years. The quality of 
the lumber gives it a place of increasing importance in present 
day forest management. 



F 0 R E W 0 R D 

Property tax is a very important source of revenue for all local 
govermental units, namely cities, townships, school districts, 
special districts and county governments. The State government 
has not levied a property tax since 1966. This bulletin summar­
izes 1974 assessed and market values, the property taxes levied 
on that property by governmental unit, the estimated distribution 
of the actual tax payable in 1975 by use classification by county, 
and the 1975 payments for the 45% and taconite homestead tax re­
lief credit. A market value tab,le for the exempt property which 
is assessed every six years is also included in this year's 
bulletin. In addition to current year property data, this 
bulletin also contains a review of the Minnesota property tax 
system, illustrates selective historical property tax data, and 
a comparison by county of the current year's taxable value, taxes 
levied, and mill rates to those payable in 1974.

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SECTION I 

REVIEW OF THE MINNESOTA PROPERTY TAX SYSTEM 
TAXES PAYABLE IN 1975 

The following narrative section is a general 
description of the Minnesota property tax 
system for taxes payable in 1975 and the laws 
that prevailed at that time. It does not con­
tain any changes made by the 1975 legislature, 
effective payable 1976. 

The general property tax is the major tax imposed by local governmental 
units and school districts. The State has not imposed a levy on property 
s i nee 1966. Therefore, th_g_~~n~tiX'~~ ~prgperJY~J<:!)~_,b_ase is subject to tax­
ation only by the local taxing districts namely, c~unty governments, 
~~itig$,, tqwnshtps, scbool_~dj?tricts, and spe~jal ,t9)(JD~g~_cli?J:J:igJs. The 
property tax is an ad valorem tax. The amount of tax levied on a parcel 
of property is based upon the market value of the property, the total 
assessedvalue of property in the taxing districts having authority to 
levy a tax on the parcel of property, and the property tax budget re­
quirements of the taxing districts. (See Fiscal Disparities page 16 for 
method of taxation in metropolitan counties). All .real property and 
tangible personal property is subject to taxation unless specifically 
exempted by law. 

A. Values 

1. Exempt Property: 

Exempt real property includes Indian lands, public property, and 
education religious and charitable institutions. This property 
is valued every six years; 1974 being an assessment year. The 
1974 market value of exempt property categorized by general type 
is shown on Table 14. 

Effective for the 1973 and subsequent assessments, exempt property 
also includes the value of commercial and industrial tools, imple­
ments, machinery and equipment attached to or installed in real 
property for use in the business or production activity conducted 
thereon, excepting public utility attached machinery. 

Exempt personal property includes farm livestock, farm machinery, 
furniture, inventories, tools and machinery of service, retail, 
wholesale and manufacturing businesses, furnishings of rental units 
if the rental value is subject to the sales tax and containers in 
the possession of the consumer during consumption if the sale of 
the commodities is subject to the sales tax. Household goods are 
also exempt from property taxation. 
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2. Assessors: 

As of January 1, 1968, each county must have a county assessor ap­
pointed by the Board of County Commissioners and approved by the 
State Commissioner of Revenue. The term of county assessor is 
four years. Assessors in municipalities of 30,000 or more population 
have the same duties and responsibilities as county assessors. The 
county assessor, aided by deputy assessors and local assessors, must 
assess all property except state-assessed property. The State is 
responsible for the original assessment of electric transmission 
and distribution systems and pipeline systems distributing water, 
gas, or petroleum products. All airflight property, i.e., commercial 
aircraft, is assessed by the State as well as the real property of 
the Minneapolis-St. Paul International Airport. Minerals and unmined 
ore are also state-assessed. 

3. Valuation of Property: 

Real property is assessed every two years on January 2 of odd num­
bered years, and personal property is assessed annually on January 2. 
All property is to be valued at its market value, which is the usual 
selling price of property. (Prior to the 1972 assessment, the prac­
tice was to take one-third of market value to arrive at an adjusted 
market value. The statutory classification rates were applied to 
the adjusted market value to determine the assessed value. With the 
discontinuation of adjusted market value, the total assessed values 
of real and personal property approximately tripled. Since the mill 
rate is arrived at by dividing the tax levy by the assessed valuation, 
the mill rate is approximately one-third of what it had been under 
the previous system. Therefore, a rate of 300 mills would be only 
100 mills under the new system.) 

