Article I - Foundation aid ($1.3 billion)

--repeals the National Guard credit and allows all
active and reserve military personnel a $3,000
income exclusion from state taxes and a $5,000
exclusion for personnel serving outside of Minnesota,
effective 1979.

--reduces the l7-percent top income tax bracket for
lncome above $40,000 and above to 16 percent,
effective 1980,

--allows a one-time exclusion of up to $100,000 capital
gain on the sale of a home by a person over the
age of 55,

--excludes gains and losses realized in a divorce.

--doubles the political contribution credit to $50
for a single taxpayer and to $100 for a joint return.

--allows credits for income taxes paid to a province
or a territory of Canada; certain gasoline and fuel
taxes; renewable energy source expenses; and,
pollution control expenditures.

--allows a deduction for out-of-state losses.

--extends the deposit period for Individual Retire-
ment Accounts (IRA's) to April 15,

Property tax relief

--eliminates limited market value over the next two
years.

--increases the homestead credit through which the
state provides funds to cut homeowner property taxes,
At present, a homeowner gets a credit equal to 45
percent of his taxes, with a maximum credit of $325.
This increases to 50 percent up to $550 for taxes
payable in 1980 and 55 percent up to $600 for taxes
payable in 1981,

--increases the homestead base value from $12,000
to $21,000 with future increases of $1,000 for every
3 1/2 points of increase in the homestead base
value index.

--reduces classification ratios for assessment purposes
for certain classes of property.
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-~-increases the circuit-breaker credit, which rebates
part of a homeowner's property tax if it is in excess
of a certain amount of his income. Under current
law, the state pays 35 percent of a homeowner's
taxes in excess of the current $475 maximum, but
no more than $325, or a $800 total credit.
