TAGGING REQUIREMENT 
Every person taking a bear must affix to the carcass the locking seal 
provided with the bear hunting license. The seal must be fastened 
around the sternum (breast-bone) in a way that the seal cannot be 
removed without breaking the lock. The seal must be so placed and 
locked at the time the bear is brought into any hunting camp, 
dwelling, farm yard, or other place of abode of any kind occupied 
overnight, or before being placed wholly or partially on a motor 
vehicle of any kind, or upon a conveyance towed by a motor 
vehicle of any kind. 

DATES & LOCATIONS (sunrise to sunset) 
SEPTEMBER 12 through SEPTEMBER 27, 1981 

- That part of the state lying north and east of a line along the 
DM&I R from Two Harbors to CSAH #26, St. Louis Co., CSAH 
#26 to State Hwy. #135, State Hwy. #135 to State Hwy. #1, 
State Hwy. #1 to State Hwy. #6, State Hwy. #6 to U.S. Hwy. 
#71 to U.S. Hwy. #71 to CSAH #13, Koochiching Co., CSAH

BAG LIMIT-
- No person shall take more than one bear during any calendar year.

RESTRICTIONS ON WHERE BEAR MAY BE TAKEN -
- No person shall take or molest any bear in a den. 

- No person licensed to take bear shall take or attempt to take bear 
within one-half mile of a refuse dump or designated municipal or 
county garbage collection point and no person licensed to take 
bear may carry an uncased legal big game weapon in such an area. 

OTHER PROVISIONS -
- Firearms: No person shall take bear with any firearm which does 

not conform to the legal standards set for the taking of deer and 
moose. See panel 4, LEGAL AR.MS, for details. 

-Bow & Arrow: No person shall take bear with any bow or arrow 
which does not conform to the legal standards set for the taking 
of deer and moose. See panel 4, LEGAL ARMS, for details. 

- No person shall have any firearm in his possession while hunting 
bear with bow and arrow. 

- No person shall take or attempt to take bear with the aid of dogs. 

RESTRICTIONS ON BAITING 
-A bait station is defined as rmy location at which any materials are 

placed for the purpose of attracting or attempting to attract bear. 
This definition shall not be construed to include a dump regularly 
and primarily used for the disposal of garbage or other refuse. 

- No person shall take bear by using solid waste containing bottles, 
cans, plastic, paper, metal or any other materials that are not 
readily biodegradable as a bait or lure for attracting bear. 

-No person shall establish, service or maintain any bait station be­
~ween the close of the 1980 bear season and August 28, 1981, 
inclusive. · 

-No person shall establish a bait station without first registering the 
site by mailing the following information to the Division of En­
forcement, ON R, Box 47, Centennial Bldg., St. Paul, MN 55155: 
-name, address and telephone number of person establishing the 

bait station. 
-county, township, range and section of site(s). 

-Any person placing bait for bear shall display a tag at the site as 
follows: 
-the tag shall be made of plastic, wood or metal and shall be at 

least 6 x 1 0 inches in size. 
-the tag shall contain the full name and Minnesota driver's license 

number or the full name, address and telephone number of per­
son placing the bait. 

- letters and numbers shall be legibly printed in the English lan­
guage, either painted or impressed. 

-the tag shall be prominently displayed between 6 and 10 feet 
above the natural ground level and within 20 feet of the bait. 

BEAR HUNTING GUIDE LICENSES 
-No person shall for compensation engage in the business or occu­

pation of placing bait for bear or guiding hunters seeking to take 
bear without a Bear Hunting Guide License. In addition, a valid 
Minnesota bear hunting license is also required. 

-No Bear Hunting Guide Licenses for 1981 shall be issued after 
September 11, 1981. 

-Applications for Bear Hunting Guide Licenses can be obtained 
from the DNR License Bureau, 625 North Robert Street, St. 
Paul, MN 55101. 

- Resident fee - $50 - Non-resident fee - $400,
