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MINNESOTA LOSES 

ANOTHER 1,000 FARMS 

Minnesota recorded a drop of 1,000 farms between 
1986 and 1987. All states surrounding Minnesota 
also showed some decline in farm numbers from 1986 
to 1987. 

Since 1980, Minnesota farms have declined from 
104,000 to 92,000, a loss of 12,000 farms. This 
compares with farm losses of 13,000 for 
Wisconsin, 12,000 for Iowa, 23,000 for Illinois, 
9,000 for Nebraska, and somewhat lesser amounts 
for the Dakotas. 

The number of farms in the United States in 1987 
was estimated at 2.17 million, down 2% from the 
2.21 million in 1986 and down 11% from the 2.43 
million in 1980. 

Total land in U.S. farms for 1987 is 1,002 million 
acres, down 1% from a year earlier and down 4% 
from 1980. Land in farms has declined every year 
since reaching its peak at 1,206 mill ion acres in 
1954.

Land Values 

According to the University of Min­
nesota, state farmland values fell 
7% from July 1986-July 1987. An 
acre of farmland was going for an 
average $480 an acre versus $515 in 
1986. This annual decline was the 
smallest since land values started 
to fall after 1981. 

Farmland in southwestern Minnesota 
continues to rank highest amon~ the 
6 economic development regions. 
However this area experienced the 
sharpest decline since land values 
peaked in 1981 -- down 68t. Land 
values in the southeast al so de­
clined sharply -- down 67%. The 
chart below shows 1987 land values 
by districts versus the peak year of 
1981.

Minnesota's total net farm income rose a sharp 34% from 1985 
to 1986 but the gain didn't come from the marketplace. The 
$1.67 bill ion net farm income was the second highest on 
record and was made possible by an $800-million infusion of 
government payments and an 11% roll back in production 
expenses. 

Casn receipts in 1986 of $6.07 billion dropped 8% from 
1985. foe drop would have been greater had it not been for 
stronger livestock and poultry receipts. Crop receipts are 
mostly responsible for the decline, dropping 17% from 1985-
86. Preliminary estimates for 1987 total cash receipts show 
a 6% decline to $5.70 billion. 

Government payments soared to a record high $802 mill ion in 
1986, up 67% from 1985. Witnout government payments, the 
average net income per farm would total only $9,330 instead 
of $17,960. 

Total farm production expenses dropped 11% from 1985-86 to 
$5.43 billion, the lowest level since 1979. Interest costs 
fell ( 17% less for non-real estate and 8% lower for real 
estate interest); feed costs dropped 10% while fuel costs 
were 27% lower.

In sharp contrast to the previous 
five years, annual precipitation 
totals across Minnesota for 1987 
showed a negative departure from 
normal. A majority of the state was 
at least four inches below the 
historical average and departures of 
minus eight inches were common. 
North central, northeast, and 
extreme south-eastern Minnesota were 
the only areas which received normal 
or abuve-normal precipitation in 
1987. 

Despite deficit moisture conditions, crop 
yields were generally good. Crops were able 
to draw from subsoil moisture that was 
brought to near capacity in the fall of 1986. 
Also, suITlller rainfall was extremely timely, 
falling during critical periods of crop 
development. Soil moisture conditions going 
into the spring of 1988 were far different 
than they were in 1987 as moisture reserves 
were lower than the previous year.

RECORD YIELDS 

FOR CORN, SOYBEANS, 

AND SUGARBEETS IN 1987: 

ALSO RECORD PRODUCTION 

FOR SOYBEANS AND SUGARBEETS 

Spring came early in 1987 with temperatures 
averayiny 10-17 degrees above normal the 
first two weeks of April, allowing farmers to 
start seeding small grains early. Our first 
Crop-weather Report was issued on April 12 
and showed 11% of the spring wheat was 
planted compared with the average of 1%. 
Topsoil moisture started out short in the 
central and east central districts and by May 
1 had spread to include al most all the state. 
The first statewide precipitation did not 
arrive until about May 15th. By May 10th, 86% 
of the corn had been planted compared with 
the average of 34%; 34% of the soybeans were 
planted compared to the averaye of only 5%. 

