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INTRODUCTION

The Minnesota Department of Natural Resources polled 2,400 Minnesota
citizens, four hundred from each of the six DNR regions. The purpose of the
poll was to gauge the public’s perception of the adequacy of outdoor
recreation facilities available to their households. The results of this poll will
be made part of Minnesota’s Statewide Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation
Plan and the Department’s Strategic Recreation Plan.

The poll was conducted by the Minnesota Center for Survey Research,
University of Minnesota - Twin Cities, during the months of November and
December 1988. It was conducted concurrently with a public opinion poll on
natural resource issues for the Department’s strategic planning and marketing
effort.

READING THE TABLES AND DRAWING CONCLUSIONS

The purpose of the Facility Adequacy Survey was to learn how adults
throughout Minnesota feel about the recreation facilities available to their
households. The households were contacted by telephone and asked their
opinions about 33 types of outdoor recreation facilities. For each facility, the
respondents were asked question #1 below and then, depending on their
answer, were asked subsequent questions:

1. How important is this facility to the outdoor recreation of people

in your household --- "very important", "somewhat important", or
"not important"?

2. (If either "very important" or "somewhat important"), In your
opinion, does Minnesota need more of these facilities convenient
and accessible to your household or are there enough right now?

3, (If "need more"), Would you want these for one-day outings, for
overnight trips away from home, or for both?

OVERALL STATEWIDE RESULTS

The statewide results of the three questions listed above are shown in Table 1.
The 33 facility types are listed in descending rank-order on the IMPORTANT
column. Facilities listed toward the top of the list were viewed as important
by a larger percent of Minnesota households than were facilities listed further
down.

Overall, the ranking by NEED-MORE is moderately similar to the ranking by
IMPORTANT. The correlation® matrix at the bottom of Table 1 shows a
moderately strong agreement (.85) between these two rankings. The reason
NEED-MORE does not compare better with IMPORTANT is because some
facilities have a higher probability of need-more response after an important
response. For example, 81% of those who thought paved shoulders for bikes
were important gave a need-more response, while only 27.5% of those who
thought playgrounds were important gave a need-more response (Table 2).

In other words, certain facilities are more likely than others to be perceived

~ as being in short supply by people who think the facility is important.

The correlation coefficient summarizes the relationship between two variables. A
coefficient can range from + 1.0 indicating perfect agreement, though 0.0 indicating no
relationship, to -1.0 indicating perfect disagreement.




Similarly, the reason the correlation coefficients on Table 1 of need-more
with day outings and need-more with overnight trips are not higher is because
certain facilities are more likely than others to be demanded for overnight
trips than for day-outings. For example, the need-more demand for
campgrounds and big game hunting areas is predominantly overnight, while
for golf courses and tennis courts the demand is predominantly for day
outings (Table 3). Most facilities have a greater need-more demand for day
outings than for overnight trips.

REGIONAL COMPARISONS

Minnesotans from all areas of the state have similar priorities for outdoor
recreation facilities both in terms of importance and need. Tables 4 through
9 show the regional results for each of the six DNR regions with each table
showing the comparison between statewide and region rank for each facility.
The level of importance for each facility across all regions is summarized on
Table 10. The correlation matrix at the bottom of Table 10 shows strong
agreement between all regions on the rank-order of IMPORTANT - the
correlation between every pair of regions is at least .90.

The level of need for additional facilities across all regions is shown on Table
11. The correlation matrix at the bottom of this table shows strong agreement
between all regions on the rank-order of NEED-MORE - the correlation
between every pair of regions is at least .86. Table 12 shows each region’s
contribution to the statewide need for each facility. Note that a region’s
contribution to statewide need is not, overall, markedly different than its
contribution to population. This is simply another demonstration of strong
inter-regional correlation.

Overall need is further broken down by day-outing needs and overnight needs
in the last four tables (Table 13 through Table 16). The agreement between
regions on the ranking of day outing needs and of overnight needs shown at
the bottoms of Tables 13 and 15 is again quite strong, just as it was for overall
need (Table 11). Again, the Origin tables 14 & 16 (like Table 12) are another
demonstration of strong inter-regional correlation. ‘




LOCATION OF NEED-MORE DEMAND

The survey did not ask respondents to give the specific location of the need-
more demand. However, a good indication of the locations respondents had
in mind when they said they needed more of a facility is the places they
currently use. For example, if certain people said they needed more facilities
for overnight trips, the likely places they had in mind for these facilities are
the places where they currently travel on overnight trips. And the more
frequently a place is the destination of overnight trips, the more likely it is the
location of the respondents’ need-more demand for overnight trips. The
same is true for day outings.

The top places in the state where Minnesotans travel for day outings and
overnight trips are displayed on Chart 1 and 2, respectively. Both charts are
intended to provide general guidance on the locations in the state where the
need-more demands are likely to be highest. The areas of highest
accessibility to day-outing recreators are centered on the Twin Cities and
regional population centers (Chart 1). The areas of highest accessibility to
overnight recreators are centered much more on the lake regions to the north
and west of the Twin Cities, although the Twin Cities remains an area of high
accessibility (Chart 2).

It is important to note that a region’s contribution to these statewide charts is
largely the same as its contribution to the statewide need-more demand for
facilities. Both contributions are basically proportional to regional
population. Had the contributions to the charts and need-more demand been
markedly different, the charts would have been more complicated to create
and explain, because normalizing for these differences would be required.
