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FOREWORD

Property tax is a very important source of revenue for all local units of government: cities,
townships, school districts, special districts and county government. The State Govern-
ment of Minnesota has not levied a property tax since 1966.

Property Taxes Levied in Minnesota is divided into five sections. Section | is a review of
the Minnesota property tax system. It discusses property valuation and how tax levies and
tax rates are determined. Section Il contains historical data (from as far back as 1925)
and shows how taxes and values have changed over the years. Section Il looks at current
year values, both market and tax capacity, of the various classifications of property.
Section IV is devoted to current year tax data, including information on taxes levied and
credits. Section V consists of information on mobile home values and taxes.
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REVIEW OF THE MINNESOTA PROPERTY TAX SYSTEM
TAXES PAYABLE IN 1989

The property tax is a major source of revenue for local governmental units and school
districts in the state of Minnesota. The State has not levied a property tax since 1966. The
property tax is an ad valorem tax, (a tax in proportion to value). It is levied in one year
based on the assessment as of January 2nd and becomes payable in the following year.
For example, in this bulletin, the current year tables include taxes levied based on
assessments made on January 2, 1988, due and payable in 1989. The property tax on a
particular parcel of property is primarily based on its market value, its property class, and
the property tax budget requirements of the local governmental units and school district
imposing taxes on the property. ‘

The following is a general description of and background information on the property tax
system in Minnesota and the laws which were applicable to taxes payable in 1989.

A. Assessors

The county assessor is appointed by the County Board of Commissioners and is
approved by the State Commissioner of Revenue. The term of office for assessors
is four years. The county assessor has various duties prescribed by law, among
which are the following: keeps local assessors advised of changes in assessment
laws, instructs local assessors in property classification and determination of values,
and is ultimately responsible for final assessments based on the values reported to
him by local assessors and assistants.

The assessor, aided by his deputy and local assessors, determines the estimated
market value and property class of all taxable properties within his jurisdiction as of
January 2 of each year, except state-assessed properties such as public utilities,
railroads, air-flight property and minerals. All properties within a taxing district are
physically inspected atleast once every four years. The market value can be changed
each year. (Property which is exempt from taxation is assessed once every six
years--see Exempt Property, on the following page).

After the market values have been determined, the properties are assigned a
classification according to how the property is used, i.e., commercial, agricultural
homestead, etc. Each classification has a percentage rate which is applied to the
market value to determine the tax capacity value. The tax capacity value is the value
used in determining tax capacity rates. For taxes payable in 1989, gross tax capacity
value replaces assessed value, and gross tax capacity rate replaces mill rate.




Certain types of property are exempt from ad valorem taxation. Constitutionally
exempt properties are valued once every six years, with the most recent valuation
being made in 1986. Information about constitutionally exempt property was in-
cluded in the 1987 bulletin (Property Tax Bulletin No.16).

Constitutionally exempt real property includes Indian lands, public property, educa-
tional facilities, religious and charitable institutions. Statutory exempt personal
property includes farm livestock, farm machinery, furniture, inventories, and tools
and machinery of service/retail/wholesale/manufacturing businesses, furnishings of
rental units if the rental value is subject to sales tax, and containers in the possession
of the consumer during consumption of the sale if the commodity is subject to the
sales tax. Household goods are also exempt, as are intangibles such as stocks,
bonds and insurance policies.

Since 1973 exempt property also includes the value of commercial/industrial tools,
implements, machinery, and equipment which are attached to or installed in real
property for use in business or production activity conducted thereon, excepting
public utility attached machinery. :

Property Classifications

As mentioned before, after market values are determined, properties are given
classifications according to use. This property classification system was developed
by the 1913 Legislature. Beginning in 1914, the following four classes of property
were used to determine assessed values:

Class 1 - Iron Ore (mined or unmined), assessed at 50% of full and true value.
Class 2 - Household goods and personal effects, assessed at 25%.
Class 3

lass 3 - Unplatted real estate, livestock, farm produce, inventories and
manufacturers’ tools, assessed at 33 1/3%.

lass 4 - All other properties, primarily urban real estate, assessed at 40%.
In 1933, the Legislature made a significant change in the classification system by

giving a preferential percentage rate to homestead property. The following two
classifications went into effect in assessment year 1934.