4. Classification of Property: 

When property is valued, it must be classified according to the 
legal classification system. The various statutory classification 
rates are applied to the market value to determine the assessed 
value of property. The term 11 assessed 11 value and 11 taxable 11 value 
are synonymous except in the metropolitan counties. See #10 in 
this section for explanation due to fiscal disparities. Real and 
personal property in Minnesota is classified as follows for the 
1974 assessment, for determination of taxes payable in 1975.

5. Limited Increase on Specified Types of Property: 

Effective with the 1973 assessment, residential property plus agricultural 
property and real estate devoted to temporary and seasonal residen-
tial occupancy for recreational purposes where such property is held 
by the same owner, by a surviving spouse of deceased owner, or by a 
surviving joint tenant, for a period of one year prior to any as­
sessment date, the assessor, after determining value of the property 
shall compare the value with that determined in the preceding assess­
ment. If the increase exceeds 5% of the preceding valuation, the 
amount of increase entered in the current assessment shall be de-
creased so as not to exceed 5%. The 1974 Legislature amended this 
law effective for the 1974 and subsequent assessments by allowing 
the specified property to be sold and still be eligible for the 5% 
limitation. 

6 . Rev i ew and E qua 1 i z at i on : 

The work of the assessor is subject to administrative review and 
equalization at three levels: the Local Board of Review, the County 
Board of Equalization, and the State Board of Equalization. It is 
the duty of these boards to equalize property assessments within each 
class and within each taxing district. 

B. Tax Levies and Mill Rates 

1. The Property Tax Budget Levy: 

Each local taxing district determines the amount of money needed to 
fund their various operations in the coming year. The total amount 
of this money is commonly referred to as a 11 budget. 11 Finances for 
the budget originate from a variety of sources including, among 
others, State and federal aids, parking meters, fines, municipal 
liquor stores, licenses, permits, local sales taxes, and property 
taxes. The property tax budget levy is only one constituent of the 
entire operating budget required by the taxing district. 



2. Levy Limitations: 

The 1971 Legislature enacted a law (later amended in 1973 and in 19?4) 
which imposed limi-tations upon the revenue raised by means of prop­
erty tax levies. There are two basic overall levy limitation laws; 
one pertains to local governments and the other pertains to school 
districts. Since these laws are completely independent from one 
another, each will be discussed separately. 

a. Local Government Levy Limitations 

All cities of 500 population or more, towns with statutory city powers 
of 500 population or more, and county governments are subject to an 
ove ra 11 1 oca 1 government J~y~N~J~im1~ta+tj~QD<· Basi ca 11 y, it 1 i mi ts the 
local districts to a 6% increase in the levy limit base per capita 
over the 1 evy 1 imi t base per capita in the previous 1 evy year. Pro­
visions are made in the law which allow the limitations to be in­
creased or adjusted to reflect changes in population9 increases or 
decreases in functions and services, or the will of the voters of the 
governmental subdivision. This overall levy limitation is in addi­
tion to specific charter, special law, and statutory levy limitations. 
If the overall limitation is more restrictive than the specific 
limitations, the overall limitation prevails. If the specific limi­
tations are more restrictive than the overall limitation, the specific 
limitations prevail. 

All ad valorem tax levies are subject to the governmental subdivision's 
overall levy limitation except for 11 Special levies 11 and other levies 
authorized by statute or special act to be levied outside the govern­
ment subdivision's overall levy limitation. The 11 special levies 11 

authorized outside the overall levy limitations are numerous and de­
tailed, but in brief, they include the following. 

(l) Amount of money needed for the increased costs of court judg­
ments and out of court settlements on any action other than an action 
on an express contract or default on an express contract, including 
the premium costs of liability insurance (but excluding coverage 
for Workmen's Compensation claims). 

(2) Amount of levy needed for the increased cost of compliance 
with written lawful orders issued by the State of Minnesota, or the 
United States, or any agency or subdivision thereof, or with stipu­
lation agreements in lieu of such lawful orders. This special levy 
also includes the cost of complying with permits for treatment works 
or disposal systems for pollution abatement in lieu of lawful orders.

(3) Amount needed for compliance with Laws of Minnesota which 
are mandatory as opposed to permissive, and which specifically 
and directly result in increased costs to the governmental sub­
division. 