Tr1e State's topsoil moisture remained on the 
short side all duriny the growing season but 
timely rains along with very early planting 
pushed most row crops to record yields. 

Harvest was early with most small grains 
harvested by mid-August and row crops by mid­
October. 

Minnesota's 1987 CORN production of 635.0 
mill ion bushels was 10% below 1986. The 
record yield of 127 bushels per acre was up 
5 bushels from the previous record of last 
year. 

SOYBEAN production was estimated at 181.4 
million bushels, up 11% from 1986. Yield at 
39 bushels per acre was up 4 bushels from 
1986 and 3 bushels above the previous record 
set in 1978. 

Minnesota's 1987 ALL WHEAT crop totaled 102.6 
million bushels,down1% from last year. 
SPRING WHEAT production at 98.4 million 
bushels "wasup 350,000 bushels from 1986 and 
yield at 41 was up 4 bushels from 1986.

OAT production of 45.6 million bushels was up 
5% from 1986. Yield at 57 bushels was up 6 
from last year. 

The state's BARLEY production at 49.6 million 
b~sh~ls wa~ down 10% from last year's 55.0 
n11llion. Yield at 57 bushels per acre was up 
2 bushels from 1986. 

ALL SUNFLOWER planted acreage of 90,000 acres 
w~s ?own 42% from 1986. Production of 128.1 
m~llion pounds was down 43% from 1986. 
Yield at 1,455 pounds per acre was down 53 
pounds. NON-OIL planted acres at 10 000 was 
down 60% from 1986 and was the ;mallest 
acreage planted since 1983. Yield at l,bOO 
pounds per acre was down 50 from last year. 

RYE production at 1.2 million bushels was 
down 25% while yields at 30 bushels were down 
2 bushels from a year ago. 

FLAX production of 224,000 bushels was down 
59% from 1986. Yield at 16 bushels per acre 
was the same as a year ayo, but harvested 
acres, at 14,000, were down 20,000. 

DRJ ~EAN production at_l,184,000 cwt. was up 
18% from last year. Yield at 1600 pounds was 
down 50 pounds per acre. 

SUGARBEETS record production of 6.2 million 
tons was up 19% from last year. Yield at 
20.0 tons per acre is up over a ton from the 
1978 record and 3 .3 tons more than a year 
ago.

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MINNESOTA HARVESTING PROGRESS 
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Paddy Wild Rice 

(Information Provided by the Minnesota Paddy 
· Wild Rice Research and Promotion Council) 

Wild rice was designated as Minnesota's official State Grain in 
1977. The cultivated crop is grown on an estimated 20,000 paddy 
acres in north central Minnesota. The leading counties are 
Aitkin, Beltrami, Cass, Clearwater, Itasca, and Koochiching. 

In recent years, production increases have primarily been the 
result of increasing yielas rather than increasing acreage. 
Average yields per acre are about 230 processed pounds, up from 
155 in 1985. Yields of over 700 processed pounds are beginning to 
be realized by some farmers. 

In 1987, cultivated wild rice production totaled about 4,200,000 
processed pounds, a decline from the record production in 1986 of 
5,313,000 processed pounds. The production decline was caused by 
a combination of factors, including prior year production excesses 
and poor weather conditions. The value of the 1987 crop was $7 .35 
million at a producer price of $1.75 per pound of processed grain. 

Hie excess production of paddy wild rice in crop years 1985 and 
1986 severly supressed producer prices, with a resulting reduction 
in acreage in both Minnesota and California in 1987.