Class 3b - Unplatted real estate used for a homestead, assessed at 20% on
the first $4,000 of full and true value, and 33 1/3% on the value over
$4,000.

Class 3¢ - Platted real estate used for a homestead, assessed at 25% on the
first $4,000 of full and true value, and 40% on the value over $4,000.

Since 1941, there have been changes in the property classification laws made during every
legislative session. The next major reform to the property tax system came in 1967 with
the passage of the "Tax Reform and Relief Act." The tax relief programs created by the
Act were designed to reduce the burden of local property taxes by reducing the costs of
local government and providing taxpayers with reimbursements linked to property tax
‘payments. The state took increased fiscal responsibility for local costs. Under this Act,
all farm livestock and machinery were exempted from property taxation. Businesses were
given the option to exempt either inventory or tools and machinery. Other property tax
relief programs not relating to the property classification system were also enacted, such
as the homestead credit, renters’ credit, senior citizen income tax credit, local government
aids and elimination of the state property tax levy.

Today, the property classification system has evolved into many classes of property and
classification percentages accordingly. Included in this bulletin is a listing of classification
percentages from taxes payable 1972 through 1989 (Table 12, page 40). Beginning with
taxes payable in 1989, "assessed value" is replaced by "tax capacity value". In the past,
assessed value was obtained by multiplying the corresponding classification percentage
by the market value. Similarily, tax capacity value is obtained by multiplying the appropriate
tax capacity percentage by the market value. Tax capacity value is significantly smaller
than assessed value.

Following is a listing of the tax capacity percentages used for the 1988 assessment, taxes
payable in 1989.

Market Value Increase Limitation

The 1973 Legislature created the concept of limited market value by placing a 5%
reassessment on homestead property. In 1975, this limit was repealed and the annual
market value increase for any property for the 1975 through 1978 assessments was
limited to 10 percent or one-fourth of the total amount of increase from the previous
year, whichever was greater. In 1979, a change was made in the formula used in
determining the limited market value on property for the 1979 assessment and the
elimination of the limited market value on property for the 1980 assessment. For the
1979 assessment, the amount of increase in the limited market value was 10 percent
of the 1978 limited market value or one-half of the difference between the 1978 limited
market value and the 1979 estimated market value, whichever amount was greater.
This limited market value was the base to which the property classification assessment
percentages referred to in ltem D above were applied to arrive at the assessed value

. for assessment years 1975 - 1979. Beginning with the 1980 assessment, the limited

market value on property was eliminated, and the estimated market value is now the
base to which the property class rate percentages are applied to arrive at the tax
capacity value.

Review and Equalization

As stated before, the assessor estimates the market value of the property to be taxed
and assigns it to a class according to its use. This assessment is subject to review
and equalization at three levels: the local (city or town) Board of Review, the County
Board of Equalization, and the State Board of Equalization. It is the duty of these
boards to listen to appeals and to equalize property assessments and values within
classes of property and within and between the various taxing districts.

A. Auditors

Each county elects a county auditor, who, among other things, keeps a record of all
taxable property in the county, and delivers a list of property owners and their
respective taxes to the county treasurer. Along with other duties, the auditor is also
responsible for determining tax capacity rates based on the property tax budgets of
local governmental units.

Local units of government and school districts determine the amount of money they
will need to fund various services (such as fire protection, street maintenance, and
education) for the coming year. They then prepare their budgets by figuring the
costs of these services and determining where the finances for the budget will come
from. The finances come from various sources including state and federal aids,
parking meters, fines, licenses, permits, municipal liquor stores, and local sales taxes.
The portion of the budget that will need to be financed by property taxes is then
determined.

The property tax budgets of all local taxing districts are given to the county auditor
whe determines tax capacity rates by dividing the tax amounts by the taxable tax
capacity value. Taxable tax capacity value is different from tax capacity value in
certain taxing districts where tax increment value, certain power line values and fiscal
disparities contribution values are present. (See ltem C. Adjustments to Tax Capacity
Value listed below.) These values are subtracted from the total tax capacity value to
get the taxable tax capacity value used in calculating tax capacity rates.