(4) Amount needed for expanded county court systems, to the ex­
tent of the additional cost remaining to the county government over 
the payable 1971 budget level for the probate court of such county, 
after the subtraction of the county's anticipated collections of 
fees, fines and forfeits in the taxes payable year. 



(5) Amount of levy needed for increased public pension costs, 
including increased costs for social security, PERA, the Public 
Employees Police and Fire Fund of PERA, volunteer firemen•s relief 
associations, retirement associations operating under the Police and 
Firemen 1·s Relief Association Guidelines Act of 1969 and any retire­
ment association operating under a special law of the Minnesota 
Legislature. The total increase in the required levy is allowed as 
a 11 special levy .. without regard to whether or not a portion of such 
increased costs is attributable to salary increases or expanded man­
power levels. 

(6) Amount of levy needed for matching fund programs or projects 
with the State or federal government to the extent of the increase in 
levy for the required local share over the amount levied for the pro­
gram or project in levy year 1970, taxes payable in 1971. In deter­
mining the special levy, the governmental subdivision may include 
levies in anticipation of State or federal grants, levies to reim­
burse expenditures already made for local shares, as well as current 
levy year requirements. 

(7) Amount required for natural disasters, including the cost 
of preventing, preparing for, or repairing the effects of such dis­
asters. 

(8) Amount of levy needed for county welfare administration, in­
cluding the entire certified levy for the unreimbursed costs of wel­
fare administration, social services and purchase of social services, 
general assistance and poor relief and the categorical aids. 

(9) Amount needed for bonded indebtedness, including the entire 
levy amount required to make the bond principal and interest payments 
due in the forthcoming budget year. A municipality may also claim a 
special levy for the amount needed to reimburse liquor store revenues 
used to pay the principal and interest due on municipal liquor store 
bonds in the calendar year immediately preceding the current levy 
year. Other bond-like payments that qualify as a special levy are 
the 1 evi es to fund the payments made to the Minnesota State Armory 
Building Commission to the extent that such payments are for the 
purpose of retiring the principal and interest on armory construc­
tion bonds. Similarly, a levy to fund the payments made to another 
political subdivision of the State of Minnesota is a special levy 
to the extent that such payments are used to retire the principal 
and interest on bonds or certificates of indebtedness of the type 
that qualify as a special levy. 

(10) Amount needed to pay the cost of principal and interest 
on certain types of certificates of indebtedness. These are pri­
marily equipment certificates of indebtedness such as those author­
ized by Minnesota Statutes, Section 412.301. 

(11) Amount of levy required for decreasing non-tax revenues 
to reimburse a governmental subdivision for the decrease in revenues 
from municipal liquor stores, public service enterprises (for ex­
ample, watet utilities), licenses, permits, fees, fines and forfeits. 
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(12) Amount needed for a decreased mobile home tax distribution, 
to the extent that the governmental subdivision's portion of the ad 
valorem tax on mobile homes in the current levy year is less than 
the distribution of the mobile homes tax aid to the governmental sub­
division in calendar year 1971. 

(13) Amount needed for those governmental subdivisions which ex­
perienced a county auditor's error of omission or an error of omis­
sion in the levy certified to the county auditor in levy year 1971 or 
thereafter. 

(14) Amount needed for the increased costs of extending services 
to newly annexed areas or the increased costs of developing services 
in a newly incorporated municipality. The amount of such increased 
costs must be the costs as estimated by the Minnesota Municipal Com­
mission and contained in a Municipal Commission order. 

(15) Amount required for the increased costs resulting from ex­
tending municipal services to a new private industrial and nonresi­
dential commercial developments. This special levy must be calculated 
separately for each new development project for which a building 
permit is issued. 

(16) Amount needed for the costs of implementing Dutch elm and 
oak wilt disease eradication and tree removal programs. 

Except for these "special levies" and other specified levies 
authorized by law to be made in excess of the governmental subdivi­
sion's overall levy limitation, all levies in excess of a governmental 
subdivision's overall levy limitation are subject to a 33 percent 
penalty, which is deductible from the governmental subdivision's 
Local Government Aid payments. 

b. School District Levy Limitations 

The most important levy limit on schools covers the levy for all 
general and special school purposes, or the school maintenance levy. 
This limit is determined by three different formulas for three dif­
ferent types of districts.