Cattle numbers on Minnesota farms on 
January 1, 1988 were down 10% from 
a year earlier and were the lowest 
total since 1928. Minnesota's 1987 
calf crop at 1,180,000 head was 7% 
below 1986. Meanwhile, sheep and 
lamb nuTnbers were slightly above 
January 1, 1987. The inventory of 
all hogs on December 1, 1987 was up 
2% from the previous year; far­
rowings at 915,000 head in 1987 were 
up 8%. A crop of 7,321,000 pigs was 
produced in the state during 1987, 
an increase of 8% from 1986 and the 
largest total since 1983. The 
average yearly litter rate of 8.00 
pigs was unchanged from 1986. All 
chickens on farms were down 7%. 

The combined value of all livestock 
and poultry on Minnesota farms was 
$2,071 million. All cattle and 
calves, valued at $1,710 million 
were 17% higher than a year ago. 
The value of hogs on hand on Decem­
ber 1, 1987 accounted for $322 mil -
lion, down 19%; all sheep and lambs, 
$22.1 million, up 12%; and all 
chickens $17.3 million, down 4%. 

The number of operations with cattle 
in 1987 fell 1,000 while milk cow 
operations dropped 2,000 and beef 
cow operations were down 1,500. 
Hog operations declined by 1,500 and 
sheep operations were unchanged.

Minnesota's milk production 
totaled 10.4 billion pounds in 
1987, 2% lower than 1986. Tne 
state's share of national produc­
tion in 1987 was 7%. The 12-month 
averaye number of milk cows was 
823 versus 891 in 1986. The 
averaye milk per cow was 12,680 in 
1987, up 768 pounds from 1986. 

The count of plant patrons selling 
milk or cream in June 1987 totaled 
18,417. This compares with the 
totals of 20,345 for June 1986 and

Minnesota's turkey production has increased 
every year since 1978, when 21.2 million turkeys 
were raised. In 1987, our state's turkey farms 
boosted their output a phenomenal 18% to a new 
record of 40.5 million turkeys. Thus, 1987 
capped a 10-year period during which a 91% 
expansion has occurred. Parallel gains in 
turkey production at the national level 
pressured prices down sharply. The average 
pr;ce received by Minnesota growers for turkeys 
in 1987 was 32.0 cents per pound, down 13 cents 
tram 1986. Value of production in 1987 was 
$228.1-~illion, a drop of 15% below the previous 
year. 

During 1987, hatcheries in the West North Central Region (which includes the states of Iowa, Kansas, 
Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota, and Minnesota) placed 84.7 million turkey poults, up 15% 
from 1986. 

The state's egg production in 1987 was 2.3 billion eggs, a decrease of 2% from 1986. The average number of 
layers on farms declined 2% to 9.2 million. The value of production from e~gs fell 12% in 1987 to $81.1 
million. The all-egg price fell 10% to 43.0 cents per dozen, the lowest since 1978. 

The total chicken inventory (excluding broilers) on December 1, 1987 decreased 7% to 11.9 million. Value of 
sales from all chickens (excluding broilers) was up 13% to $3.0 million as price per pound increased '16% to 
11.0 cents. 

In 1987, the number of broilers rai.sed increased 7% to 31. 7 mill ion, a record-high production. A new record 
has been set every year since 1977. From 1986 to 1987, value of production declined 16% as a result of a 
sharp drop of 7 cents per pound in average annual price. 

Hatchery production of egg-type chicks increased 36% to 19.2 mill ion in 1987. These poultry estimates are 
based on survey data obtained from producers, hatcheries, and processing plants.

The livestock and dairy price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from 
farmers, auction markets, livestock buyers, meat and poultry processing plants, the South 
St. Paul market, produce houses, egg handlers and dealers, marketing cooperatives, dairy 
plants, and other firms doing business with farmers. 

The marketiny year for livestock, dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for 
hoys, chickens, and eggs, which are on a December-November basis. 

The 1987 annual average price for hogs increased 2% from 1986. Prices for sheep were 3% 
higher, beef cattle increased 18% and calves were 34% higher. Wool prices were up 27%. The 
1987 annual average price for lambs increased 9%. Table market eggs were 11% lower. 

The 1987 annual average price for all milk was 1 cent higher than a year earlier. Manufac­
turing grade milk was down 3 cents and grade A milk was up 1 cent.