B. Levy Limitations

Before determining tax capacity rates, the county auditor assures that the budget
levies are within certain limits. These limits control the amount of revenue that can
be raised by means of property tax levies. For payable 1989, levy limits were
converted to dollar limits or percentages of tax capacity. There are two basic overall
levy limitation laws: one pertains to local government and the other pertains to school
districts.

As mentioned before, taxable tax capacity value is the value used in determining local
tax capacity rates. In many cases, taxable tax capacity value and gross tax capacity
value are the same. However, there are cases where certain values must be
deducted from the gross tax capacity value to determine the taxable tax capacity
value. This is illustrated in Table 34, page 139. Values which are deducted are as
follows.

1. Power Line Tax Capacity Value

Ten percent of the tax capacity value of electrical transmission lines over 200KV
in organized townships and cities is excluded from the value used in determining
tax capacity rates. After local tax capacity rates are determined, the revenue
produced by applying the prevailing local tax capacity rate to the excluded 10%
of value is then used to finance the power line credit for cities and organized
townships (see Power Line Credit, page 225).

2. Tax Increment Financing Districts

Tax increment financing provides a means of financing renewal and renovation
projects. Prior to the Tax Increment Financing Act of 1979, there were seven
basic types of tax increment financing districts which were authorized by general
or special laws:

1) Housing and Redevelopment Authority (M.S. Chapter 462 - Laws 1957,
Chapter 810);

2) Port Authority (M.S. Chapter 458 - Laws 1957, Chapter 812);

3) Municipal Industrial Development (M.S. Chapter 473 - Laws 1967, Chapter
297);

4) Minnesota Rural Development Finance Authority (M.S. Chapter 362A -
Laws 1971, Chapter 920);

5) Municipal Development District (M.S. Chapter 474 - Laws 1974, Chapter
485);

6) Metropolitan Housing and Redevelopment Authority (M.S. Chapter 473 -
Laws 1975, Chapter 13)

7) St. Paul Urban Renewal (Laws 1963, Chapter 891);
Hopkins Development Districts (Laws 1971, Chapter 548);
Minneapolis and Robbinsdale Development Districts (Laws 1971,
Chapter 677);
Red Wing Development Districts (Laws 1971, Chapter 196);
Duluth Development Districts (Laws 1973, Chapter 761);
St. Paul Development Districts (Laws 1973, Chapter 764)

There are basically five types of increment districts that can be set up under
current statutes:

1) Redevelopment Districts

2) Housing Districts

3) Economic Development Districts

4) Mined Underground Space Development Districts
5)  Soil Condition Districts '

Although these types of districts have particular, distinguishing characteristics, all
have one thing in common: the authority to retain the "tax increment value." The
"tax increment value" is the difference between the original tax capacity value and
current-year tax capacity value of the properties within the tax increment financing
district. This tax increment value is deducted from the total tax capacity value of
the taxing district before local tax capacity rates are calculated. The local tax
capacity rate is applied to the tax increment value amount and the revenue is used
to finance project development costs.
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For example, a district had an original tax capacity value of $60,000. The current
year tax capacity value of the district, however, increased to $75,000. The county
auditor uses only the original tax capacity value of $60,000 when determining local
tax rates. The difference between the two values, $15,000, is the "tax increment
value". This $15,000 value times the total local tax rate equals the tax increment
amount which the county auditor distributes to the affected tax increment district.

Tax increment values and taxes can be found in Table 29, page 80.
. Fiscal Disparities

The Metropolitan Development Act, more commonly known as "Fiscal Dis-
parities", was first implemented for taxes payable in 1975. It established a new
property tax system for the seven metropolitan counties of Anoka, Carver,
Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, Scott and Washington. Although the law is complex,
it can be briefly summarized as follows:

Forty percent of the increase in commercial-industrial (including public utility and
railroad) tax capacity valuation in each assessment district since 1971 is con-
tributed to an area-wide tax base. Using the factors of population and real
property market value per capita, a distribution index is calculated. This index is
employed in determining what proportion of the tax capacity value in the area-wide
tax base shall be distributed back to each assessment district. This amount is
referred to as distribution tax capacity value.