The Commissioner of Education shall authorize the county auditor to 
reduce the school maintenance levy for taxes payable in 1975 for any 
errors which resulted in an excess maintenance levy for taxes which 
were payable in 1974. 

If a district's school board does not feel it has enough operating 
revenues, a referendum may be held to raise the district's levy. If 
approved, a continuing annual levy is authorized; it may be subse­
quently repealed by a referendum called for that purpose. This refer ... 
endum provision was liberalized to allow referendums to be held at 
any time but no more than once per year in each school district. 
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Petitions to initiate the referendum must be signed, in most cases, 
by an excess of 15% of the average number of voters in the two most 
recent district-wide school elections. 

3. Determination of the Property Tax Levy: 

The local units of government certify to the county auditor their 
property tax budget levy, which includes consideration for the limita­
tions and their taxable property values. The auditor adjusts the 
levies to comply with specific charter and statutory limitations. 
Generally, however, he makes no adjustments to the overall levy limi­
tations of the taxing districts unless specifically authorized to do 
so by the Commissioner of Education or the Commissioner of Revenue. In 
the case of school districts, the county auditor deducts the state funded 
8.3 mill rate agricultural school district aid from its budget levy. 
This last review of the budget levies by the county auditor determines 
the actual dollar amounts to be levied through ad valorem property tax­
ation. 

4. Special Assessments: 

Special assessments, which are also paid by property owners, involve 
the funding of such projects as streets, curbs, sidewalks, ditches, 
and storm sewers. When any of these improvements are made to a person's 
property, that person is considered to have benefited directly by them. 
Improvements of this nature have no relationship to the value of the 
owner's property; rather, the amount needed for the project is deter­
mined on the basis of how much each property benefits. The determina­
tion of the mill rate and the individual's taxes due (see no. 5 below) 
excludes the amounts needed for these types of special assessments. 
Any amounts for special assessments are added but enumerated separately 
on the property owner's tax statement. They are not considered to be a 
tax on property. 

5. Determination of the Mill Rate and the Individual Taxes Due: 

The final levy requirements of each taxing district, namely counties, 
cities, townships, school districts and special taxing districts, are 
spread against the respective taxable values to determine the mill 
rates required to generate the necessary revenue. Under normal circum­
stances, this is accomplished by dividing the property tax budget levy 
amount by the total taxable value. For example, if the county's levy 
were $1,000,000 and the total assessed value were $50,600,000, then the 
total county mill rate would be calculated as follows: 

$1,000,000/$50,600,000 = .01~76 = 19.76 mills 

Special attention, however, needs to be given to mill rate calcu­
lations which deviate from the customary calculations. 
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a. Agricultural Mill Rate Differential: 

Property taxpayers located in agricultural areas receive the benefit 
of a taxation rate 8.3 mills less than the mill rate applicable to 
non-agricultural property. This agricultural mill rate differential 
is effective within the maintenance fund of school districts. 

b. Fire Protection Districts: 

Township mill rates are influenced by the presence of special fire 
protection districts (Minnesota Statutes 1970, Section 368.85). Any 
organized town may, through a majority vote cast by the electors 
within the proposed district, establish a territory which will re­
ceive fire protection. A fire district consists of compact and 
contiguous property of which at least 25% of the total assessed value 
of taxable real property therein is classified as homestead property 
and other buildings or structures. A11 cost of the fire protection 
for this special taxing district is borne by the property taxpayers 
located within its boundaries. The cost of the fire district is 
reflected in a higher municipal mill rate for the concerned property. 
Property outside of the district does not contribute tax dollars 
towards this protection. 

c. Rural-Urban Service Districts: 

A factor to be considered in the calculation of .. city mill rates is 
the rural-urban service district. A rural service district and an 
urban service district which are adopted by ordinance constitute 
"separate taxing districts for the purpose of all municipal property 
taxes except those levied for the payment of bonds and judgments 
and interest thereon. 11 (Minnesota Statutes 1971, Section 272.67) 
Only unplatted lands which are rural in character and which are not 
developed for commercial, industrial, or urban use can become rural 
service districts. Such land is not benefited to the same degree 
as other lands by municipal services financed by general taxation. 
An urban service district consists of all lands within the boundaries 
of the municipality and which are not included in the rural service 
district. Lesser benefits within a rural service district result 
in lower mill rates for taxpayers within its boundaries than for 
taxpayers located within the boundaries of the complementary urban 
service district. 