A taxing district’s budget levy is reduced by the levy amount it is permitted to
spread on the area-wide tax base. Its area-wide levy amount is its distribution tax
capacity value multiplied by its prior year tax rate. The reduced budget levy
divided by the taxing district’s local taxable value (tax capacity value less con-
tribution, tax increment, and certain power line tax capacity values) equals its
current year local tax rate. The tax extension rate (rate after disparity reduction
aid) times local taxable value is equal to the local portion of each district’s property
tax budget levy; whereas, the prior year local tax rate times the distribution value
is equal to the area-wide portion. Each metropolitan county auditor certifies to
the administrative auditor the area-wide portions of the levy for each district
located within his county. The administrative auditor then computes an area-wide
tax rate by dividing the total of the area-wide levies by the total area-wide tax base
(total contribution tax capacity).

A calculated proportion of the tax capacity value of each commercial-industrial
parcel of property is taxed based on the area-wide tax rate; the remaining value
receives the tax extension rate.

As a result of the aforementioned law, the property tax levy of a taxing district is
not the tax amount paid by the taxpayers located within the geographic boun-
daries of that district. The amount they paid could be more or less than what is
actually needed by the district in which they live, depending upon whether the
area-wide tax rate was larger or smaller than the local tax rate and whether the
contribution value was larger or smaller than the distribution value.
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When the property tax levy portions of all taxing districts’ budgets have been set and
when taxable tax capacity values have been determined, the levy for each district
(i.e., county, city, town, school and special taxing districts) is spread against the
respective taxable tax capacity values to determine the local tax capacity rates.
Basically, the tax capacity rate is calculated by dividing the property tax budget levy
by the total taxable tax capacity value. For example, if a county’s levy were
$1,000,000 and the total taxable tax capacity value were $3,500,000, the total county
tax capacity rate would be calculated as follows:

$1,000,000 < $3,500,000 = .28571 or 28.571%

The total of each taxing district's individual tax capacity rates is the total local tax
capacity rate, which is applied to individual properties to determine the amount of
property tax which is owed.

Under normal circumstances, tax capacity rates are calculated by using the simple
formula above. However, there are instances where tax capacity rate calculations
deviate from the norm, as follows.

i. Fire Protection Districts

Township tax rates may be influenced by the presence of special fire protection
districts (Minnesota Statutes 1986, Section 368.85). Any organized town may,
through a majority vote cast by the electors within the proposed district, establish
a territory which will receive fire protection. A fire district consists of compact and
contiguous property of which at least 25 percent of the total tax capacity value of
taxable real property therein is classified as homestead property and other
buildings or structures. All costs of a fire protection district are borne by the
property taxpayers located within its boundaries. The cost of the fire district is
reflected in a higher municipal tax rate for the concerned property. Property
outside of the district does not contribute tax dollars toward this protection.

2. Rural-Urban Service Districts

Afactor that may be considered in the calculation of city tax rates is the rural-urban
service district. A rural service district and an urban service district which are
adopted by ordinance constitute "separate taxing districts for the purpose of all
municipal property taxes except those levied for the payment of bonds and
judgments and interest thereon." (Minnesota Statutes 1986, Section 272.67.)
Only unplatted lands which are rural in character and which are not developed
for commercial, industrial or urban use can become rural service districts. Such
land is not benefited to the same degree as other lands by municipal services
financed by general taxation. An urban service district consists of all lands within
the boundaries of the municipality which are not included in the rural service
district. Lesser benefits within a rural service district result in lower tax rates for
taxpayers within its boundaries than for taxpayers located within the boundaries
of the complementary urban service district. :
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MN Stat. 273.1398, Subd. 3 provided disparity reduction aid be calculated for taxes
payable in 1989. This aid was the greater of

(1) the difference between the total payable 1988 gross tax payable less the gross
tax capacity of the unique taxing jurisdiction or,

(2) twenty percent of the difference between the payable 1988 city/township gross
tax less twenty-three percent of the gross tax capacity.

The aid cannot be less than $0. It is calculated at the unique taxing area level and is
allocated proportionately to each local government levying taxes in the unique taxing
area. A unique taxing area is a taxing area subject to the same set of tax rates.