6. Homestead Property Tax Relief Credit: 

Effective in 1974, homestead credit is computed on 45 percent of the 
non-debt plus school debt taxes of owner-occupied (homestead) prop­
erty to a maximum of $325.00 per year. The reduction on agricultural 
homesteads is limited to the 120 acres of land contiguous to the 
dwelling. (Prior to 1974, homestead credit was 35% of the non-debt 
taxes with a maximum of $250 and limited to 80 contiguous acres, in 
the case of agricultural property.) Homestead mobile homes are also 
eligible for the homestead credit. The amount of the homestead credit 
is paid by the State to the county treasurer, who then distributes it 
to the local taxing districts. 
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An additional 21% or 27% homestead credit (depending on the iron ore 
value in an assessment district) up to a maximum reduction of $150 
or $190, respectively, is extended to homesteads located in certain 
iron range areas. This credit is paid by the State from a portion 
of the taconite production tax receipts. 

7. Senior Citizen Property Tax Freeze: 

The 1973 Legislature enacted a 11 freeze 11 on the net ad valorem property 
taxes at the level paid when a person reaches age 65. Property which 
qualifies for the credit must be owner-occupied and may be a single­
family dwelling, part of a multi-family dwelling, a portion of a multi­
purpose structure, or a mobile home together with one acre of sur­
rounding land. The freeze is exclusive of any special assessments 
that may be made. Property taxes on qualifying property shall be 
frozen at the dollar amount paid in 1973 or a subsequent year when the 
person reaches age 65. The year in which a senior citizen's prop-
erty taxes are frozen is considered his 11 base 11 year. The total taxes 
due on this property are paid to the county treasurer as are all 
other property taxes. However, the amount of increase between the 
11 base 11 year tax and the current year tax shall be refunded to the 
senior citizen on his income tax return. Income tax returns for 
1973 filed in 1974 are the first to have refund claims made for this 
property tax freeze. 

8. Mobile Homes: 

Mobile home taxation adheres to the traits of more than one type of 
tax. The term 11 hybri d11 might be a way of describing its character­
istics. A mobile home, or trailer house, is not taxed as a motor 
vehicle even though it has the ability to be easily moved. Although 
mobile homes are classified as Class 2A personal property, they are 
able to qualify for property tax relief credits in a manner similar 
to real property. To become eligible for homestead credit property 
tax relief, the mobile home must be owner-occupied just as real 
property must be owner-occupied to receive the credit. Homesteaded 
mobile homes receive the same assessment ratios as homesteaded real 
estate, namely, 25% of the first $12,000 market value and 40% of the 
excess over $12,000 market value. 

Mobile homes are assessed every year as other personal property but 
the taxes on Class 2A are due in full on or before August 31 of that 
same year. The valuation of mobile home property is not included in 
the calculations which establish the mill rates used to determine 
taxes on other real and personal property values. The mill rate ap­
plicable to mobile home values is the non-agricultural mill rate 
which was established and was employed on other real and personal 
property in that same year. 

The 1973 and 1974 valuations and resulting taxes associated with 
mobile homes are shown on Tables 32 and 33. 
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9. Tax Increment Financing: 

The mechanism of tax increment financing provides a growing tax base 
to finance renewal or renovation projects. There are three main 
types of tax increment financing allowable under f~innesota law: 1) 
Housing and Redevelopment Authority projects, 2) Municipal Industrial 
Development projects, and 3) Development Districts. 

Although these three types of tax increment financing have particular 
distinguishing characteristics, they all function on the same basis. 
The original value of the project area, before renewal, is used when 
calculating the mill rate. The tax levies are spread against the 
full value of the project area. Revenue obtained from the difference 
between the original and full values of the concerned property is 
distributed to the appropriate authority to finance the renewal pro­
ject debt. As the value of the property increases, so will this "tax 
increment ... The increment values and taxes are shown by county on 
page 37. 

For example, a district had an original value of $500,000. The full 
value of the property, however, increased to $750,000. The county 
auditor uses only the original value of $500,000, when determining 
mill rates. The difference between the two values, namely, $250,000 
is the 11 tax increment value ... This $250,000 value times the total 
local rate equals the tax increment amount which the county auditor 
distributes to the affected tax increment district. 