If a unique taxing area receives this disparity reduction aid, the tax capacity rate for
each local government levying must be reduced accordingly. The resulting rate is
the tax extension rate. The disparity reduction aid rate cannot decrease the tax
extension rate below 90%. If the unique taxing area does not receive disparity
reduction aid, the tax extension rate is equal to the tax capacity rate.

ross Tax

After all tax extension rates have been determined, the gross property tax for a parcel
of property is calculated by applying the sum of the tax extension rates of all local
taxing districts (under whose jurisdiction a property lies) to the individual property’s
tax capacity value. As an example, a property has a taxable tax capacity value of
$1,776. The gross tax would be calculated as follows:

Tax Capacity Value $1,776
Total Local Rate x 119.399% (or 1.1
Total Gross Tax $2,120.53

Property Tax Credits

In many instances, the total gross tax will not be the total amount of property tax paid
by an individual taxpayer. This is due to the existence of property tax credits. These
credits are deducted from the gross tax when determining the actual amount of tax
the individual property owner must pay. The property tax credits in existence for
taxes payable in 1989 are as follows, listed in the order that they are deducted from
the gross tax.

1. Disaster Credit (MN Stat. 273.123)

The disaster credit was set up by the 1982 Legislature to provide tax relief for
homeowners whose homes have been damaged by a disaster. This credit
became effective for taxes payable in 1984.
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The credit is based on a reassessment of the value of homestead property which
is located within a declared disaster or emergency area. The county assessor
determines the market value of the damaged home and this value is subtracted
from the market value of the home before the disaster occurred. The difference
is then multiplied by the fraction created by dividing the number of full months
remaining in the year (after the disaster happened) by 12. This product is then
subtracted from the pre-disaster market value to get the average market value
for the year.

The county assessor reports both the tax capacity value based on the pre-disaster
market value and the tax capacity value based on the post-disaster average
market value to the county auditor. The difference between the two tax capacity
values is then multiplied by the prevailing local tax extension rate to determine the
amount of disaster credit. There is no maximum credit limitation for the disaster
credit. The amount of the credit is deducted from the gross tax on the property
tax statement for that parcel. The state makes payment of the credit directly to
the local taxing districts.

Eligible mobile home properties can also receive the disaster credit.

. Power Line Credit (MN Stat. 273.42)

The power line credit was established by the 1980 Legislature as a means of
reducing the property tax burden of those taxpayers whose properties have
high-voltage electrical lines passing over them. This credit first became effective
for taxes payable in 1982.

Prior to 1982, utility companies made direct payments to qualifying property
owners in organized and unorganized townships to compensate them for having
these high voltage lines pass over their property. Beginning with taxes payable
in 1982, qualifying property owners in cities and organized townships were given
a property tax credit to reduce their gross property tax. In 1983, qualifying
property owners in unorganized townships were also made eligible to receive
the tax credit. Since that time and for taxes payable in 1989, owners of property
classified as farm, residential, apartment, and both commercial and non-commer-
cial seasonal recreational residential are given a credit which is calculated by the
county auditor and applied against the gross property tax. In order to qualify for
this credit, the property must be crossed by a transmission line of 200KV or more
which was constructed after June 30, 1974.

For qualifying property owners in unorganized townships having these high
voltage lines pass over their property, the credit is calculated as follows. A
fraction, determined by dividing the length of high voltage line over the parcel by
the total length of high voltage line running over all property within unorganized
townships in the county, is multiplied by the total amount of the utility property tax
credit fund (10% of tax revenue generated by all transmission lines in unorganized
townships and lines under 69KV in organized townships) within the county for
that year. The calculated amount is then deducted from the gross property tax.
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For qualifying property owners in organized townships and cities, the credit is
calculated as follows. A fraction, determined by dividing the length of high voltage
line over the parcel by the total length of that particular line running over all
property within the city or township, is multiplied by 10% of the tax revenue
generated by that portion of the line within the city or township. The calculated
amount is then deducted from the gross property tax.