10. Fiscal Disparities 

The Metropolitan Development Act, more commonly known as 11 Fiscal Dis­
parities", was first implemented for taxes payable in 1975. It estab­
lishes a new property tax system for the seven metropolitan counties; 
namely, Anoka, Carver, Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, Scott and Washington. 
Although the law is complex, briefly it can be summarized as follows. 

Forty percent of the increase in commercial-industrial (including public 
utility) assessed valuation in each taxing district since 1971 is 
contributed to an area-wide tax base. Using the factors of population 
and market value of real property, a per capita distribution index is 
calculated. This index is employed in determining what proportion of 
the assessed value in the area-wide tax base shall be distributed 
back to each taxing district. Hence, the original assessed value less 
the contribution value plus the distribution value equals the taxable 
value. 

The taxing districts budget levy divided by this taxable value equals 
the local mill rate. However, it is necessary to divide the levy into 
two parts. The local mill rate times the assessed value less contribution 
value is equal to the local portion of each district•s property tax 
budget levy. Whereas, the local mill rate times the distribution value 
is equal to the area-wide portion. Each metropolitan county auditor 
certifies to the administrative auditor the area-wide portions of the 
levy for each district located within his county. The administrative 
auditor then computes an area-wide mill rate by dividing the total of 
the area-wide levies by the total area-wide tax base. 
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Generally, a calculated proportion of the assessed value of commercial­
industrial properties receive the area-wide mill rate; the remaining 
value receives the local mill rate. The remaining propet'tY which is 
not commercial-industrial receives only the local mill rate. 

As a result of the aforementioned law, the property tax levy of a 
taxing district is not the tax amount paid by the taxpayers located 
within the geographic boundaries of that district. The amount they 
paid could be more or less than what is actually needed by the district 
in which they live depending upon whether the area-wide mill rate 
was larger or smaller than the local mill rate and whether the con­
tribution value was larger or smaller than the distribution value. 

11. Payment of the Tax: 

The resultant extensions of taxes due are submitted to the county 
treasurer for collection. Statements containing the assessor 1 s de­
termination of market value and the amount of tax due after home­
stead credit where applicable are sent to each taxpayer. Property 
taxes may be paid to the county treasurer in two equal installments. 
One-half of the personal property tax must be paid by February 28, 
and the other half by June 30. Payment of one-half of the real es­
tate tax is due by May 31, with the remainder due by October 31. The 
tax on mobile homes is due in full on August 31. 

12. Property Tax Penalties: 

A. Personal Property 

All unpaid personal property taxes where the amount is $10 or 
less shall be deemed delinquent on March 1 in the year they 
become due, and thereupon a penalty of eight percent shall 
attach and be charged upon all such taxes. When the amount 
of such tax exceeds the sum of $10 the first half shall become 
delinquent if not paid prior to March 1 and thereupon a penalty 
of eight percent shall attach on such unpaid first half. The 
second half of a tax in excess of $10 shall become delinquent 
if not paid prior to July 1 and thereupon a penalty of eight 
percent shall attach on such unpaid second half. This section 
shall not apply to class 2a mobile home property. 

B. Real Estate 

On June first, of each year, with respect to property actually 
occupied and used as a homestead by the owner of the property, a 
penalty of three percent shall accrue and thereafter be charged 
upon all unpaid current real estate taxes, and a penalty of seven 
percent on non-homestead property. Thereafter, for both home­
stead and non-homestead property, on the first day of each month, 
up to and including November first following, an additional pen­
alty of one percent for each month shall accrue and be charged on 
all such unpaid taxes. When the taxes against any tract or lot 
exceed $10, one-half thereof may be paid prior to June first; and, 
if so paid, no penalty shall attach: the remaining one-half shall

be paid at any time prior to November first following, without 
penalty; but, if not so paid, then a penalty of eight percent 
shall accrue thereon for homestead property and a penalty of 
twelve percent on non-homestead property. 

If the real estate taxes have not been paid by the first Monday 
in the following January, an additional 2 percent is charged on 
the delinquent amount; thereby increasing the total percentage 
rate of the penalty to 10 percent for homestead property and 
14 percent for non-homestead property. 

C. Mobile Home 

All unpaid taxes on mobile homes shall be deemed delinquent on 
September 1 in the year of assessment and thereupon a penalty of 
eight percent shall be imposed.