The credit is limited to 20% of the gross tax. However, if the property containing
the high voltage line right-of-way is included in a parcel which is more than 40
acres, the total gross tax is multiplied by a fraction (the numerator of which is the
sum of the number of acres in each quarter-quarter section or portion thereof
containing the right-of-way, the denominator of which is the total number of acres
in the parcel as listed on the tax statement) before the 20% is figured. If the credit
is calculated to be less than $10, it is not given.

The amounts of the credit are distributed by the county auditor to the local taxing
districts in which the properties receiving the credit are located.

. Agricultural Preserves Credit (MN Stat. 473H.10)

The agricultural preserves credit was established by the 1980 Legislature as part
of the Metropolitan Agricultural Preserves Act. The credit was created as a means
of encouraging and keeping farming within the seven-county metropolitan area.
The credit first became effective for taxes payable in 1983.

For taxes payable in 1989, the credit is based on the tax capacity value of land
and non-residential buildings (used for agricultural purposes) which are located
in a designated agricultural preserve. The credit is based on the difference
between the prevailing total local tax extension rate and 105% of the previous
year’s statewide average total tax extension rate within townships. The difference
between the two rates is the agricultural preserves credit rate. For taxes payable
1989, it was necessary to convert the 1988 statewide average township mill rate
to a tax capacity rate. The 1988 statewide average township mill rate of 107 miills
converted to a tax capacity rate of 88%. This rate was then multiplied by 105%,
resulting in a base rate for payable 1989 agricultural preserve tax capacity of 92%.
The difference between the total local tax extension rate and 92% is applied to
the land and non-residential building’s tax capacity within the agricultural preserve
to determine the 1989 credit amount.

If the total local tax extension rate is less than 105% of the previous year’s
statewide average tax rate for townships (92% for 1989), there is no credit. This
creditis given only to lands designated as agricultural preserves according to MN
Stat. 473H.03. The amount of the credit is deducted from the gross tax on the
property tax statement for that parcel. The state makes payment of the credit
directly to the local taxing districts. (See Table 49, page 229).

. County Conservation Credit (MN Stat 273.119)

The County Conservation Credit was established by the 1986 legislature as a
means of promoting agricultural land use in non-metro counties. Land located
in an exclusive agricultural use zone created under Chapter 40A is eligible for a
property tax credit of $1.50 per acre.
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The county auditor certifies to the Department of Revenue the amount of tax lost
to the local taxing districts because of the property tax credit. This amount is
reimbursed to the local taxing districts and is deducted from gross tax on the
property tax statement for that parcel.

2dit (MN Stat. 273.1314)

The enterprise zone law was passed by the 1982 Legislature and became effective
July 1, 1983. The purpose of an enterprise zone is to generate jobs and industry
in economic hardship areas, and to keep existing businesses from moving out of
the state, by means of several types of tax reductions and credits.

When a city or an area has qualified and been given approval for designation as
an enterprise zone, it may qualify for various forms of income, sales and property
tax reductions. The enterprise zone property tax credit is a state paid credit for
a portion of the property taxes paid by certain commercial or industrial properties
located within the enterprise zone. The amount of the credit is

deducted from the gross tax on the property tax statement for that parcel. The
state makes payment of the credit directly to the local taxing districts.

For taxes payable in 1989, four counties in Minnesota reported enterprise zone
property tax credits. (See Table 46, page 226.)

. Disparity Reduction Credit (MN Statute 469.168, subd.4)

Effective with taxes payable in 1989, class 4a apartments with four or more units,
and commercial, industrial and public utility land and buildings in certain border
cities receive a disparity reduction property tax credit. The credit is the difference
between the tax determined using the general tax procedures and the tax
determined by multiplying the property’s market value by the following percent-
ages.

Apartments 3.0%
Commercial, Industrial, Public Utility Land and Bldgs 3.3%

The county auditor certifies the amounts of the disparity reduction credit to the
Department of Revenue. The state distributes the credit to all taxing districts.

. Agricultural Credit (MN Stat. 124.2137)

School agricultural aid was established in 1933 as a means of reducing the tax
rate within the school district maintenance fund for agricultural property owners.
The aid was initially set up as a mill rate differential, shifting the tax burden for
school district maintenance to non-agricultural properties.

In 1971, the Legislature made provisions for payment of state aid to finance the
8.3 mill difference between the agricultural and non-agricultural school mill rates.
This difference in mill rates was in effect through taxes payable 1976, when the
mill rate differential was replaced by a state-paid property tax credit. From
1977-1983, the credit was based on a tax reduction equal to an amount produced
by applying certain mill rates to certain portions and types of agricultural property.
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For taxes payable in 1984-1988, the credit was based on a reduction equal to
a certain percentage of the total tax on certain portions and types of agricultural
property. (These rates and percentages can be found in Table 18, page 52.)

For taxes payable in 1989, agricultural homestead property receives a tax
reduction equal to 36 percent of the total tax levied on the first 320 acres of the
property, excluding the house, garage and one acre. All other farm property and
class 2b timberlands receive a reduction of 26 percent. This credit was previously
paid entirely to the school district, but for payable 1989 it is distributed to all taxing
districts. ‘

" 273.1391)

its (MN Stat. 273.13, 273.135,

The homestead credit is the oldest and largest state-paid property tax credit given
to taxpayers. The credit was created by the 1967 Legislature to reduce the
property tax burden of both residential and agricultural homeowners.

For taxes payable in 1989, the homestead credit is equal to 54% of the gross tax
(less any other credits excluding the taconite credits). The credit is based on a
market value limit of $68,000 for residential properties and cannot exceed $725.
(See Table 14, page 48.) The amount of the credit is deducted from the gross
tax on the property tax statement for the parcel. The state makes payment of the
credit directly to the local taxing districts.

The taconite homestead credit was created by the 1970 Legislature. This credit
benefits homeowners on the "lron Range" of Minnesota, where taconite produc-
tion companies pay a production tax in lieu of certain property taxes.

For 1989, homeowners in taconite tax relief areas receive a credit of either 57%
or 66% (depending on certain criteria such as the value of the iron ore in the
assessment district, proximity to mines) in addition to the homestead credit. The
maximum amount of this credit is $495 for those receiving the 57% credit and
$550 for those receiving the 66% credit. The taconite homestead credit is
calculated and deducted from the gross tax after the 54% homestead credit is
deducted. (See Table 16, page 50.) A portion of the taconite production tax
receipts is used to finance the credit. The taconite homestead credit cannot
reduce the "effective tax rate" on a parcel of property to less than 95% of the
payable 1988 "effective tax rate". "Effective tax rate" is the net tax divided by the
market value.

The supplementary taconite homestead credit was created by the 1980 Legisla-
ture. This credit is given to homeowners in school districts #317 (ltasca County)
and #698 (Aitkin and St. Louis counties). This credit is calculated in the same
manner as the 57% taconite homestead credit. Payment of this credit is made
by the state out of the general fund. The 54% homestead credit and the regular
and supplementary taconite tax relief credits are also given to eligible homes-
teaded mobile home properties.
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Net Tax

The net tax is derived by deducting all appropriate property tax credits from the gross
tax. The net tax amount is the total amount of property tax due, except in cases
where there are special assessments added to the net tax.

Special assessments involve the funding of such projects as streets, curbs,
sidewalks, ditches, and storm sewers. When any of these improvements are made
to an individual’s property, that individual is said to have benefitted directly from the
improvement. The amount of the special assessment is based on how much the
individual property benefits from the improvement. It is not based on the value of the
owner’s property. Thus, special assessments are not a tax and are not included in
the amounts used to determine tax capacity rates. They are added to the individual’s
net property tax and are shown as a separate item on the tax statement. The special
assessment amount is added to the net tax amount to determine the total amount of
tax due.

The county auditor sends a list of all property owners and the amount of property tax each
must pay to the county treasurer.

Treasurers

It is the duty of the county treasurer to collect all taxes as determined by the county
auditor, as well as special assessments, and any fines or penalties that may be
involved. The treasurer prepares tax statements using the information provided by
the auditor and must mail the tax statements by January 31 of each year.

Tax Payments

Property taxes may be paid to the county treasurer in two equal installments. For
personal property taxes over $50, one-half the amount must be paid by February 28,
or 29 calendar days after the postmark date on the envelope containing the property
tax statement, and the remaining half must be paid by June 30. For real estate taxes
over $50, half of the total tax is due by May 15, and the remaining half is due by
October 15. The second half installment for farm property is due by November 15.
If the personal property tax is $50 or less, the entire amount must be paid by
February 28, or 29 calendar days after the postmark date on the envelope containing
the property tax statement. If real estate taxes are $50 or less, the entire amount
must be paid by May 15.

Tax Penalties

1. Personal Property

If the amount of personal property tax is $50 or less, it becomes delinquent on
March 1, or 30 calendar days after the postmark date on the envelope containing
the property tax statement after it is due. If the amount is over $50, the first half
of the unpaid tax becomes delinquent March 1 or 30 calendar days after the
postmark date on the envelope containing the property tax statement, and the
other half becomes delinquent on July 1. In all cases, there is an eight percent
penalty added to the unpaid tax at the point it becomes delinquent.
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2. Real Estate

All real estate taxes of $50 or less become delinquent on May 16. At that point,
athree percent penalty is charged on unpaid homestead property tax and a seven
percent penalty is charged on non-homestead property. Thereafter, on the 1st
day of each month, up to and including the following October 1st, an additional
one percent penalty for each month is charged on the unpaid tax. If the tax is
more than $50, half may be paid by May 15 and half by October 15. If the second
half is not paid by October 15, both homestead and non-homestead properties
are charged an additional four percent penalty. Thereafter, an additional two
percent penalty on homestead property and an additional four percent on
non-homestead property is added on the 1st day of November and December,
if second half taxes remain unpaid. On the first business day in January, an
additional two percent penalty is charged on any first half or second half
installments or real property taxes remaining unpaid.

Mobile homes, by statute, are called manufactured homes. A "manufactured home" is
defined as a structure that is transportable in one or more sections, built on a permanent
chassis, and designed to be used as a dwelling, with or without a permanent foundation.
If a manufactured home meets the following criteria, it is classified, assessed and taxed as
if it were real estate property:

1. The owner of the home holds title to the land on which the home is situated.

2. The home is attached to the land by a permanent foundation, or is installed at its
location in accordance with the manufactured homes building code (MN Stat. 327.31
t0 317.34), or is affixed to the land in a manner comparable to other real estate property
in the taxing district.

3. The home is connected to public utilities, has a well and septic tank system, or is
serviced by water and sewer facilities comparable to other real property in the taxing
district.

If the owner of the manufactured home leases the land on which it is situated and if the
manufactured home meets criteria 2 and 3 above, the home is classified as personal
property, but is assessed and taxed as real property. Mobile home property is assessed
and payable in the same year.

For the 1988 assessment, taxes payable in 1988 (see Tables 54 and 55 , pages 241 and
244), manufactured homes not classified as real estate were assessed as follows:

The value of manufactured homes not treated as real estate is not used in the determination
of tax rates for other real and personal property for that year, but they are taxed at the rate
that was used for real and personal property for that year.

Manufactured homes not treated as real estate may qualify for certain property tax credits,
including the homestead credit, taconite credit, disaster credit and agricultural credit (see
Property Tax Credits, page 14).

The county treasurer must send out tax statements to the owners (of manufactured homes
not treated as real estate) by July 15 each year. The total amount of tax must be paid by
August 31 and becomes delinquent on September 1 if not paid. A penalty of eight percent
is assessed on the unpaid tax.

To obtain uniform reporting from the 87 counties and to comply with the physical
limitations of the Abstract of Tax Lists, the numerous authorized levies are grouped by
major purpose of the levy. The county auditors are provided with instructions which detail
the individual levies to be included in each category (column) on the abstract. Some are
self-explanatory, while others include a wide variety of levies.

The following list is not a complete digest of all the levies. It is merely a general index to the
nature of each category as found on the abstract. Tables 36 through 40 are patterned after
the design of the abstract column headings.

Instead, the dollar amount of a special
assessment is paid by the property owner who benefits from the improvement regardless of
the cash value of the owner’s property. Examples of special assessments are ditches, curbs,
gutters and storm sewers. If public property is improved by a special assessment, however,
such as a courthouse sidewalk, every property owner pays a portion of its costs. The
improvement is financed through proper funds within the county or municipality’s total ad

valorem levy.
